PARNELL'S SPEECH.

RECEIVING THR “ FREEDOM OF DUBLIN—HR RE~
VIEWS TOB SITUATION—IBELAND'S ETATES-
MEN ADDREESSS THE WIOLE RACE.

——

Oa August 16th, with great ceremonles the
Corporation of Dublin, through the Lord
Mayor prosented {he freedem of the city to
Mr, Parnell and Joba Dillon. Mr, Gray had
just been sweoped upon. Alr, Parnell spoke
us follows :

My Lord Mayor, gottlemon of the Town
Council of Dablin, lndies, and follow .citizsng,
my words to-day sha!l be very faw. I had
intimated to your lcriship in privato thatinm
view of the present ctato of the law of this
country, and airo of the administration of that
law, that for all practical purposes froedom
of speoch, in my jodrwent, hus cezsed to
exist (Lour, hoear), ruud L had suggested to
your lordsbip thut I might bs permitted to
sign Lhis 101l conlfunivg upon wo this great
and eignal honor in privats, Bat the matter
has been ruled otkorwise, nod wo aro now ag-
gombled togother, and I merely aliude to my
oplinion with regard to the cossation of free-
dom ot eproch In order 1o maleé yuvu under-
stand that
1 DO NOT SPEAK FREELY TO-DAY;
that I shnll not venture to touch upon mat-
ters of genersl politics, for, a8 [ havo already
safd, 1 could not trcspaes into these dowmi-
niows without breaking the luw of tho land
(bear, hear) Tho abssnce of my osteemed
friend tho High Sheriil (renewed cheers) re-
minds me aleo that n duty will be placed
upon us who happen to be moembeors of Par—
lismout to direct the attention of the House
of Commozns, before that house is permlittod
to rise (bhecr, hear), to what has hap-
peaed this morning. ‘I'he assembly will
recognize that this Is not the proper
place for mo to allude to the gubjact (hesr,
hear.) Mach ss L should desire to speak
froely upon tho event of thls morning, I recog-
nize that 1 cannot do 80 herg, for not even
within the municipalities of Ireland is it pos-
sible now for a8 man tospeak his mind. Dur~
ing the darkest daya of Spanish persecution
in Holland somo freedom was left to the cor-
porations of tho States of the Netherlands
(hear, aoar.) But I am sorry to say that L
recogniza lu-day a situation in Ireland and an
action by tho executive authorities in this
country whichrdoss not propose to Ieave even
the members of this anclent Corporation,
my lord, the right of expressing their
thoughts and oplnions with rogard to matters
of public policy. 1t appears fo me that the
onty place In which we can venture, to a cer-
tain extent, to £pesk onr mindr, within very
strict rules, indeed, 18 the House of Commmons,

Much good hnas resulted, and
much goad will result, from an {ndepondent
Parliamentary represantation (cheers); but I
have never clalmed for Parliamentary action
anything more then its duoe shave of
weight. T think, above all things, itis
of importance that whatever action there
is to ‘be in Parlinment shall be action of
the right kind, and repregentative of the opl.
