4th,-The sums paid by the shareholders upon their subscription of stock since
1871, and date of re-organization;

5th,-A statement shewing which of the shareholders paid in cash; those that did
not; and how they did pay; if by promissory notes, and if so, when discounted and
whether retired at maturity;

tith,-A statement of the dividends paid in each year since 1871, date of
re-organization;

7th,-A list of the present Directors and what amount of stock they respectively
hold in the Bank;

8th,-A list of the present shareholders, and what amount of stock they respeo-
tiveiv hold in the Bank.
