where the amount proposed to be paid as having been earned

15 by the contractors will not be less than sixty-four thousand
dollars, after withholding from the amount which would be
earned by the completion a sum sufficient, in the opinion of the
Minister of Railways and Canals, to cover the cost of con-
pleting the whole of such work or the section thereof with

20 respect to which payment is being made.
