While the three martyrs
were treading the way of their
calvary the soldiers espied Blessed
Martha Wang, who, ignorant of what
wae happening, was engaged in wash-
ing the prisoners’ clothee. Running
over they seized her by the hair and
pushing her along shouted: " You
go too."”
