The subject was raised by Earl Lore
burn who moved an amendment to the
Defence of the Realm Bill so as to pre
vide that a British born civilian charg-
ed under the Act should have the right
to demand a trial by an ordinary
court.

Viscount Haldane pointed out that
such an amendment would kill the
3ill and Earl Loreburn withdrew it
on thea bove assurance being given
him.

Couldn’t Get It.

Churchill’s most persistent critic,
Admiral Lord Charles Beresford, re-
tired, wanted an explanation of recent
naval management but Churchill de-
clined to give this on the ground that
time would not be ripe until all the
factors could be discussed.

It is a noteworthy fact that the great

r part of recent criticism of he Gov-
ernumen has come from the Liberals
and Labor members of the House.

Important Liberal newspapers have
suggested that it would be for the
country’s interest for Parliament to
remain in almost constant session so
that the Government could be called
upon for frequent explanations as to
the conduct of the war.
