Said to Have Gained u Foothold in the
City—Another Bombardment.

New Yorx, Sept. 18.—The Herald’s
Buenos Ayres correspondent cables :—
News from Rio Janeiro indicates that the
It is be-
lieved the navy revolters have gained .a
foothold in the capital.

President Peixoto has abandoned the
coast of the Bay of Rio and the capital and
retired to Santa Anna with that portion of
the army which remains loyal to him.
Here he will await an attack from theland-
ing party which will be sent from the rebel
ships, the Republica and the Tragano.
The bombardment of the city has been
suspended. The damage to the city by
the guns of the fleet was much greater than
the Government reports stated. It requir-
ed prompt interference on the part of
foreign war whips in the harbor to protect
property in the city.

The revolution is spreading. It is re-
ported that the states of Bahia and Per-
pambuco have declared in favor of the
revolutionists.

The garrisons in Fort Villegagnon and
all the other forts in the harbor of Rio
except one have revolted and joined Ad-
miral Mello’s forces,

Preparations have been made in the har-
bor of Rio Gramde to resist an attack
from a hostile squadron. All the forts in
the harbor are manued with soldiers under
fighting orders. Buoys in the harbor
have been removed and torpedo mines
placed in the conrse of incoming ships.

It is reported that two vessels have left

Admiral Mello's squadrpn, The loyal war-
ship, the Tiradentes, has put to sea to
overtake them if possible. The Brazilian
minister here has expressed the opinion
that the situation in Rio is very grave.
From the tone of the Brazilian newspapers
recoived Lere, it is predicted that Peixoto’s
Government will be overthrown at an
early day.

WILHELM IN HUNGARY-

fhe War Lord Attends the Mancuvers of
Five Army Corps at Guens,

Binuixy, Sept. 18, —Emperor William
has lett Stuttgart for Guens, where he will
attend the Hungarian manceuvers. Five
arny corps-and three divisions of cavalry
will take part in the manceuvers. They
will operate between Guens and Mohackh

\and will be in the field for a week. No
less than 142,000 men with 264 guns will
be engaged. This will be the largest
manceuvers known, surpassing the great
French operation in 1891, when four army
corps and two cavalry divisions were in
the field.

The northern army will consist of three
army corps commanded by Marshal Von
Schoufeld, while the southern army under
Marshal Von Reinlander will consist of
two army corps. The five army corps are
drawn from the Imperial army. One
corps conrists of troops commanded by
Archduke Joseph.

Emperor Francis Joseph, with a retinue
of 202 persons, arrived at Guens last
night. He was accompanied by the
Archduke Ferdinand, the heir to the
throne, the Duke of Connaught, Arch-
duke Carl Ludwig, Dr. Wekerle,
the Hungarian Prime Minister and all the
other members of the Hungarian Cabinet,

To Absorb Alsace-Lorraine.

Beruiy, Sept. 18.—Before leaving Stuit-
gart on Saturday evening Emperor Wil-
liam had a lowg conference with Chan-
cellor Von Caprivi. The subject is said
to have been the projected assimilation of
Alsace-Lorraine with the rest of the em-

ire.

The. Frankfort Gazette says that the
Emperor’s purpose is no longer limited to
the mere abolition of exceptional laws.
His desire now is to have Alsace incorpo-
rated in the Grand Duchy of Baden, whose
people have almost the same dialect, cus-
toms and even traditions as the Alsatians.

Lorraine will be treated somewhat dif-
ferently. It is inhabited by people of
French tendencies and language, and has
very little in common with- any German
state. It, therefore, will be annexed to
Prussia, althoygh its affaire will be admin-
istered by a special department, situnated
probably in Berlin, This plan originated
with Caprivi. It is agreeable to the Em-
peror, who wishes to mark his sojonrn in
the provinces by some act signifying that
Germany has taken definite possession of
| the territory despite all the hopes of the
French to the contrary.’
