The Turks are devastating a large portion 
ol Bulgaria to prevent the Russians pro­
visioning their army. The harvest is car­
ried off, the fruit trees felled, and the torch 
applied to the light grass plains. Every­
thing that could be of any use to the invad- 
ing army has been removed or destroyed, 
and the people are in utter destitution. 
Consternation prevails among the people, 
who see no propeoi but famine and pestil­
ence, added to the horrors of war.

The Russians have occupied Tirnova, the 
ancient capital of Bulgaria. Prince Tohef- 
kaski has been proclaimedprovisional gov­
ernor of the province.

A special from Shumla says it is estimated 
that upwards ol 200 women and children 
have already been killed by the bombard­
ment of Ruitohuk.

A despatch from Trebizond reports that 
the Russians stormed two redoubts before 
Kars, and were repulsed with great loss.

It is stated that the Turks made a des­
perate sortie from Kara on Sunday morn­
ing, attempting to surprise the Russians, 
and to storm a hill on which two guns were 
used in the bombardment of Kars. The 
Turks weie oompeilul to withdraw after 
several hours' fighting. The loss was 
heavy on both sido.
