The Finger-Ring.

Of all the ornaments with which 
vanity, superstition, and affection 
have decorated tho human form, few 
have more curious bits of history 
than the finger-ring. From the ear­
liest time the ring has been a favo­
rite ornament, and the reasons for 
the general preference shown for it 
over olhyr articles of jewelry are 
numerous and cogent. Ornaments 
whose place is on some portion of 
the apparei, or in the hair, roust he 
laid aside with the clothing or head­
dress, are thus easily lost and often 
not at or.co missed Pins, brooches, 
buckles, clasps, buttons, all sooner 
or later become defective in some 
part, and are liable to escape from 
an owner unconscious of the defect in 
tho mechanism. The links uf a neck­
lace in time become worn, and the 
article is taken off to be mended ; 
the spring or other fastening is 
easily brokuri, and the bracelet van­
ishes. With regard to ornaments 
to parts of the savage body, muti­
lation is necessary, the car must be 
bored, the nose be pierced, the 
cheeks or lips be slit, and oven after 
these surgical operations are com­
pleted, the articles used for adorn­
ment are generally inconvenient, and 
some limes, bv their weight or con­
struction, are extrvnudy painful.

In ,striking contrast with decora­
tions worn on the clothing, in tho 
hair, round the neck and arms, or 
pendent from the ears, lips, and 
nose, is the finger-ring, the model of 
convenience. It is seldom lost, for 
it need not bo taken off; requires no. 
pioparalorv mutilation of the body, ; 
is not painful, is always iu view, a 
a perpetual reminder, either of the 
giver, or of tho purpose for which it 
is worn.

The popularity of the ring must, 
therefore, be in large measure due 
to its convenience, and that this 
quality was early learned may bo in­
ferred from the Hebrew tradition, 
which attributes the invention of 
this ornament lo . Tubal Cam, the 
“instructor of' every artificer 
brass and iron.1'—From “About the 
Wedding-Ring." by D. 11- Me An ally, 
in Popular Science Monthly for No 
vember.

The tremend­
ous truth that on a starry night we 
look, in every direction, into an al­
most endless visia of suns beyond 
suns and systems upon systems, was 
too overwhelming for comprehension 
by the inventors of the constella 
lions. So they amused themselves, 
like imaginative children, as they 
were, by tracing the outlines of men 
and boasts formed by those pretty 
lights ami stars. They turned the 
starry heavens into a scroll tilled 
with pictured stories of mythology. 
Four of tho constellations with which 
we are going to deal in this article 
are particularly interesting on ibis 
account. They preserve in tho 
stars, more lasting than parchment 
or stone, one of I ho oldest and most 
plea'ÿ.ug of all the romantic stories 
that Tiavo amused and inspired 
the minds of men—the story of Per­
seus and Andromeda— a better 
story than any that modern novelists 
have invented.—From "Astronoyyy.

—There seems to bo a great deal 
of excitement among temperance 
people throughout tho United States, 
owing to an apprehension that the 
Supreme Court will declare the pio- 
hibitory liquor laws unconstitutional.

—Coal for tho C. P, R. now comes 
from Sydney, C. B., by water, and 
is delivered at Sorel. This road 
has contracted with the milling 
company for a delivery of 45,000 
tons of coal for next year ; and by 
unloading their coal at Sorel the 
Canadian Pacific railway will make 
a saving of one dollar per ton.

—The Chinese believe that Satan 
has a fashion of racing to the grave 
and seizing the body of their dead as 
soon as it arrives there;, so on the way 
to the grave, the friends keep tossing 
bits of paper out of the carriage win­
dow, Which Satan is supposed to pick 
up and read, thus allowing the pro­
cession to reach the cemetery first.

—The trotting mare Daisy_Millcr, 
entered in the 2 37 class at Boston, 
has shown fast time, and much is ex­
pected of her. Ten thousand, dol ars 
■is said to have been paid for her, with 
the stipulation that 810,000 more 
should be paid if she ever equalled 
the-time of Maud S. She was once 
owned in P. E. Island and sired by 
Administrator, now there.

—Tho schooner Sunbeam, Captain 
George Jliscock, which sailed from 
Port Philip Saturday afternoon for 
St. Pierre, loaded with hay, took fife 
when off Pugwasli harbor, and before 
she could bo beached was burned to 
the water's edge,. The Sunbeam was 
a vessel of seventy tons, and owned 
by the captain and Mr. Buffet, of 
Fortune Bay. Insured. The crew 
saved nothing except what they stood

—Ten thousand persons attended 
an optyi air demonstration under the 
auspices of the Radical clubs at Rotli- 
erhithe, Monday evening. Resolu­
tions were passed protesting against 
the government’s interference with 
the liberty of the press and right of 
public meetings in Ireland aud 
England and condemning Sir Charles 
Warren’s action against the unemploy­
ed of London. Speeches were made 
from five platforms.

—A competent  ̂mining engineer 
has. lathly been examining the rich 
deposit of iron ore at Old Barns, Col­
chester Co., N. S. There is every 
prospect of immediate work being 
commenced there. The Steel Com­
pany of Canada have taken some 400 
tons of ore from this locality, and the 
quality cannot be.^doubted. If the 
leases of the property can be obtained 
there is a splendid prospect of quite 
an iron boom in that favored locality 
this winter.

—Tho Maine corn canning compan­
ies are closing their season’s business. 
The factoi'y at Farmington Falls, can­
ned over 200,000 cans , that at South 
Norridgewock, 500,000 cans ; Canton, 
250,000 ; Bethel, 350,000 ; Hiram, 
267,000 ; tit. Albans, 450,000 ; CanT 
den, 86,838; Unity, 343,255. This 
large industry affords a profitable 
market for immense quantities of corn, 
paying the farmers according to one 
report, from $14 to $15 per acre. It 
gives employment to maoy people in 
and about its factories. I
