HOW TO MILK A COWw.

Bome Suggestions That Milkers Will Do
Well to Consider.

The Minnesota dairy commission
makes the following valuable sugges-
tions to cow milkers:

“‘Always milk in a elean, airy place,
free from odors. Before beginning to
milk brush all the loose hair and dirt
from the cow’s side and udder. If the
udder is soiled have a pail of water
and cloth or Sf)ouﬁe at hand, and give
it a_thorough cleaning, Have the
hands dry and clean, and do not wet
the cow’s teats with Tiilk!

“Be gentle with thé cow and sit
down to her so that {'ou can place
your head against her flank and con-
trol the movements of her leg with
your left arm in case she st¢ps around
or is inclined to kick.

*‘The safest
stool ; taking the pail firmly between
{our knees, not gettinﬁeso near or so

ar away that the milker cannot sit
firmly and steadily and rise quickly.

“Take hold of the teat well up on
the udder and gently stroke it down-
ward before beginning to milk. Grusg
the off hind teat with the left han
and the near fore teat with the r-igh'a
or the off fore teat with the right han
and the near hind teat with the left,
so asto milk across. In grasping the
teats reach well up on tﬁe udder and
press the milk downward into the
teat, closing the forefinger and thumb
tightly around it next the udder as
soon as the teat comes fairly within
the hand. Then close the second,
third and fourth fingers in order, givs
ing a slight but gentle pull on the
teat, and squeezing out of it all the
milk it.ﬁgnminsl before loosenin tl}:)e

is regularity induces a sort of
expectancy of habit in the cows, and
each is prepared to be milked when

o heg- turn comes. There is a sort of sur-
.| prise or excitement about being milked

out of order that lessens the flow.

“When the flow of milk is not
large it is generally necessary to strip
first one pair and then the other to
coax the milk into the teats, or to
make the cow “‘give down.” Grasping
the udder high up and stroking down-
ward . to the teat helps cxpedite the
flow of milk. Inmany cases the milk
does not stream directly downward
into the pail, but off one side. - With
a little care one can soon get the
right position to turn the stream into
the pail and avoid waste. Strip the
teats at least twice after exhausting
the first flow, and be sure that the
milk is all drawn.

‘‘Keep all dirt out of the milk. Re-
member that only hairs and such dirt
a8 is mechanically held can be strain-
ed out. What is dissolved in the milk
will remain there.

‘Water Power.

The artesian wells of Dakota are
probably the most remarkable for
pressure and the immense quantit
of water supplied of any ever openet{
More than 100 of such wells, from 500
to 1,600 feet deep, are today 1n success-
ful operation, distributed throughout
twenty-nine counties, from Ynlﬁrton,
in the extreme south, to Pembina; in
the extreme north, giving fortha é¢on-
stant, never varyiéleﬁstmam, which is
in no wise affected by the increased
number of wells, and showing a gauge

ressure in some instances as high! as

60, 170, 175 and 187 pounds to the
square inch. This tremendous power
is utilized in the more important towns
for water supply, fire protection and
the driving of machinery at a wonder-
ful saving on the original cost of
plant and maintenance when compar-
ed with steam. In the city of Yank-
ton a forty horse power turbine wheel,
Of)erat.iuga tow mill by day and an
electric light plant by night, is driven
by the force of water flowing froman
artesian well, the cost of obtainin,
which was no greater than woulﬁ
have been the cost of developing the
same power, not counting the contin-
ual outlay necessary, had steam been
employed, for fuel, repairs, and the
salaries for engineer and man.,
What has been accomplished through
the aid of natural gas and cheap fuel
in building up manufactories else-
where, may some day be rivaled on
the prairies of Dakota by tapping the
inexhaustible power stored in nature’s
reservoirs beneath the surface.—Fire
and Water.
