A VERT VIRTUOUS MAH.
In the debate on the bill to impose pen­

alties on contractors for subscribing to 
elections last session the curious reader 
will find this:—

Mr. Ross (Middlesex) moved ia amendment 
that the bill be recommitted to a committee 
of the whole House, with instructions to in­
sert the following olanae :—

“ Clause 4. Whosoever, for the purpose of 
assisting in soy election to the Parliament of 
Canada, while performing any such contract 
or awaiting payment in respect of any such 
contract, subscribes, furnishes, gives, or pro­
mises to give or furnish any sum of money or 
consideration whatsoever, either directly or 
indirectly, by himself or by the agaaoy of en. 
other perron on bit behalfi to any person 
whomsoever, te guilty of a misdemeanour, end 
shall, on oonvictipn thereof, be liable, at the 
discretion of the court, to a penalty of not 
less then one thoueend dollars, together with 
imprisonment for a term or not lees than one 
month and not more than twelve months ; 
end in default of payment of the penalty so 
incurred, the offender shall be imprisoned for 
e further term of twelve months, unless such 
penalty be sooner paid. ”

Mr. Rose was then in a state of quite 
furious virtue. He has had his moral 
tone considerably lowered in the election 
court ; but we shall not press that delicate 
point too eloeely. Let us ask the electors 
of West Middlesex, however, what they 
think of a man who wanted tn fine a con­
tractor a thousand dollars and ghe him a 
month’s imprisonment besides for subscrib­
ing to an election ; but who was himself 
at that very time receiving money illegally 
and corruptly from a school-book house 
for selling their books .eontfoary to law 
and contrary to decency, and who was also 
cheating tire legal profession out of the 
time whibh he had pledged himself to apply 
to the study ot the law 1 We will let the 
people give their opinion on election day.

MR ROSS AND THE LAW.
Mohe and more dearly it appears that 

Mr. G. W. Rose ia an unfit person for the 
office of Minister of Education. We have 
elsewhere exposed once more his financial 
relations to Messrs. Gage & Go., as their 
book agent. We have a still more start­
ling and indefensible charge to make. It 
is this, that he has been grossly violating 
the law and placing himself in a penal 
position.

Section 227 of the School law, as con­
tained m the official compendium publish­
ed in 1878, is as follows :

“ 887. No teacher, trustee, inspec­
tor, or other person officially connec­
ted with the Education Department 
the Normal, Model, Public, or High 
Schools, or collegiate Institutes, shall

------ e or act as agent/or any person
s to sell, or In any way to 
the Mi* f($jp such person of persons, of airy school, libraryfprtxe 

or text-hook, map, chart school ap­
paratus, furniture or stationery, or to 
receive compensation or other remun­
eration or equivalent for such sale, or 
for the promotion of sale in any war 
whatsoever.”

Messrs. Gage & Co. admit that Mr. 
Ross was connected with the business of 
their firm. The Globe admits that Mr. 
Rom wa#, in fact, the book agent of 
Messrs. Gage & Co. The law expressly 
forbids any person in Mr. Rose’ position 
from acting as a book agent Yet Mr. 
Roes, with full knowledge of the law, did 
act as a book agent for Messrs. Gage & 
Co. In doing so Mr. Rosa was acting 
illegally and corruptly, and he thereby 
forfeited his office, which, nevertheless, he 
continued to retain.* We say emphatically 
that such a man ia not fit for the respon­
sible position of Minister of Education.

Aftkb all the fire and fury indulged in 

by Messrs. Mowat A Co. on the Bound­
ary-after their irregular and illegal action 
at Rat Portage —after their happy escape 
from actions which nearly led up 
to bloodshed—after tihe vain assertion of 
the maintenance of an award which 
neither Mr. Blake nor Mr. Mowat has 
ever ventured to assert bad any legal 
effect until ratified by the Dominion Par­
liament, to Whieh by express terms it wss 
male subject ; the ’coon has had to come 
down from the tree.

question of the legality of Mr. Mowat’s 
action, he directs Brigadier Burden to re­
lease the Manitoba Chief of Police, and 
invitee Attorney - General Miller, of 
Manitoba, whose-legal astuteness had ar­
rested Mr. Mowat himself in his mad 
career, to a conference with him in To­
ronto, and more, agrees to pay his ex­
penses, at the cost of Ontario—and with 
what object ? The organ announces that :

LBNNOX.
Wa have only to-day received the full 

returns from Lennox, which demonstrate 
beyond doubt what we have already stated, 
vis., that the riding was carried by the 
Grite by tbe most gross and lavish corrup­
tion.

