Were the propen,
disposed of, the money received fin
it could be applied to the main-
tenance of the new Asylum, for in-
stance, or any other public purpose
to which the Government might think
well of appropriating it  But, no;
the Opposition showed their desire
for ecomomy by opposing this measure
through all its stages.
