When the new steel-ruil
(which is being universally udopted), has
boen Taid on the Girand Trunk, an appre-
siable difference will be felt in the yearly
cost of maintenance and renewal, which;cost
however, would nt be less than $300,000
fur two or three years to come. He con
sidered theif perinacent way was as good
as the Illinois Central; better than that of
most lines West of Chicago and 8t.
