NORTH OF ENGLAND REPORTS NO
DAMAGE DONE BY AIRSHIPS.

LONDON, Nov. 28.

Reports. from the North of England
indicate that the latest raid by Ger-
man airships was futile as far as ig-
fliction of damage was concerned.
The military authorities in a number
of towns had warning of the approach
of the raiders, and all lights were
promptly 'put out. In some’ places it
was repormd that the engines of the
airships 1e’e heard overhead, but no !
bombs were dropped. It is said that
most of thp bombs released by the
raiders fell’in fields in rural districts.
Reports so far received from the
northeast coast only mention two Ger-
man airships as having been engaged
in the raid. A telegram from an un-
named town says that the first raider
arrived there at 12.30 and remained

a short time, during which several

bombs were dropped, but nobody was
injured. The second airship appeared
ten minutes later and .hovered over
the town for a few minutes as if the
commander’ was uncertain of his
whereabouts, then turned seaward
and disappeared without dropping any
bombs.

The following official account of the
raid was issued this morning: A num-
ber of hostile airships approached the
northeast coast of England between 10
and 11 last night and bombs were
dropped at various places in York-
shire and Durham. The damage is be-
lieved to be slight. One airship was

Official reports do not say how many
airships crossed. Owing to the Zep-
bpehns being attacked by aircraft guns
as well as airplanes, they were unable
to do much damage. Lights were
turned off-in all towns and districts
affected as soon as reports of the ap-
proach of the airships were announc-
ed. The commanders of the Zeppelins
apparently had difficulty in locating
themselves. ‘A number.of bombs were

!: dropped. Although no reports of dam-

age to any towns have been received
thus far, one Zeppelin discharged a
cargo of explosives on Yorkshire and
Durham. She was attacked by a sin-
gle airplane and fell in flames off the
Durham coast. Another got as far as

airplanes and guns and apparently

The destructionr of two Zeppelins
in Monday night’s'raid on the north-
east coast of ’Eu‘gland, makes a total
of five of the 'giant dirigibles which
have been-destroyed.

Four
persons were injured and only slight
material damage was caused.

GERMAN OFFICIAL STATEMENT.

LONDON, Nov. 28.

An official German statement given
cut here to-day states: .German na-
i val forces have made another raid
i close to the English coast near Lowes-
! teff, capturing a vessel. The German
statement is quoted in the official Brit-
| ish communication issued this after-
noon and is given as followsg: The
Admiralty announces that a portion of
our naval forces again' ‘executed a
raid going close to .the English coast
not far from Lowestoff. An enemy
patrol vessel and its crew were cap-
tured. Some neutral steamers also
were stopped and searched, - but as
they carried no contraband, they were

{ without seeing any trace of the enemy.
The British Admiralty appends the
following: A report states that the
armed trawler Narvel was on duty off
the east coast on the night of Nov-
ember 26th and is missing; this pre-
sumably is the vessel referred to.

At the Foreign Office to-day it was
said the British Govermment felt it
could not give out the text of the note
sent Ambassador Page refusing to
grant safe conduct to Count Tarnow-
gki Von Tarnow, the new Ambassador
of Austria-Hungary to the United
States, without the consent ‘of the

Washington - Foreign Office. It was
added that the Government had no ob-
jection to the publication of the note
by the State Department. The French
Foreign Office also sent to Washington
2 note refusing to issue safe conduct
to the Austrian Ambassador.

AS NEGLIGIBLE.

LONDON, Nov. 28,

The Berlin morning newspapers re-
gard the declaration of war by the
Provisional Government of Salonika
as negligible, according to an Amster-
dam despatch to Reuter’s. The de-
spatch quotes the Kolnische Zeitung
as saying: This Government or re-
bellion has not yet been recognized
by us; it does not exist to us, and
therefore its declaration of war is no-
thing to us but a blank paper re-
quiring no reply. Although we need
not and shall not take notice of Veni-
zelos’ declaration, we cannot disregard
it in practice.* The so-called army of
the Provisional Government will aet
against the Bulgarians and us, and we
e#hall make prisoners. These prisoners
are rebels, as long as we disregard
the declaration of war, and must be
treated as such:
