Sales of her­
ring to arrive on the next steamer at 
the ruling price are said to have been 
made by many merchants in New 
York.—N. Y. Fishing Gazette, Jan. B.

2nd Reserve Battalion
MOVED TO WINCHESTER

The Acting Minister of Militia has 
received communications from Baron 
Morris dealing with the removal of 
the 2nd Reserve Battalion from Ayr 
to Winchester. The letters were writ­
ten when Baron Morris was Prime 
Minister of Newfoundland, in which 
capacity he interested himself in this 
connection.

The 2nd Reserve Battalion was ear­
ly situated at the Race Course, Ayr, 
later the Race Course was taken over 
by the R. F. C. and the Battalion was 
billeted where available at Ayr. The 
result was that It was very much scat­
tered, and the valuable training 
ground which was afforded by the 
Race Course, could not be replaced. 
It was represented to the War Office 
by the Prime Minister that the train­
ing of the battalion would suffer, that 
there were no facilities In the nature 
of dining quarters, training grounds, 
recreation rooms, etc., and that it was 
generally undesirable to have the bat­
talion so spilt up.

As a result the War Office decided 
to move the battalion to Winchester. 
At Winchester they will be nearer the 
Pay and Record Office, nearer the 
point of arrival of drafts from New­
foundland and nearer the point of 
embarkation of drafts for France.

It is hoped that new zest will be 
given to the training and new interest 
displayed by all ranks in their new 
quarters. The reputation of the bat­
talion has been said to be high as re­
gards training and discipline and un­
der a new command, it is felt that all 
ranks will be anxious to demonstrate 
that the Newfoundland Regiment is 
really the fine Regiment It is said to 
be.

EXTRACT FROM TIMBER AND 

WOOD-WORKING MACHINERY, 
DECEMBER 33,1917.
On Friday, December 14th, the Right 

Hon. Sir Walter Davidson, K. C. M. G., 
the late Governor of Newfoundland 
(now Governor elect of New South 
Wales), together with the Right Hon. 
Sir Edward Morris, P. C., K. C. M. G., 
Premier of Newfoundland, accompan­
ied by Mr, Mayson M. Beeton and the 
Controller of Timber Supplies, Mr. J. 
B. Ball, M. Inst, C.E., Inspected the 
Newfoundland Forestry Corps at 
Craigvtnean, near Dunkeld.

The corps at present consists of be­
tween 300 and 400 men, all of whom 
have been recruited In Newfoundland 

volunteers, and are either medical­
ly unfit' for Military service or over 
the Military age.

A careful inspection was made of the 
work now being carried out in the 
felling and conversion of the famous 
woods of Atholl Estate at Cralgvi- 
nean, and great admiration was felt 
for the manner in which these opera­
tions are being carried out.

An Interesting feature in the opera­
tions is the Timber Chute being 3,200 
feet in length, following the contour 
of a very rugged surface, delivering 
the timer by gravity to within a few 
yards of the mill into an artificially- 
constructed log pond, which has been 
made out of % burn running at the 
foot of the hjjj; the height at which 
the timbeYts' by this means automa­
tically delivered is over 600 feet

The corps is under the command of 
Major Sullivan and other expediences 
officers, and the ingenuity of Capt. 
Baird in the construction of the Chute 
referred to, and the manner in which 
the men are handling the mill, prove 
the efficiency of the corps.

The corps has bfeen organized, 
through the untiring energy of Mr. 
Mayson M. Beeton, who is perhaps 
more widely known in Newfoundland 
as originator and first President of 
Anglo-Nfld. Development Company, of 
which Lord Northcllffe and Lord 
Rothermere were co-directors.

The corps has received the warmest 
welcome, and wish to acknowledge it 
freely, not only from the Duke of 
Atholl but from the numerous resi­
dents, who have gone out of their way 
to help the men with their recrea­
tions, hospital requirements, etc., and 
emphasis has been given to this good 
feeling by the kind monetary gift from 
the President and members of the 
North of Scotland Home Timber Mer­
chants’ Association to enable the men 
in the corps from our far-off colony 
to enjoy their Chrismaa in the Old 
Country.

