taken from the Canadian militia list:

STUART, D. E. M. (2nd Battalion, 
R. C. R.) South Ai Ican war, 1899- 
1900. Advance on Kimberley. Oper­
ations in the Orange Free State, 
February to May, 1900, including 
operations at Paardeburg (17 to 25 
February), actions at Poplar Grove 
(March 7), Driefontein (March 10), 
actions at Hout Nek (May 1), Vet 
River (May 5 and 6), and Zand 
River (May 10). Operations in the 
Transvaal In May and June, 1900, In­
cluding actions near Johannesburg 
(May 29), Pretoria (June 4). Queen’s 
Medal with four clasps.

First Into Pretoria.
Major Stuart was one of the first, 

If not the very first, British soldiers 
into Pretoria on June 5, 1900. Having 
been ill after the battle of Doorkof 
(Johannesburg) he marched with the 
column until the day when Pretoria was 
reached, and was then taken into the 
city on a cape cart. The Kaffir in charge 
missed his way and reached the city 
before the British vanguard. A Dutch 
woman directed the Kaffir to a hospital 
where British prisoners were kept, and 
Major Stuart had the somewhat unique 
experience of being a prisoner of war 
for some hours at least.

From this race course hospital he 
was removed to Burke’s Hospital, in 
charge of Dr. Veale, a Canadian, who 
had become naturalized as a burgher of 
the 2nd Afrikansche Republick. The 
kindness of Dr. Veale and his staff of 
Dutch nurses is remembered with gra­
titude by Major Stuart.

From Burke’s Hospital, Major Stuart 
was sent to Wunburg, then to Cape­
town, and later to England, where he 
was the guest of King Edward VII, then 
Prince of Wales, in the convalescent 
home on the grounds of the Sandring- 
ham Palace. After one month’s stay in 
England he returned to his regiment at 
Eerste Fabrieken.

At Bloemfontein, during the advance 
to Pretoria, he was in command of the 
details of the 9th Division, in all about 
1,500 officers and men. The 9th Division 
was composed of the 19th and High­
land brigades.

dians to Canada, Major Stuart was 
placed in charge of one of the prisoner- 
of-war camps at Capetown and was for
