As a result of the high cos: of ‘di-
vorces, many persons are removing
to the United States, where divorces
are granted by the courts, and cost
from $50 to $75.

As late as Saturday Major Weekes
was asked to take depositions in 2
case of a Canadian who had gone to
the United States to procure a di-
vorce. :

During the Conservative reign the
bill asking for a general divorce act
was introduced by W. F. Nickle, now
attorney-general of Ontarijo.

There are hundreds of persons in
this district who want divorces, The
Advertiser was told, and who would
get them if they could afford them.
Many of these people are going
away. ’

“Enough people are leaving the
country for economic reasons,” Major
Weekes asserted, “without leaving be-
cause they are unable to obtain df-
vorces.”

The act of parliament
would give the courts the
grant divorces.

“I don’t think the United Staces is
more moral than we, because of di-
yorce court,” Major Weekes remadrk-
ed. “I think that the most immoral
thing is a mismated couple who are
forced to live together. If they could
secure a divorce they would marry
someone with whom they could agree
and settle own and live harmon-
iously.”

Although Miss Poladin has suffered
persecution at the hands of the
Turks, the recounting of which brings
tears into the eyes of her listeners,
she considers perself a very fortun-
ate girl, because. she knows tihat
many of her friends and classmetes
experienced perils and terro far

Miss Poladin’s father happened to
be a medical man, and was useful to
the Turks. - Consequently he was not
molested as other men were. But
his little daughter suffered the ter-
rors of being stoned morning and
night on her way to school. So great
became the persecution, that the
father was compelled to pay a Turk
to accompany the child each day
And so it was the child grew up
in the atmosphere of massacre. Sie
remembers when her father “forgot
how to smile.” It was merely that
he had come into contact with tlie
great army of 5000 Armenian exiles,
marching barefoot from their homes,
pursued by the merciless Turk with
their guns, children falling by the
wayside to die. -

The story of herfown flight before
the Turk, when she had under Ler
protection her 4-year-old brother, is
a thrilling tale. Crawling on her
hands and knees under cover of the
dark, with the bullets of the Turk
whizzing around her, she managed
to reach the American Mission School
in Marash. The escape was madc in
w bitter snowstorm, and she and her
companions were but lightly clothed.
Attaacked by bandits, robbed and
threatened with death, they proceed-
ed on their way, until they tinally
reached the borders of Turkey and
escaped.

But Miss Poladin will tell her own
story next week, and no one could
tell it for her.

“Here 1 desire to pay tribute to

the conscientious work and infinite
patience of my good friend Dr. qut.
I wish it known that the Nobel prize
award shall be shared with my fam_x-
ful colleague, for I want him to gain
whatever reward that may come to
us as equally as myself.”

Dr. Banting then made an eloquent

plea for a national research insti-
tute.
during which he had visited the tomb
of the famous Pasteur, whose con-
tributions to suffering humanity were
greater than those of any other man.

He told of a trip to France,

“In eternal memory to the work
of the great chemist, Pasteur, France
now has a wonderful research insti-
tute. It gs to be deplored that Can-
ada is not equally progressive in this
regard. Many of America’s finest
experimenters and gcientists are
Canadians, but for lack of facilities
in their native land they were com-
pelled to go to the United States.
The splendid assistance rendered
these men by United States labora-
tories, clinics and hospitals is of
permanent credit to the great repub-
lic. '

“It is lamentable to realize that

Canadians, through want of the bare

necessities for research work, are

forced to go across the border.”

To Found Research Institute.
Dr. Banting declared, however, that
laymen and doctors had started a
fund which they expected to be the

foundation of a research institute in

Canada. The objective was $1,000,000,
and any student or professional man
with ideas would be allowed free use
of the institute’s. fecilities. .
The tremendous influence of public
health activities for the well-being of
the world, was stressed in emphatic
terms by Dr. Banting. He illustrated
the benefits of public health in the
typhoid fatalities during the South
African war and during the recent
Buropean conflict. In 1902 more men
died of typhoid than were Kklled by
the enemy, while during thea recent
war only 14 deaths occurred among
the entire Canadian forces at the
front ‘from that disease.

“In conclusion, let me remind you
that Canadian colleges have turned
out famous scientists such as Osler,
Barker and Rowntree, who have been
compelled to seek seope for their bril-
liant talents in the United States.
Canada is steadily being sapped of
her brilliant scientists because Can-
ada has not one single institution for
scientific research. To accomplish
our ambitions we must have vision
enough to realize the prime import-
ance of fostering this work through-
out our country.” :
