Party Interests Before Country
Their Answer to Yukon
Charges.

Capt. Wolley Scores Western
Liberals for Want of
- Backbone.

Ottawa, April 19.—On Thursday in
this week the snow sliding off a roof in
Albert street struck and killed an unfor-
tunate young woman named Nicholl;
there is a snow drift four feet deep at
this moment in the back yard of the
house in which T am writing; rivers of
aelting snow are running down the main
streets, and most of the people I know
have, or have had the grippe. I am
hardly sure yet to which of these classes

1 myself belong.

And this in mid-April in Ottawa, the
«wapital of that Dominion which ignorant
impertinent Rudyard Kipling called “Our
Lady of the Snows.” What liars th;se
poets are! T suppose it is only just be-

. ‘cause they never can see things as they
really are, that men call them poets.

But dear old British Columbia, I can-
not plunge in to the business of my letter
before saying .a word of encouragement
to you. You will yet be obliged to put
an import duty on all citizens from the
East, or the East will be dODODUIatefiv
and you will be overcrowded. The.grll?
you welcome men with is not la grippe;
there is nothing foreign about it. Your
civil administrators are as far ahead of
those at Ottawa, as your Cariboo men
were, of Mr. Sifton’s Yukon emergency
men. You and the East have only one
point of similarity at present, both be-
ing run by strangers from the hungry

rovince.
" The week that has just passed has
been full of interest in the house, al-
though most of the leaders have been
silent. Monsieur Bergeron has .been out
after Mr. Tarte’s scalp, but His 'Fran.k
" Audacity still contrives to keep his hair
on. When a man does not mind admit-
ting anything he is chaged with, it is
very little good to reiterate charges.
Tarte is Tartem.. You might as well say
that black is black. It is obvious, s_md
although people might prefer a fairer
color, the statement does not make the
unpopular hue any darker. :

A stout professorial gentleman_ with

iron gray hair, who, I am told, is the
hon. controller of customs, has been
thundering to the house upon the merits
of the Grit tariff, and the prosperity it
has brought to Canada, incll}dmg good
seasons, the general prosperity of the
world, and the Yukon gold finds, and
waxing specially unctious over all,
though somewhat quarrelsome, and
scrappy over scrap iron. ‘He was very
funny, not only because his mild and
mellow personality contrasts so strikingly
with the portemtious thunder which pro-
cedes from him, but, because his state-
ments contrast just as vividly with the
hard facts which dry unemotional people
like Mr, McDougall (Cape Breton) pro-
duce for his benefit. On another occasion
1 hope to deal more fully with this won-
derful preferential tariff, but I will give
you one little sample of the arguments
between Messrs, Patterson and MecDou-
zall.
ESays Patterson in brief: “See what
preferential tariff has done for England!
See what factory chimneys it has made
to smoke in Canada, which would other-
wise have been cold! Consider for in-
stance, gentlemen, the serap iron indus-
tryll”

And one, McDougall, who, probably
being of Scotch origin, would take noth-
ing on trust, did’ consider it, and laid
before the house the fact, that under
the present marvel working tariff, no less
than seventy-one tons of scrap iron came
into this country from Great Britain
last year and only 1,378 tons from the
States. Think what a number of fac-
tory chimneys must nave been made to
smoke, by the seventy-one toms of scrap
1ron.

After having demolished Mr. Patterson
and his scrap iron, Mr. McDougall turn-
ed his dnvestigating search light upon
another subject, in connection with
‘which the profits under a Grit govern-
ment showed up much more distinetly.
Of the Liberal members of this parlia-
ment at its commencement, fourteen, he
showed, had already gone to their re-
ward. Mr. Choquette had been ap-
pointed -a judge, Mr. Longelier had been
appointed a judge, the late Mr. Cameron
appointed lieutenant-governor of the
Northwest Territories, Mr. Lister ap-
pointed a judge, Mr. Lavergne appointed
a judge, Mr. Devlin immigration agent
in Ireland, Mr. Fiset appointed to the
Senate, Mr. Bechard appointed to the
Senate, Mr. Forbes appointed a judge,
Senator Meclnnes (Oh happy British
Columbia) as your lieutenant-governor,
Mr. King appointed to the Senate, Mr.
Yeo appointed to the Senate, and Senator
McLellan made lieutenant-governor of
New Brunswick, and Sir Oliver Mowat
lieutenant governor of Ontario.

