Department of Public Works,
Ottawa, July 24, 1899.

8ir,—Upon inquiry being made to the de-
partment to-day concerning the application
of the city of Victorla for approval of
the plans for a new pile bridge to replace
the existing structure across Rock Bay,
Victoria, I have thought it better to call
your attention to the state in which this
matter now stands, detailing to you the
different steps which the city will have to
t':'kee in order to bring the matter to an

ue.

There are three points connected with
this application which the distinct, the

1. Before the government can undertake
to give your council permission to con-
struct that bridge, you must obtain from
the department of marine and fisheries
the necessary patent or right of occupa-
tion of the land upon which the said bridge
is going to be built. Of this you were in-
formed by the secretary of the department
on the 4th of January last, and as we have
eommunicated with the department of ma-
rine and fisheries since this letter was writ-
ten to you, I now send you copy of a com-
munication from that department, dated
the 24th March,.1899, in which you will
see exactly what steps youn have to take.

2. Your council can obtain the approval
of thli department to the construction of
the brilge by confirming’ with the require-
) section 5, chapter 82, R. 8. of C.
.. Of this fact you wete #l80 informed by a
" Tetter from the secretary' ¢f the depart-
mént,” to: 'which 1 have above made refer-

ence, f
«=i8. As, regards the construction itself,

~it may be held that ‘there is little

° "mavigation o6n’ the body ‘of water across

o

which’ you propose to construct your bridge,
still the law concerning the construction
of ‘works 'for mavigable waters leaves no
discretion in the matter. The moment
a body of water is navigable, even to a
limited extent, any work constructed in or
over the same must be so built that it
will hot at any time impede possible navi-
gation upon the same.

In view of the law, the chief engineer
has been. constrained to report that the
bridge which your council proposed to
erect will. have to be built with a swing,
as no fixed bridge can be authorized under
the law by this department.

I hone I have made these three points
clear to you, o that if there is any delay
due to the fact that the requirements of
the law have not been complied with in
full by your council, this department will
be relieved of all responsibility for further
delav in this matter.

Sir,—The minister has had under con-
sideration your letter of the 4th January
last on the subject of the application of
the city of W¥ictoria for a grant of two
strips of land in the harbor of Victoria,
required for highway purposes.

The minister considers that before a
grant Is given of the foreshores in ques-
tion, the municipality should be advised
to apply under chapter 2, R. 8. of C., for
permission to construct an embankment,
which will bring forward the objections, if
any, for riparian owners affected by the
proposed works, or in the -alternative they
should furnish the government with evi-
dence of the consent of the riparian own-
ers to the improvement contemplated.

Wilson presented separate reports, in de-
nial that Mr. Alexander’s bull is running
at large with the cows, as stated by a cor-
respondent of the council—it béing ordered
that the reports go on the file, copies being
sent the complainants in the matter.

Williams moved that this request
be complied with, stating ‘that he had
brought the matter before the council on
previous occasions, and ‘it ‘had also been
strongly recommended in reports from the
city engineer and city carpenter.

The Mayor pointed out that it -would
be necessary to know the cost before order-
ing the work, and in accordance with this
suggestion,

Ald. Humphrey moved for a reference to
the city engineer—that official at the same
time being requested to report as to the
cost of needed walks on Johnson street

A similar course was taken upon a:com-
munication from Secretary Eaton of the
school board, transmitting a resolution of
that body asking for a sidewalk on Yates
street, between School street and Fernwood

road.

Reports were received and adepted from
the finance and the Old Men’s Home com-
mittees, the former recommending the pay-
ment of current accounts to the total of
$2,086.00, and the latter the admission of
William Fraser to the Home,

Ald. Williams moved, with Ald. Stewart
as seconder, his resolution which appeared
in Sunday’s Colonist—suggesting to the pro-
vincial government the desirability of add-
ing fresh and salt water aquariums to the
attractions of the British Columbia
museum. The mover explained that his
sole object in the matter was to enhance
the attractiveness of the city to visitofs.

Ald. Hayward, in passing, was anxious
to know if the mover had any reason to
conclude that the government would act
upon the suggestion. Otherwihe +he did
not favor the making of requests that would
simply be ignored. Where was it intended
to have the aquarium, he would inquire?

“On the. outside of the museum,” re-
plied Ald. Williams.

“They might utilize Joe Martin’s bath
tub,”” observed Ald. Hayward sotto voice.
He added for the bepefit of the council that
he did not believe in the ecouncil asking
for things that would not be granted.

This brought Ald. Willlams again to ‘hi
feet, with the observation that while it was
very good to have a joke occasiomally, the
fact should not be lost sight of that those
who never asked for anything seldom were
well served. The same argument was in
troduced when he had proposed petitioning
the government for a reduction of the rent-
‘als of post office boxes. Yet that reduction
had been made as soon as it had been ap-
plied for.

The resolution was adopted without fur-
ther debate.

There was no opposition to the same al
derman’s resolution with respect to the de-
struction of disease germs in books loaned
from the public library.

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A SOUND LOCATOR.

An Instrument That Should Prove of
Great Benefit to Navigators.

There is on exhibition down at E.
& B. Marvin & Company’s a sound-
indicator, one of the greatest helps,
in point of usefulness, of modern navi-
gation. It is for finding the bearing
of fog whistles, and by it these can be
located with an exactness heretofore not
known. It resembles a megaphone in
shape, and as such can, in fact, be used,
but attached to the supporting arm is a
hand which swings horizontally over
two dials, one working within the other.
The outer dial is regulated by the com-
pass and by it fixed, while the mega-
phone is swung around until the sound
of the whistle is heard. Then comes in
the usefulness of the second dial, and by
4 comparison of the two dials the exuct
location of the sound is obtained. In
like manmner can the exact bearing of an
object be ascertained by the attachment
of a tubular instrument with wires at
one end for gauging the sight.
