Makes Good
Impression

Premier’s Business-Like Direct-
.ness Contrasts Opposition]
Leader’'s Rambling.

Canadlan Northern Construction
Still Great Object ot Gov-
.erment Policy.

Messrs Hayward and Smith
Move and Second Speech
in Reply.

In a concise, practical, 20 minute ad-
dress yesterday at‘teruoon,. Hon, Pre-
mier Prior elaborated, amplified and de-
fended the government’s sessional pro-
gramme as outlined in His Honor’s
speech, creating a distinctly favorable
impression in comparison with the lead-
er of the opposition, by his business-
like directness and straightforwardness.
Their were but three others participating
in the debate, Messrs. Hayward (Met-
chosin, and A. W, Smith, (West Lillooet)
respectively, moving and seconding the
reply in sensible 5-minute talks to the
House; and Mr. McBride, who occupied
an hour and a quarter, largely with
ironical criticism, intended better for
the hustings than the halls of parlia-
ment. The usual obstructive tactics of
the party on the left were shown at
the very outset in an effort by the op-
position leader to secure still another
halt in the country’s business by an un-
justifiable postponement of the debate
upon His Honor’s speech, for no other
and more weighty reason than that 1_;he
three days intervening were declared in-
suflicient for the members to digest: the
contents of the speech, whereas another
day would permit of this performance
being  satisfactorily completed. Of
course the Premier could not agree to
this further frittering away of the time
of the House and country, and so the
debate went on. After the mover and
seconder had spoken, the opposition lead-~
er had completed his labored. eriticism,
and the first minister had repli(_ad, ad-
journment was made by Mr. Oliver of
Delta, who will continue at the sitting
of the House at 2 o’clock tomorrow—
2 o'clock meaning 2 o’clock hereafter,
as Hon. Speaker Pooley made it clearly
nnderstood last evening  that when the
House adjourns until 2 o'clock hereafter
it will begin the business promptly at
that hour.

MOVES THE REPLY.

In opening the debate yesterday, Mr.
Haywuard tacetiously remarked that he
would learn a lessou trom the course
pursued on hursday by the member
from Delta, and take as little of the
House's time as would permit him to
comment briefly upon one ‘or two para-
sraphs of the speech, especially appeal-
1mg to him. “The keynote of the sessional
Jprogramme, it appeared to him, was the
ussurance of peace. 'Che legislation out-
lined was, or at least should be, beyond
coutention. There were three clauses
wore particularly all making for pros-
perity through peace—the clause pro-
viding remedial legislation for the set-
tlers within the Island railway belt,
that designed to remove the vexatious
grievances burdening the metalliferous
mines, and that making for the settle-
went of future industrial disputes by
couciliation. 7T'here also was the pro-
posed legislation to minimize the loss
of life by accidents in coal mines, so
that the speech obtained its distinetive
character as a message of peace, mak-
ing for serenity and stability both in
industry and in politics. The country
long had experienced the reverse condi-
tions, and all could attest the enormous
injury that British Columbia in conse-
quence had suffered. He noted with
particular pleasure that an end to in-
dustrial disputes was promised through
the publication of the exact facts as
to the matters of contention. He
thought the proposed means to the
much-desired end would prove efficient
since if public opinion could be develop-
ed upon the unbiassed presentation of