RESIGNATIONS AND VACATIONS
OF SEATS IN THE ASSEMBLY.
We have been asked a number of ques­

tions as to the resignations ana vacation of 
seats ot members-elect to the Assembly, 
and in reply we offer the following re­
marks. We will assume that a general 
election for the Legislature of Ontario 
takes place, and that a candidate is elected 
to represent a constituency at a general 
election ; and we will suppose that he de­
sires to resign the seat, which, when the 
Legislature meets, he would have right to 
occupy. Can he do so? The answer is, No. 
In case of resignation a member may, ac­
cording to the statute, resign in the As­
sembly itself by giving notice thereof, and 
the same being entered on the journals, 
when the Speaker would issue his war­
rant for the issue of a writ for a new 
election ; or, secondly, a member may de­
liver to the Speaker a resignation of his 
seat duly witnessed during the session of a 
Legislature, or in the interval between two 
sessions.

It is clear then that till the House meets 
no member can resign, but his seat may be 
vacated ; and how ] By death, by accept­
ing any office, commission, or employment 
under the Crown, or becoming party to a 
contract with respect to the public service 
of Ontario or under which any public 
money of Ontario is to be paid on any ser­
vice. In any such event the Speaker may 
issue his warrant for a new election 
on notice being given by a member in 
his place, or by notice in writing given 
by two members of the Assembly. Again, 
in the event of any vacancy occurring by 
death, or any of the causes above stated, 
subsequently to a general election and 
before the first meeting of such Assembly 
the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery may 
issue a writ for a new election on receiv­
ing a warrant therefor by two mem)»re­
elect It will thus be seen that if anv 
member-elect wished to resign before the 
meeting of the Assembly, he could not do 
so, and that only death, acceptance of 
office, or commission or, employment 
under the Crown, or becoming a con­
tractor, vacates a seat in the interval 
between the occurrence of the general 
election and the first meeting of the 
Assembly. Another question has been 
asked us.

What would be the position of a member- 
elect who unfortunately became a subject 
to lunacy before the meeting of the House? 
Would his seat be vacated? And to that 
question we also .answer In the negative. 
The case is unprovided for by the statute 
The Assembly alone, when it is 
properly constituted, can deal with 
such a question, and even then only 
under the cheeks and privileges which 
use and wont, and the law of Parliament, 
have established for the protection of the 
rights of all parties interested. We do 
not choose to enter at present into further 
discussion of this delicate subject. Doubt­
less the constitutional lawyers of the House 
will be able to guide the Assembly should 
such a question arise. '• * ■

ONFR0FMS80R SEELETS VIEWS 
ENGLAND AND FRANCE.

In “ The Expansion of England,” by 
Prof. Ssslrt, to whieh we have several 
times referred as a verÿ thoughtful and 
brilliant book, there üi inûflh discussion of 
the relations between England and France 
in the seventeenth and eighteenth cen­
turies. As we pointed eut recently in 
regard to the relations "between the old 
colonies and England, Prof. Seeley takes 
very little stock in accepted traditioneof his­
torical representation. His opinions re­
garding France are by no means unfriend­
ly, but he makes plainer than has ever 
been made before the great rivalry that 
accompanied the expansion of England 
and France in the • two centuries men­
tioned.

It is a too common notion that England 
and France have been enemies, till our 
time, by a sort of natural law. Prof. 
Seeley says : “ This is a pure illusion. In 
“ the sixteenth and sevéhteenth centuries 
“ England and France had not been these 
“ persistent enemies. The two Statee had 
“ often been in alliance against Spain. In 
“ the seventieth century su Anglo-French 
“ alliance had been almost the rule. 
“ Elizabeth and Henry IV. are allies, 
“ Charles L has a French queen, Grom- 
“ well acts in concert with Maeabjn, 
“ Charles IL and Jakes EL make them- 
“ selves dependent upon Louis XIV.”

But these cessations of war were acci­
dental The actual state of war that had 
previously existed and that subsequently 
occurred was the more natural relation of 
the two countries, and the reason, is not far 
to seek. It will be found in the rivalry of 
the two empires for dominion in the East 
and in the West. It must not be forgotten 
that Great Britain was not the only great 
expanding or colonizing power in the eigh­
teenth century. Up to that time the great 
nations possessing “ colonies” looked on 
them merely as places from which a certain 
revenue might be raised for the Crown. 
The idea that they were , places of 
enormous value, to be developed, to be 
peopled, to be defended, to be culti­
vated, encouraged, and strengthened 
came later ; indeed it has only arrived at 
maturity in pur own very recent time In 
the eighteenth century, however, the idea 
began to dawn on the minds of statesmen 
in all lands ; and if England had a Greater 
Britain abroad, there waa also a Greater 
Portugal, a Greater Spain, a Greater Hol­
land, and a Greater France.