A link has been forged between 
Scotland and Newfoundland which 
should undoubtedly lead to lasting 
results.

Airman on
Wireless Mast.

British Sailor's 809-foot C’imb to the
Rescue — Spectacle witnessed by
Thousands of Spectators.
The King has awarded the Albert 

medal in gold to Nicholas Rath, sea­
man, R.N.R., and the Albert medal to 
Richard Knonlton, ordinary seaman, 
R.N., and George Faucett Piets Ab­
bott, deckhand, R.N.R., for the gal­
lant rescue of an airman In the fol­
lowing remarkable circumstances:

On September 14 a seaplane collid­
ed with the mast of a shore wireless 
station and remained wedged In it, 
the pilot (Acting Flight Commander 
B. A. de Ville) being rendered un­
conscious and thrown out of his seat 
on to one of the wings.

The three men at once climbed up 
the mast tor 100 feet, when Rath, 
rmirtng use of the boatswain’s chair, 
which moves on the Inside of the 
mast, was hoisted up by men at the 
toot to the place where the seaplane 
was fixed over 300 feet from the 
ground. He then climbed out on the 
plane and held the pilot until the ar­
rival of Knoulton and Abbott, who 
passed thé masthead gantline out to 
him.

Having secured the pilot with the 
gantline, Rath, with the assistance of 
Knoulton and Abbott, lifted him from 
the plane to the Inside of the mast 
and lowered him to the ground.

The three men were very well

aware of the damaged and Insecure 
condition of the mast, which was bent 
to an angle where the seaplane had 
become wedged. One of the three 
supports of the mast was fractured 

-and, so far as the men knew, the mast 
or seaplane might at any time have 
collapsed.

j Knoulton describes the rescue as 
follows:

"We had to ascend about .300 feet, 
hauling ‘ ourselves from one stretch 
of lattice work to another, and as the 
lattices were about 6 feet apart the 
going proved difficult. Besides, the 
mast had been broken by the collis­
ion. In order to steady ourselves so 
that we could reach the pilot we took 
a turn around the mast with a rope 
and Joined hands to support each 
other. Rath walked out on to the 
plane and I followed him, while Ab­
bott at the end of the chain hung on

to the mast so as to secure us In case 
we lost foothold or the machine mov­
ed and shot us off.
, “We succeeded In passing the noose 
of a rope—a bowline, as we call It— 
round the pilot, and in this and a 
painter’s cradle he was lowered to 
the ground. The pilot was Insensible 
and quite incapable of helping him­
self, and when he reached the earth 
was lifted’ out of the bowline, placed 
on a stretcher and sent to hospital. 
Next day we ascended the mast again 
and got the seaplane down."

The spectacle of the seaplane stuck 
against the top of the towering wire­
less mast attracted thousands Of 
spectators.

The opening prices of Newfound­
land Scotch cured herring appear to 
have been maintained by most im­
porters who received stocks in the- 
first shipment of fall caught herring 
to come to this market This opening 
price was $28 per barrel. Yet some 
sales were made as low as $21. Buy­
ers have been offering $26 per barrel 
during this week for goods to arrive. 
They will probably pay more when- 
the next shipment is offered. Those 
who undersold the market cannot buy 
Scotch cured 'herring to.b. Newfound­
land for less than $21, if reports from 
St John’s can be relied upon. It 
would seem to be poor business, there­
fore, to sell herring at less than it can 
be brought here. As the market In 
New York Is bpre of herring, there 
can be no reason for selling at a loss 
just for the sake of doing business. 
Certainly there is no need for selling 
at a loss when the demand Is as ur­
gent as now.—N. Y. Fishing Gazette, 
Jan. 5.