In addition to all this Mr. MeDougall
filled about three pages of Hansard with
a list of appointments given or promised
to Grits and their relatives, dwelling
especially upon the family of Sir Rich.
ard Cartwright, who it seems, used to
have a good deal to say about the bene-
fits which accrued to the Tupper family.
He himself now draws $8,000 per annum
whilst his brother, three sons and five
cousins are all beneficiaries under the
present government. Is not this some-
thing like nepotism? Is it not true that
the spoils of office are used to pay the
Political condottieri of the Grits?

Now let us go back to the Yukon mat-
't(‘zr. On Friday, April 14th, Sir Charles
Tupper passed the details of the Yukon
scandals onee more under review, clinch-
ing the charges which had been made,
arraying the evidence which had been ad-
duced, and showing how strong and how
specific that was, bringing out in strong-
est relief two or three amongst the many
reasons why the Hobén, Mr. Sifton’s word
could not be eccepted unsupported by
the house, and forcing home upon the
government not only the reagonableness
of the opposition’s demand for a judicial
enquiry, but also the imperative neces-
sity for such an enquiry in the interests
of the goyernment itself and for the
vindication of one of the ministers, Mr.
Sifton, and his subordinates, The reso.
fution’ before the house, moved im the
fiorm of an amendment by Mr. Clark,
meads as follows: ““That this heuse

deems it expedient to inform His Ex-
«<elleney, that in view of the widespread
chmmeq of ineapacity, misconduct, and
eormuption, in the administration of pub-
lic affairs, connected with the Yukon, it
is the dwty of the government appoint
without delay an independent judicial
eommiss to make a thorough investi-
&ation into that subject, and report the

argued must be adopted. It was in the
option of the government to choose what .
they pleased. Whatever their
poiltical- views had been r to their
elevation to the bench, both he and his
} the people of Canada would
be ‘content to rely implicitly upon the
finding of a commission of Canadian
judges, but such a commission was the
only one whose report would have suf-
ficient weight to controvert charges
brought by such weighty organs as the
London Times. To the world at large
a refusal to appoint such commisison
woulld be a confession of guilt. Fear
of trial by unbiassed judges means that
and nothing else. Of the evidence gen-
erally Sir Charles alleged that it was
sufficiently definite and specific, and it
was not partian, Definite charges had
been made, names given, evidence prom-
ised upon oath on the appointment of a
proper commission, and the su.pportef‘s of
the government cited against itself. “Let
hon. gentlemen,,, he said, ‘turn to the
newspapers conducted by hon. gentle-
men hitting behind them, to the Win-
nipeg Tribune conducted bﬂi the hon.
member for Lisgar (Mr. chardson),
to the Edmonton Bulletin, conducted by
the hon. member for Alberta Mr. (Olli-
ver), both strong supporters of this ad-
ministration.” They and half a dozen
other members ‘of the Grit press, have
declared in the most outspoken manner,
that the honor and character of the
Liberal party require such an investiga-
tion as is asked for. Again, Sir Charles
said, take the former Attorney-General
for Manitoba, He declares that there
is a common consensus of opinion not
among Americans only, but among Brit-
ish subjects, and all classes of pgople,
who come from the Yukon territory,
that public business was conducted there
in a most scandalous and disreputable
manner. Clergymen also declared the
same thing.

For this reason an investigation of the
conduct of the mihister of the interior,
by a relative or counection of his own
and that man dependent upon the gov-
ernment for his daily subsistence (which
appears to be the only thing which Mr.
Sifton will submit to) is a manifest ab-
surdity. A ‘proper judicial investigation
would enable the government to cjear
their colleagues in the eyes of the_world,
or would enable them to drive him out
from public life as Sir Charles believed
that they would be compelled to do.
Even this would at least vindicate the
honor of the rest of the government.