been the showing but for the industrial
disquietude to approximdte the value of
the measurés proposed for thus lighten-
ing the burden and making smooth the
way for induscries. Prosperity could
never be secured with these labor dis-
putations continually presenting them-
selves, more particularly in a sparsely
settled and young country. It was a
well known principle that labor was in-
dispensable to capital, and also that
labor couid not move effectually without
the aid of capital. Therefore any mea-
sure tending to minimize the friction be-
tween these two powers was in the na-
ture of progress and must commend it-
self. It was quite true that immigra-
tion was what Britisa Columbia chiefly
required, and yet unrestricted immigra-
tion was far from desirable. Such im-
migration was unfair both to the coun-
try and the settlers. -Settlers should not
be encouraged to come out unless the
government was aware whether they
could be put with advantage, and the
systematic settlement of the country be
thereby advanced. Agricultural settlers
chiefly were needed in th_e province, and
therefore any legislation intelligently en-
couraging agriculturists, - fruit growers,
etc, and the government should take
every opportunity to investigate the con-
ditions under which these could be set-
tled to the best advantage, as doubtless
would be the case under the promised
Small Holdings Bill. With respeet to
the mining industry all were more or
less familiar with the complaints heard
lin every direction with respect to the
2 per cent. tax. He was not one who
believed that so very much injury had/
{been done. He fancied the grievances
| under this head were much exaggemged.
Taxation in all cases must be a subject

‘visable to suspend all minin
 for ' a 'stated limited period, to enable
the industry to thoroughly recover, as
even one per cent. on profit might at
present operate disadvantageously -u_ldl
in some cases to hardship. : :
The greater part of the opposition |
leader’s further remarks were devoted
to details of what transpired in eonnec-
tion with one or other of the recent by-
elections.

many of the American states were fayor-
ing the identical legislation which Brit-
ish Columbia was now so energetically
urged to make an end of—Idaho state,
for example, has just passed a law very
like that which British Columbia mining
men are now so energetically urging thé
government must be repealed. It was

hard to get a law to suit all, especially a
taxation law, and the government would
have to do its best toward devising the
fairest law possible as applied to n'll
interests. No one should ask an unfair
j exemption for the mining industry—
which as the most important and best
industry of British Columbia should sup-
| port the other industries as they de-
i velop. . While it's "taxation should not
| be inequitable, mining should not en-
deavor to evade its fair proportion of
| responsibility in cawrying on the gov-
ernment of the country. With respect
o the settlement of_the claims of set-
tlers on the Island railway reserve, Mr.
Smith was pleased to see that the gov-
ernment had evolved a scheme to make
an end of this long-standing grievance,
as whatever its merits, a grievance it{
certainly was, and so long as it existed
as a grievance, a bar to the advance-
ment and prosperity of an important sec-
tion of tha eountry.

THE OPPOSITION LEADER.

Much to the surprise of the House, on
the conclusion of Mr. Smith’s remarks
in seconding the reply, the opposition
leader, Mr. McBride, moved the ad-
journment of the debate, pleading an
insufficient oppertunity for members to
have familiarized themselves with the
contents of the address.

The Premiar couid not consent to this,
and failed to see legitimate excuse for
the suggestion of further postponement
of the House’s business.

Mr. McBride contended that their was
no rush, and inferentially paid the gov-
ernment a sterling compliment by saying
that their was plenty of other govern-
ment business on the paper for the
House to go on with.

Mr. Oliver coming to his leader’s aid,
also maintained that further time should
be allowed the opposition in which to
see what amendments they might desire
to offer.

The Premier was obdurate, however,
and the member for Dewdney thereupon
took up the task of criticism. Their was
really nothing mueh in the speech re-
quiring discussion, he observed, and this
bareness of suggestion of a tangible
policy had made the burden of the mover
and seconder heavy indeed. With re-
spect to the movers poetical suggestion
of the sessional programme breathing
peace, the opposition leader could searce=
ly agree, since any peace desirable from
the legislation suggested by this gov-
ernment must be of makeshift character
and rest upon a most imperfect founda~
tion. The only peace the ministry could
contemplate or work for, would be of
temporary nature, to bridge the exigen-
cies of the immediate present and save