It was with France especially that Eng­
land had rivalry, because "tirey wero-ex­
panding in the same directions. The idea 
of conquering India originated, as Prof. 
Bexley pointe out, with à Frenchman ; 
“ Frenchmen first perceived that it was 
“ feasible, and saw tne manner in which 
“ it could be done ; Frenchmen first set 
“ about it, and advanced someway towards 
“ accomplishing it” Dupleix and La- 
boubdonn/is had left their mark on the 
history of India. The French and the 
Spaniards were ahead of ns as colonising

Siwers in North and South America. The 
utoh were ahead of us in South Africa. 

But m a century, or even less, the struggle 
was practically over. Holland, Portugal, 
Spain, and France had retired from the 
contest, retaining—more by the courtesy 
of nations than by the force of arm adjust 
enough of their old possessions to remind 
them in their Européen isolation of their 
vanished colonial splendour.

France is to-day putting forth fresh and 
of course intelligent efforts to aoquire in-, 
fluence and authority out of Europe, in 
Africa and in Asia. But the conditions of 
conquest and colonisation have changed. 
The inferior races have acquired arms and 
are well drilled. They hare acquired 
diplomatic skill and standing. And the 
success of France in Cochin China in a 
contest with the combined powers would 
be more wonderful than the successes of 
Cortez and PizARxa In the meantime, 
England contemplates her colonial posses­
sions—hers by right of a long struggle, 
and by right of wise government—with 
satisfaction, seeing in them solutions for 
the difficulties which beset the parent 
State, looking on them as worth the whole 
cost of the struggle of the eighteenth cen­
tury. _________________

PAUPER IMKIORATION.
A question bee arisen touching the deporta­

tion to the United States from the British is­
land# by governmental or municipal aid of 
persona unable there to gain a living and 
equally a burden on the community here. 
Such of these persons as will come under tbe 
pauper class as defined fay the law have been 
sent hack in accordante with tbe provisions 
of pnr statutes. Her Majesty’s Government 
has insisted that precaution» have been taken 
before shipment. These have, however, in so 
many cnees proven ineffectual, and especially 
■win certain recent instance# ol needy emi- 
mots reaching onr territory through Canada, 
that a revision of our legislation upon this 
subject may be deemed advisable. Corres­
pondence relative to tbe Cleytoa-Bnlwer 
treaty haa been continued and wiU be laid be­
fore Congress. „

RaVENUE" AND RXEENDITORB.
The report of the Secretary of the Trea- 

aury shows that the ordinary revenues of "the 
fiscal year ended Jane 30th, 1883, amounted 
to $898,287,581.95, whereof waa received 
from Customs $214,706,496.93, from internal 
revenue $144,720,368.98. The expenses for 
tbe same period were $266,408,137.54, leav­
ing a surplus revenue of $132,879,444.41. 
The President refers at length to the financial 
itatement, which ia fully covered by the re­
port of the Secretary of the Treasury, and 
say* if the revenue for the fiscal year, which 
will end on June 30th, 1885, be estimated 
upon the basis ot existing laws, the Secretary 
is of opinion that for that year the receipts 
will exceed by sixty millions tbe ordinary 
expenditures, including the amount devoted 
to the sinking fond. Hitherto the surplus as 
rapidly as it has accumulated haa been de­
voted to the redaction of the national debt. 
There are cogent reasons, however, why the 
national indebtedness should not be thus 
rapidly extinguished. Chief among them is 
the fact that only by excessive taxation it 
such rapidity attainable.

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES OF ANIMALS.
The Department of Agriculture is accom­

plishing much in the direction of the agri­
cultural development of the country, and the 
report of the commissioner giving the results 
of hit investigations and experiments will be 
found intepeetmg and valuable. At his in­
stance a convention of these interested in 
the cattle industry of the country was lately 
held at Chicago, The prevalence of pleuro­
pneumonia and other contagious diseases of 
animals wss one ot the chief topic! of dis- 
cussfou. A committee of the convention 
will Invite yonr co-operation in investigating 
the causes of these dieeeees, and providing 
methods for their prevention and cure.