Sir Charles invited the consideration
of Mr. Sifton’s first acts when in office,
which he claimed yiolated all traditions
of the civil service, and jeopardized the
honest administration of public affairs.
Mr. Sifton’s first act was to degrade his
deputy. minister origmal}y a.ppomted by
his own party, drive him into an un-
timely grave, and replace him by a crea-
ture of his own. He next put on the
superannunation list Mr. Hayter Reed,
superintendent of Indian affairs, a man
in the prime of life, and full of experi-
ence. 'The greatest safeguard which t}]e
public .has in the administration of its
great departments is the existence. of
such men a sthese permanent official
heads or deputy ministers who change
not with changing governments. A reck-
less or dishonest minister dare not give
the rein to his ineclinations whllst.such
men remain around him, and their re-
moval is at least likely to rouse sus-
picion. !

Adverting to the Walsh incident Sir
Charles pointed out that far from be-
ing an upmecessary charge it was an
absolute duty under which the member
for Pictdu lay, to make that charge be-
fore the house. Walsh was the
head of the executive in _the
Yukon. The high commissioner in Lon-
don gave to the representative of a great
London banking house letters to Walsh.
This representative presented his letters
to Walsh and subsequently showed those
letters to the member for Pictou, and
complained that when he presented them
to Walsh, Walsh had him turned out of
his oftice, that official being so drunk
that he did not know what he was
doing. If the government doubted the
authenticity of his statement, it had but
to ask its high commissioner the name of
the banking representatives to whom he
gave such letters. But the government
is not seeking for such information. Over
and over again Sir Charles gave names,
or offered them to ministers for ° their
private use, objecting only to their ap-
pearing in Hansard at present, but they
were refused. The government does not
want any specific charges, but offers to
the country a general denial and prays
for a satisfactory whitewashing by a
commissioner of its own appointment,
with limited powers and a packed jury.

As to the impossibility of accepting the
Hon. Mr. Sifton’s word for anything, Sir
Charles adduced two illustrations, and
it was impossible for anybody to listen
to the story of Mr. Philp, and of Mr.
Archer Martin’s liquor permit, without
admitting that in a court of law no jury
would attach the slightest credence to
anything which a witness said subse-
quently, who had previously given the
court such specimens of his idea of
truthfulness, as had Mr. Sifton in these
two cases. L

Take the case of Philp first. Mr.
Sifton stated that the story was circu-
lated at the Coast “that I had given
Mr. Philp a liquor permit.” “Well, Mr.
Speaker, he never had a liquor permit
from me or my department, directly or
indirectly, in any way, shape or form,
by or under the authority of any mem-
ber of this government.” This looks
like a straight denial, and yet on page
877 of Hansard the minister of the
interior says that he wrote this letter:
“This will introduce Mr. Philp, who
will be permitted to enter the Yukon dis-
trict with such provisions as he may
choose to take with him, without regard
to the regulations.” And further, from
a letter read to the house it appeared
that this letter of Mr. Sifton’s was not
only looked upon as a permit to his late
partner, Mr. Philp, but was actually
offered for sale, as such, to gentlemen in
Victoria.

Again, in the matter of the Archer
Martin -liguor permit.~ It was charged
by the member for Pictou that a mem-
ber of the bar at Victoria had obtained
from the minister of theyinterior a per-
mit for his client to send liquor into the
Yukon. This Mr. Sifton said was abso-
lutely untrue. He went further; he
said that the law partner of the member
for Pictou was “the only man that the
public or private record of this govern-
ment can show has ever telegraphed to
a member of this government from the
city of Victoria about a liquor permit.”
And yet the same honorable gentleman
is driven to admit on page 875 of Han-
sard that he had a telegram from Mr.
Archer Martin, then a barrister in Vie.
toria, asking for a permit to allow liquor
to go forward, for which a permit had
?gxx received from the Northwest Terri-

toria, did telegraph to him about a liquor
permit, is Mr. Sifton a witness to be re-
lied upon or not?

As to Mr. Wade, Sir Charles offered
fresh evidence of a gentleman whose
name he also offered in support of the
charge that he (Wade) sent there as
crown counsel, used to take retainers
from . both - sides, giving his services to
the side who paid him most, and his ad-
vice to the gold eommissioner.