the case, whichever party might be in
the wrong could not long contend against
the pressure of legitinate public opinion. |
Passing to the proposals for a readjust- I
.ment of the taxation on metalliferous |
mines, the member for Esquimalt hoped |
that in dealing with the grievances of
the mining industry those of other in-
terests should not be subordinated or
forgotten. Kor example he felt that the
taxation of improvements on farm prop-
erties was just as ill-advised and impo-
litic as the over-taxation of mining prop-
ties could possibly be. It was unfair
that so soon as a progressive farmer
took hammer and nails and improved
his property, along should come the tax
collector and charge him for those im-
provements in the state’s behalf. Of
«course this was beside the question in
debate, but it would be well in con-
sidering any injustice operating upon
any particular class or industry to see
that others were treated with equal
justice. Expressing satisfaction with
the proposals for increased protection for
the miner’s life, the senior member for
squimalt gave his particular attention
to those paragraphs of the speech deal-
ing with settlement, assistance and sur- |
veys, holding that it is a distinet mis- '
take to adopt the policy of unrestricted
pre-emption opportunities, since people |
are - thereby enabled to locate at most
infrequent intervals and in remote locali-
ties, and while settlement is not sub-
stantially advanced in any quarter, the
expenses of the government in road
building and school establishment and
maintenance are appreciably augmented.
T'he member held that lands should only
be made available for settlers when the
government could systematically provide
for them, setting aside surveyed lands
for this purpose, and fostering immigra-
tion only as,it had suitabls lands to
offer. The opportunity of getting pow-
der at reasonable price was anofher

that greatly interested the settler, and !

he hoped when the Small Holdings Bill
was brought before the House to find
. that a clause had been provided enabling
the commissioners to deal with this ques-
‘tion among others. The bush :lands
should also have a fair chance for set-
“tlement in competition with others, and
irrigation should not be overloeked in
the government programme for the de-
velopment of all portions of the country.
As for railways, the great development
u#gency. the speech did not disclose much
i. detail, but this would doubtless be
conveyed when the measures referred to
were themselves before the House. Per-
sonally lie could see no special objections
to land grants when they were made
properly conditional, the granted lands
‘heing made subject to taxation upon
the exniry of a certain period, and a
Teasonahle price being fixed for settlers
to nay either to the railway company
or the government.- In closing, the mem-
ber for Hsquimalt warmly advoecated
the simple justice of better terms for
British Columbia from the Dominion,
and thought that thix auestion should be
fven more energetically presented. The
~overnment must keen hammering away
for justice, and every member on either
side of the Honsa must stand staunchly
by them. (Applause.)
SECONDED BY MR SMITH.
Mr. A. W. Smith in seconding the re-
ply, agreed with the remarks of his col-
feague from Esavimalt. and thought that
the members might well concur with
the langiage of the address and con-
gratnlate ‘tha counry upon the fact that
notwithstanding the pumerous difficnl+
ties experienced by typical industries,
nrogress had heen made durine the past
¥ear. Even despite the vexatious lahor
“isputes the province had had a fairly
nrosperons year as compared with pre-
~ime veéare, and one had onlvy to eon-
template how admirable would have

for the time-being a government that
does not enjoy the confidence of the
people.