FBSSEBVATION OF THB FORESTS.
In my last annual message I called atten­

tion to the necessity of protecting bÿ suitable 
legislation the forests situated upon the pub­
lie domain. In many portions of the west 
tbe pursuit of general agriculture is only made 
praetieaWe by a resort to irrigation, while’ 
successful irrigation would itself be impossi­
ble without the aid afforded by forests in con­
tributing to the regularity and constancy of 
the supply of water. During the past yrêr 
severe suffering and great loss of property 
here been occasioned »y profuse floods, fol­
lowed by periods of unnenally low water in 
many of the great rivers of the country. 
These irregularities were in great measure 
cansed by the removal from about the sources 
of the streams in question of the timber by 
whieh the water supply bad been nourished 
snd protected. The preservation of each 
portions of the forests in the national domain 
as essentially contribute to the equable flow 
of important water courses is of the highest 
coo sequence. Important tributaries of the 
Missouri, the Columbia, snd the Saskatche­
wan rise in the mountains of Montana near 
the northern boundary of the United States, 
between the Blackfeet and Flatoead Indian 
reservations. This region is unsuitable for 
settlement, but upon tbe rivers which flow 
from it depends in the future the agricultural 
development of a vast tract of country. The 
attention of Congre»» is called to the neéee- 
sity of withdrawing from public sale this part 
of the pnblio domain and establishing there a 
forest reserve.

Right Rev. William Fitzgerald, Bithop ot 
Killaloe, Kilfenora, Clonfert, and Kilmao- 
doagh, Ireland, who died a few days ago at 
hia residence in Killaloe, eoonty Clare, in the 
sixty-ninth year of hie age, was a man of con­
siderable literary attainments, He graduated 
from Trinity College in 1837, aad subsequently 
became a fellow of the College. In 1848 he 
miApppintod professor of moral philosophy 

.49 Trinity College, and in 1853 professor of 
ecclesiastical history. He was one of the 
writers in Archbishop Whately’e “ Cautions 
for Times,” the editor of “ Corrotable’s 
Ethics.” and of “Butler’s Analogy.” He 
was also joint editor of the High Church Jour­
nal. and he published many of hie sermons 
and charges. In 1859 he voted in the House 
of Lords in favour of Lord Wadeheoset bill 
for legalizing marriage with a deceased wife’s 
sister. In 1857 he was consecrated Bishop of 
Cork, but waqgranaferred to Killaloe in 1862.

The property of the religious orders in 
France in 1848 wax estimated at 43,000,000fr.
At the present moment it ix set down 
st 712,536,000fr, or sixteen times more. 
These figures have been brought to light in 
connection with a till which aims at the 
secularization of Ml such property. The bill 
has been prepared by M. Jules Roche. This 
bill has a double purpose. It ie intended to 
combine with the separation of Church and 
State, and the coceeqnent suppression of the 
Budget of Public Worship, the restitution in 
the treasury of the estates held contrary to 
the laws relating to property and to the 
right of association. M. Roche represents 
the men of the school of Paul Bert, vno have 
such power in the State ; but it is doubtful 
whether, in view of certain statements re­
cently made by Prime Minister Ferry, inch a 
bill as that which he has proposed will have 
any chance of passing into law. M. Ferry 
haa declared it to be hi» purpose to re­
establish religions harmony by a benevolent 
application of tbe concordat

In the last “ Narrative of the State of Re­
ligion ” issued by the General Assembly of the
American Presbyterian Church, it said :_
“ The infant baptisms reported this year are 
17,700, which is 1,500 lees than tbe number 
six years ago. The average for each church 
is about three infants dedicated to the Lord 
in baptism. This seems a email business, and 
one which may well awakep inquiry as to 
whether or not infant baptism should be 
abolished. There ere thousands of Presby­
terian» who would be shocked by a proposal 
to do away with this time-honoured institu­
tion, but who habitually neglect to bring 
thei* babes to the baptismal font.” From 
this * writer in the Baptist Weekly argues 
that in the Presbyterian denomination the 
ministère are coming to believe that the New 
Testament does not command believers to 
baptize their children, having previously 
abandoned the idea of baptismal regeneration 
and infant church membership. He believea 
the next step will be “toe immersion of be- 
lievere in Christ.”

Tbe large assembly of Presbyterians called 
together in the ball of the Theological College, 
Montreal, on Sunday afternoon to hear a 
lecture on eternal punishment were greatly 
startled by hearing a new and eloquent min­
ister from Scotland, named Rev. James Edgar 
Hill, of St. Andrew's churoh, give expression 
to heretical opinions similar exactly to those 
Which were near deposing Mr. Maodonnell, 
of Toronto, from the minis tory of the Presby­
terian Church. On concluding his lecture 
Rev. Dr. MaeVioar, principal of the college, 
got up and directly repudiated’it on his own 
behalf and that of the faculty as being the 
teaching of tne Church to which they be- 
longed.