But it seems to me useless to continue
to hammer in these charges. They
have been’made in sufficient numbers,
and driven home as far as charges can
be driven. It remains mow to answer
two im; ant suggestions made upon
the goveriment side. First it was sug-
gested the minister of marine and
fisheries that the proper constitutional
way of bringing these charges would
have been by formulating them with
the same particalarity as that with
which an indictment in court is framed,
and laying them before the house on the
responsibility of the person making the
charge, and praying for a committee of
the house to investigate. This would
mean that what is practically an indict-
ment of the government (Mr. Sifton’s
colleagues) should be: submitted to 4.
bedy of which a majority was com .
of the government indicted. Is this
reasonable?

Secondly, it is asked : What prece-
dent is there for the appointment of
such an investigation as is asket}, for
upon such grounds as are alleged?

The answer to this is conclusive. In
1880 Sir Charles Tupper was concerned
in-dealing with large sums of money in
connection with the C. P. R., and insinu-
ations were indulged in by the Globe
that this money was not being applied
properly. Without any request the
government of that day took prompt
measures to establish its own reputation
by appointing such a commission as is
now asked to enquire into the conduct
of the government and its oﬁima!sy and
two volumes' of evidence taken upon
oath by this commission from all con-
cerned, from Sir Charles downwards,
exist to-day to prove that thprg‘ was no
ground for the abandoned insinuations
of the Globe. -

Before the close of the debate, Mr.
Morrison, of New Westminster, spoke,
and Col. Domville, as the two members
who had been to Dawson. You have
already had a synopsis of Mr. Morrison’s
speech. The inaccuracy of a gentleman
who talks about 100,000 people floating
round the post office at Dawson, and
475,000 people going in between June
and September, hardly needs pointing
to as an answer to his contention that
he was likely to know more of the mat-
ter in hand than people like Miss Shaw,
and his plea that it was waste of time
to inquire into the past, will have its
weight with the people, but possibly
some of those at the Coast will know
what to think of the gentleman who
spoke as an eye-witness, as a witness
for the mining men of the West, and
after contrasting Canadians unfavorably
with Americans, stated that he had seen
nothing sufficiently serious to warrant
such charges as the opposition were
making, although towards the end of
his speech the honorable gentleman
somewhat lost his head and nearly let
out the truth in these words: ‘“The time
has almost come when the government
must abandon its position of apologetic
defence and take some aggressive, active
steps for the administration of the
Yukon.”

He found nothing to complain of, but
Mr. Richardson, Liberal member for
Lisgar, did, and after pointing to Miss
Shaw, whom he knew, Reuter’s agent,
Mr. Miller and others as giving reliable
specific evidence, he declared his belief
in the corruption in the Yukon, and
stated that he only voted with the £ov-
ernment on the faith of the promise
made by the minister of marine and
fisheries that if Mr. Ogilvie’s commis-
sion was not absolutely thorough and
satisfactory, it should be followed by
such an official investigation into all the
charges as would satisfy both sides of
the house. ;

This is 'a man who seems to be a man
first, Liberal afterwards, and none the
worse Liberal for that, and his conduct
Is in striking contrast with that of
Western-members like Mr. Morrison and
Mr. Bostock, who will let the interests
of their province go to the devil to
please their party leaders.

Of Mr. Domville it is kind to hope and
believe that when he spoke he was in
his usual condition. He reminded the
old leader that his end was near at hand,
that he would soon be wiped off the
slate, that he could not last many
months, ete., and he took pleasure in it,
while the old giant laughed at him as a
full-grown man may laugh at the
threats of a gamin. Some people’s
speeches are like their mouths in the
morning—full of bad taste. Intemper-
ance is the cause in both cases. As Col.
Domville added his testimonial of
sobriety to the one already given by the
tev. Mr. Maxwell to Major Walsh, he
may be said to have achieved something.
The man who goes to the Coast with
testimonials as to sobriety from these
two gentlemen will meet with an effu-
sive welcome from one class at any rate.