He repeated that the peace looked for-
ward to by the mover ot the reply would
be ill-founded if based on the makeshift
expedients of the F'rior government. In-
stances were cited, as in Hon. Colonel
Prior’s pledges to Victoria that he would
resign if the Canadian Northern bargain
were not carried through, and in legisla-
tion dealt with in last session’s Speech
from the Throne and not proceeded with,
to show that the government was not
above deliberate breach of solemnly given
promises; while the recent by-elections
were dealt with in detail as demonstrat-
ing the withdrawal of public confidence in
the administration and the desirability
(in advance of any constructive mea-
sures) of the government submitting it-
self to the people at a general election.
Respecting the promised conciliation
measure, he was informed that the
whole proposal was to have an authori-
tative report of the contrasted conten-
tions in any industrial dispute printed
in the Provincial Gazette so that public
opinion might be based thereon. It was,'
in his opinion, a grave. question as to |
whether this went far enough. JIt was
far indeed from compulsory arbitration,
and appeared to him a subterfuge and
expedient of prescribing a well-thought-
out and decisive remedy for the geners
ill. He hoped that in dealing with the
question of indastrial disputes fullest
consideration would be given to the re-
cent trackmen’s strike in Ontario, to
the finding of the anthracite commis-
sion, and to other reports in which it is'[
made apparent that the employees are
not always the ones to blame for loss
and inconvenience to the public. He
also hoped to see such action taken as
will result in the early ce-opening of the
Ladysmith collieries and the associated
interests, through the restoration of an
understanding between the men and the
{ »wners under which further loss to both
parties, and incidentally to the provin-
cial treasury, may be averted. Touching
| upon_the ministerial mission to Ottawa,
| Mr. McBride held that the Premier and
' Attorney-General had not gone far
enough in pressing the rights of British
Columbhin as to the exclusion of Japan-
{ese. When the Dominion asserted that
Imperial policy negatived, the self-pro-
| tactive laciclotion of onr own parliament,
it was time for our spokesmen to appeal
higher. There could not be a special
lanw for Natal and New Zealand and
none for Rritish Columbia, and the peti-
tion of the province for protection in
this should have been carried if neces-
fary to the throne itself. Premier
Prior and his colleagues were scored for
having broken faith with the legislature
in allotting foreshore leases on Van-
couver Island for fish traps .prior to the
determination of the trap question in the
house, and the recent report of Inspec-
tor Babcock was sharply criticized in its
character of a special plea for traps. In-
stead of granting these. the opposition
leader urged British Columbia should
confer with tha American authorities,
with a _view to the sunpression of traps
and substitution of gill net fishing for
the preservation of an imperilled indus-
try. On the subject of mining taxation.
he was under the impression that a
larger share of hlame for the present
depression than should be, is charged to
taxation grievances. He was of the
opinion that the stagnation in mining
was doe rather to the operation of men
of the Whitaker . Wright stamp. the
floaters of retten compnnies, :than to the
two ner cent. tax. and in this connee-
tion he hoped to see the government de-
vise means to ce-operate with the fed-
eral and Imnerial authorities jn devising
machinerv for the nroper nunishment of
these enemies of the minine industrr,
'Wlth respect to the tax, it might be ad-

to a criticism of the methods alleged- .
ly pursued by the government in press-
ing the compaigns in West Yale and’
Noth Viectoria, expressing the opposi-
tion’s regret that corruption  should
have been practised in North Victoria,
and voicing the hope that all the puble!
works recognized as necessary by ‘the
ministers on the hustings would be
found provided for in the estimates. He
also charged the Premier with having
declared uncompromising opposition to
any railway that would build up Port
Simpson or .any other new city in the
province—another illustration of the
“little Islanders.”

THE PREMIER REPLIES.

After paying a fitting compliment to
the mover and seconder of the reply,
the First Minister commented upon that
portion of the opposition leaders re-
marks with respect to the taxation of
the mining industry, saying that he be-
lieved it would pay the people of British
Columbia if the government did see fit
to exempt the mining industry from
taxation for two or three years to en-
able it to recover its balance. Public
opinion might not, however approve so
radical a step for the assistance of an
individual industry, although such a :
course had been pursued with advantage
in the States, and for the present .the !
government would devote itself to a re-
adjustment which it was hoped would
meet the legitimate demands of the in-
dustry for relief. As for the question
of powder for settlers, and the matter
of irrigation, referred to by the member
for Esquimalt, they would be found
dealt with in the Small Holdings Bill
when that measure was presented to '
the House. He could not but feel dis-
satisfaction at the poor speech of the
opposition leader, who instead of show-
ing wherein the government might have
mproved its programme in the country’s
interest, had taken up 7-8th of his time
and exhausted the patience of the House
in telling what had happened or might
have happened in connection with the
by-elections past and gone, and which
no one- cared to hear about. “What the |
people wanted to know from him was |
what, in the opposition’s opinion, the |
government should do for the advance- |
ment of the country. The address
which Mr. McBride had seen fit to give |
instead was neither dignified nor force-l
fnl. He had contended that the policy
of the government was vague. To be
sure the speech from the throne did
not go into the details of the several |
contemplated measures in the public in-‘