The end came with some suddenness
last night, and upon a .division the
Yukon scandals were shelved for this
year, apparently, by a majority of 53 in
the house. We shall hear something if
the country agrees with the house in this
matter; meanwhile it is odd that I
should receive by this morning’s post a
letter from a gentleman exceedingly well
known in British Columbia, who has
been all the way to the Yukon, in which
he writes stronger things than a news-
paper dare print about the honorable Mr.
Sifton, and adds: “It is awfully diffi-
cult to prove the “Yukon scandals, for
reasons which are patent,  but every
word of Tupper's speech is true. Most
of it I can answer for from personal ex-
perience.” é :

_This man has notf‘ﬁhg to do with poli-
ties. What are welto say of those who
have, and have added to the difficulties
of those who are sent here to fight the
fight of miners and Western pioneers;

Superintendent Betts of the Cotton-
wood .Alluvial has his sawmill now on
the ground and is beginning operations.
Good work has been done in opening.up
this property and splendid engineering
displayed. The bars to be worked by
this company are at the mouth of the
Cottonwood on the Fraser and are ex-
tensive, About 60 or 70 men will be em-
ployed for a couple of months at least.

Cariboo is rapidly filling up with Brit-
ish subjects for which credit can be
given the alien law. At the last term of
the County court held at Ashcroft 94
“gliens” became “subjects” through the
confirmation of their applications for
the same sent down from Cariboo. Of

the 94 applicants 91 were Chinamen
and two were Italians.

Perhaps it is not really necessary for
the senior member for Cariboo, Mr.
Helgesen, to carry out his declared in-
tention of “going to Atlin to study the
working of the alien at.” A member for
Cariboo could hear quite a bit about it
at home. ;

As a rule men can,
if they wish, work every day in the week
and but little, if any time need be lost
on account of storm or bad wgather.
Board in all of the camps in this sec-
tion is good, as a rule.—Ashcroft Min-

It is a marvellous
thing that American coke can be trans-
ported from Pennsylvania, a distance of
at least 2,500 miles and laid down in
Butte at $10 per ton, but such is the fact
and what with $1 per ton duty and the
difficulty and cost of transfers from
standard to narrow gauge and vice versa
at Lethbridge and Great Falls, it is as
much as Fernie coke can do to squeeze
in at the same price. We have no doubt,
however, that the enterprise of the com-
pany, combined with the splendid quality
of their product, will ultimately capture
this market.—Fernie Free Press.

ware pots, shaped somewhat like large
flower pots, containing weak acetic ac?q
(vinegar), are built up in tiers in the form
of staeks, and surrounded with spent tan-
bark “and manure, The heat given out
from the latter substance volatizes the acig
which, with the air, oxidizes the lead. The
acetic acid changes the oxide into the
acetate of lead and this is in turn converted
into the carbonate by the carbonic acid
given off from the hot bed.

It takes about eight weeks for nature to
quietly effect this chemical change. There
are several less tedious Processes, but so
far they have not been a pronounced suc-
cess. To return, if the “stack” is now
lnspe;?}d it will be found that the “blue”
pig lekd has been converted into beautiful
white crusts of lead which are readily
broken up, ground with water to wash
away all foreign matter, and then allowed
to settle and dry in small conical form,
and is known as pure dry -white lead, ready
for grinding with the addition of oil into
paint.

In ancient times the use of lead wasI
very gene:ally known. The Romans used
it largely, as it is still wsed, for the making
of water pipes. Of the various plumbi.
ferous minerals, galena, a composition of
lead and sulphur, is, strictly speaking, the
only lead ore in general use.

Galena, then, the principal lead ore of !
the world, is a dark colored, metallic- |
looking, compact solid mass, and is wldely,
diffused throughout the earth’s crust. |
There are numerous and valuable deposits
in Canada. Some of them have b !
in a desultory way, but the cheapness of |
the imported article, in the well
known form of pig and bar lead, and in
casks of dry powder for paint purposes,
has hitherto precluded profitable working,
Indeed, the low price of lead existing
to-day has closed many mines, and the
writer very recently drove past numerous
workings on “the Welsh hills and the pic-
turesque Isle of Man (Hall Caine's country),
wkich were abandoned as not being profit-
able to work. The principal lead mines in
the British Isles are in Derbyshire, but
there are also mines in Northumberland,
Durham, parts of Yorkshire and in Corn.

Scotland, too, has its share in Dum-
fries, Lanark and Argyle. Ireland boasts
of some good deposits in the south and
west. The continental mines are numerous,