terest.. These would be brought down
in their order, and would be passed, As
to the suggested compromise on the
subject of railways in order to retain
power, their had been none. The gov-
ernment had no wish to retain power
for a single day longer than the people
desired them to retain the reins of state.
If the people of British Columbia did
not want the government, the govern-
ment would go out at once. The peo-
ple’s wishes could only be determined
by the voice of the people’s elected rep-
resentatives, and so long as these elected
.representatives of the people gave the
2overnment a majority in the House
there could be no suggestion that the
government was not representative of
and accredited by the peopie. He had
been charged by the opposition leader
with having declared his first aim and
highest ambition to get in the Canadiga
Northern railway. He admitted it. That
still was his_ambition. and a most laud-
able one. He had nothing either to re-
gret or to withdraw fn that connection.
And when the railway legislation of
the present session wag brought down
the onposition would see just what it
was the intention to do in this regard.
The opposition leader had made a
threat of eleetions. He could say that
he (the Premier) would take care of
Vietoria and Vietoria would take care
of him. He wonld not be drawn into
the discnssicn of election matters or
election pledges which were altogether
~nt of place in the consideratien of the
King's speech. The onposition leader
]\nd made nassing reference to the min-
Ing association, and he had admitted
that the eovernment hod pledged it-
self to assist the work of that associa-
fion. He did not know of any organiza-
fion that had done better work for Brit-
ish Colmmbin. He felt it a pleasure to !
nav a high tribute to the work of that
association. and was glad to say thet
1ts committe had heen able to bring
~hont an adjustment of the Fernie col-
lieries strike, which accomplishment was
certainly worth to the country 20 times.!
what the eovernment had paid as the |
~oenses of the concilintion eommittee.
Fra felt tha government abnudantly jus-
tified in experimenting, if necessary
in the hove of procuring a fatisfactory
method of endine industrial dispvtes by
™eans of conciliation, -and the bill in
this rezard would be fownd a nractieal
measnre, promisine good  results. He
was informed by his colleague, by whom
it hed heon drafted. that it was Some-
what similar to measures possed by Sir
Wm. Mulock and by the New Zealand
government. and the eovernment felt
tha¢ if it pasend the WHouse—as it un-
Aonbtedly wonld—it will nrove of great
henefit to British Columbia in the get-
tlement of indnstrinl disputes. Tt did
not maka arbitration compulsory it wasg
true. but it went as far as any govern-
ment could at present go, since there
vas small deubt hut that the majority
of workingmen and working unions were
onnosed  ta ecompulsorv arbitration, He
thought that compulsory  arbitration
after all would not be found to be neces-
sary; if the facts in each industrial dis-
pute could. be presented without bias,
public_opinion formed thereon would see
to it that wrong eventually gave in. He
repudiated that assertion that he shared
the sentiment of any little Islanders,
and denied with positive assertion that
he had at any time done aught to foster
the Mainland-Island friction. Such a
subject, like that of the election, should
be let alone altogether in this House.
He could assure the house that despite
the insinuations of the opposition leader
he had never exhibited the dispositing
alleged in connection with which he made
A strong and ‘manly’plea to the House
for harmony and unity in thg interests
of the whaole province rather than any
part. As to the mission to Ottawa,
even if it should prove to have .been ;
useless, was that any evidence that it!
Wwas not the plain duty of the ministry
to represent the rights and interests of
the province as fullv and freelr as nos-
sible. 'The leader of the oppogition had
endeavored to show that the government
knew _nothing about their own case
when 50 per cent. of the Chinese revenne
was asked for—this having heen pre-
viously granted by the Federal legisla~

4 inisters were quite well
aware of this but—what the opposition
leader apparently was not aware of—
this legislation was not effective until
the passage of an drder-in-couneil, and
it was in urging for the passage of this
order-in-council that 75 per cent. had
been asked for as more in justite to
British Columbia.

The Premier went
on to demonstrate how strong a case had
been made out with respect to the un-
desirability of Japanese immigration,
and the government of Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier had intimated that they would not
hereafter interfere with legislation di-
rected against the Ohinese, although
anti-Japanese legislation could not be
The King’s speech would
show how thoroughly devoted The “gov-
ernment was to.its unalterable stan _on:
the question of Asiatic lahor exclusion.
With one portion of the opposition lead-
er's speech the Premier agreed, The
first cause of disaster to the mining in-
dustry hdd undoubtedly been the opera-
tion of unscrupulous promoters of spur-
ious mining companies; the second cause
was labor difficulties, of which he hoped
British Columbia had seen the last for
some time. Respecting the Small Hold-
ngs Act, all were aware -of the great
difficulty of ‘getting lands suitable for
settlement. within access of civilization.
All were ‘aware too that there were
large holdings tied up in British Colum-
bia at the present time which might be
much more advantageously applied for
settlement’ purposes. The Small Hold-
ings Bill was designed to enable the
government to take possession of such
lands and' make them available for set-
tlement. The government ntended to
spend some money also on surveys, and
reconnaissances, so that they might tell
prospective settlers exactly where lands
could be taken up and under what cir-
cumstances. As two railway bills would
be brought down asking that public as-
sistance be granted certain roads of the
utmost importance to the development
of the country. There were certain
railways that the government thought
should be constructed at once. In some
cases it might be proposed to assist
tnese with land subsidies, in other with
cash—perhaps in some with both. But
personally he was o¢ the opinion that
there could be no harm done the prov-
ince in giving land grants under proper
restrictions, or cash in certain cases.
The Coal Mines Regulation Aet would
be amended in the direction of greater
safety. An expert commission had

.made a thorough study of the causes of

disasters, and had presented many re-
commendations, all of which had met
approbation.

The miner and placer
mining aects would be presented for
amendment correcting certain anomalies,
although he did not agree that this could
perhaps .be as well done by House
amendments as by the employment of a
1 devise im-
provements, However, for the economy
of time, and to meet the pressing re-
quests of the mining association, which
had made numerous good suggestions in
the premises, legislation would be In-
troduced in thig.regard., In closing, the
First Minister directed attention to the
fact that several distinguished bodies,
notably the Imperial Chamber of Com-
merce, the members of the l.ords and
Commons, the American Institute of
Mining Engineers, and the Canadian
Manufacturers’ “‘Association will he here
shortly on a visit to the province. Asg
none could do more than such men to
advantageously adrertise British Colum-
bia before the world., it was most de-

i sirable that they should be suitably en-

tertained and enabled to see the prov-
ince thoroughly. and provisions wounld
therefore be made in the estimates for
the suitahls entertainment of these gen-
tlemen. If such men ss the mining en-
gineers conld be indueced to come to Brit-
ish Columbia and see it for themselves,
the provinee wantd sonn ha in q rastly
different and improved position. (Ap-
planse.) -

Mr. Oliver moved the adjournment of
the debate, and the House rose after
returns had been presented of the Pro-
vineial Mineralogist’s report regarding
the iron ores of the Coast, the disallow-
ances of 1902, and the result of the
investigations as to the
causes of explosions in coal mines—nei-
ther of which documents has yet been
printed.

Transportation Workers Through
out the Kingdom to Be

Thousands are Made to Starve
as Protest Against Anti-

Amsterdam, April 6.—Nine hundred,
out of 1,400 employees in the work-
shops of the raiiroad here, struck in
deference to their leader’s orders. Ar-
rangements are heing made to transport
the mails by motor cars. 'Che djamond
cutters have decided to strike in sym-
pathy with the railroad men.

A meetiqg of the werkmen’s committee
has proclaimed a general strike through-
out Holland of all laBor engaged in
transportation by land and water. The
meeting lasted until 4 o’clock this morn-
ing.

The
administration of the railroads has taxen
steps to secure the running of the for-
gxgn expresses under military protec-
on,

A workman was wounded by a revol-
ver shot fired by a soldier this morning.
The man was walking on the raiwoad,
and- was not aware that the strike had
been proclaimed, and failed to reply to
the soldier’s challenge.

The Hague, April 6.—During the day
strikers removed parts of. the machinery
of the locomotives here, and cut off the
supply of water from the railroad tanks.,
. The staffs of shipping companies trad-
ing with London and Hull have stopped
work in sympathy with the strikers.
Only one train left Amsterdam this
morning, and it was protected by troops.
All business is at a standstill on the
wharves, and the mail boats which ar-
rived today could not be unloaded.

Rotterdam, April 6.—Steamers in the
regular service left this port as usual
today, but the work of loading other
vessels is at a standstill.. One thousand
troops from the Southern garrison have
been assigned to duty at Rotterdam, but
owing to the interruption of the train
service, it is not known when they will
arrive here,

Simultaneously the .dock labor-
ers, wagon drivers and all others en-
gaged in industries connected with the
port, have joined in the general strike.
A formal declaration was issued by the
strike leaders here to the effect that
the strike was not connected with the
question of wages, but was solely against
the proposed anti-strike laws, whose
withdrawal is demanded.

The ,railroad station here is guarded
by marines, and a sufficient number of
employees have remained at work to
enable the running of a few trains to-
day between Rotterdam and Amster4
dam,

Queen Wilhelmina, who is at Castle
Loo, has signified her intention to re-
turn to the Hague immediately if af-
fairs of state arising from the strike
situation require her presence here. The
government hbpes that the precaution-
ary measures taken to deal with the
strikers will suffice,

'Nanaimo Deon’t
Want Socialists

Better Elements of the City
Meet to Organize for
Protection.

Enemy Post Sentinels and Picket
Is Thrown Out of the
Meeting.

Nanaimo, April 6.—Those nwho ‘attend-
ed a certain private political meeting
held in this wity on Saturday evening
had to run an extraordinary gauntlet,
It happened that while ‘Conservatives,
Liberals and Liabor men had been invit.
ed, the Socialists had been designedly
left out. MThey, however, became aware
of the fact that a few gentlemen ‘were
to assemble at a hall on the Crescent,
and long before the time for the meet-
ing had thrown out pickets on the
thoroughfare on which the place stood.
A sentinel at the very door calmly
took down the mames of all who enter-
ed, with what object remains .to be
seen, and remarks were addressed to
them of an unpleasantly personal na-
ture. Omne zealous individual even
penetrated to the room itself, and al-
though he received very pointed intima-
tions that his presence was not desired,
did mot move until it became evident
that he would under no circumstances
be allowed to stay. 'Later on he re-
turned and iuterrupted the proceedings
by insulting one of those present, the
incident terminating in his forcible ejec-]
tion, a struggle in the ante-room and
a rapid descent of the staircase.

The meeting had been called 1o con-
gider the political situation, and among
those who attended were prominelst
Conservatives, Liberals and Labor men,
all actuated by the common sentiment
that it was mecessary to provide at the
next general election that ‘whoever rep-
resented the city should not be a So-
cialist, and all prepared to assist in pre-
venting the running of two or three
IConservatives, a division of. forces
which would make the return of thae
present Mmember or one of his friends
possibie.

Preliminary steps nwere taken in the
way of organization, and rough plans of
action 'were drafted and discussed, An-
other meeting twas arranged, after
which it is probable that the new coali-
tion will promulgate its principles, and
begin a campaign which it is pronosed
to continue until the conclusion of the
next general election, be that event
near or remote.
