MUGH COVETED MEDAL

British” Columbia Fruit is Ac-
Corded High Honor in Old
Country

The gold medal of the Royal Horti-
cultural society has been awarded to
the exhibit of fruit shown at that as-
sociation’s show in London by the
government of British Columbia.

A cable was received yesterday by
Hon. R. G. Tatlow, minister of agri-
culture.

In addition gold medals have been
awarded to T. G. Earle, Mrs. J. Smith,
K. R. Brown and the Nelson Fruit
Growers’ association, while silver
medals go to Oscar Brown, A. Uns-
worth, of Kaslo, and J. A. Ritchie,
Grand Forks. -

This is the fourth gold medal which
the province's fruit exhibit has captur-
ed at the Royal Horticultural society’s
exhibitions. It is the crowning honor
for the horticulturist of Britain. The
first occasion was in 1904 when Hon.
R. G. Tatlow was bpresent in person.
The exhibit then consisted of but 40
cases. This year the exhibit consist-
ed of nearly 800 cases in all.

MR. STANFIELD ELECTED

Remarkable Turnover in Dis-
trict Since -Last General
Elections

Truro, N. S., Nov. 28.—The by-elec-
tion for the house of commons today
in Colchester to fill tne seat rendered
vacant by the appointment of the sit-
ting member, F. A. Lawrence, to the
bench, resulted in the election of John
Stanfield, Conservative, by a majority
of 250, Mr, ‘Stanfield is head of the
well Known ‘firm of woollen manufac-+
turers; which has its establishment
here. The Liberal candidate was
Charles Hill. At the opening of the
campaign a compact was made bétween
the two parties that there should be
no bribery or evil practices of any
kind resorted to in the contest.

In the general elections of 1904, F.\

A. Lawrence, Liberal, was elected over
Seymour E. Gourley, Conservative, by
a majority of 191. Mr. Gourley repre-
sented the county in the previous par-
liament.

Halifax, Nov. 28.—At the by-election
in Colchester, Mr. Stanfield, Conserva-
tive, was elected by 263 majority, with
three polls to hear from.

LONDON BRIBERY CASE

Counsel for Defence Brings Out Evi-
dence in Regard to Farr’s
Affidavit

case for the defense in the London
bribery trial before Judge Winchester
this morning; E. F. B. Johnston, XK. C;,
took up the matter of the affidavit of
James Farr, in which Farr denied 'that
certain things had been done in the
‘West Huron election.

GOVERNMENT REPAYS A
HALF MILLION DOLLARS

Master Stroke of Hon. R. G.
Tatlow in Connection With
$1,000,000 Loan

Half a million dollars of the famous
million dollar loan which Premier Mc-
Bride’s government was compelled to
negotiate when it first came into power
has been paid back. From this may be
estimated the prosperity of British
Columbia, when it is paying back loans
before they reach maturity.

The loan, it will be remembered, was
at 5 per cent, and was made upon the
authorization of a special session of
the prov'ncial legislature called in the
winter of 1903-4° The money was

“jrepayable at. the rate of 3$100,000 a

year with interest. Since that time
three successive annual payments Have
been met, and on Wednesday last
$500,000 was paid off at one time,
which leaves only $200,000 still unpaid.
This will be paid as soon as the people
who hold the bonds will be . good en-
ough: to accept the cash—the sooner,
the better pleased the government
will be. =

The half million paid yesterday was
in payment of that amount of bonds
owned by the Canada Life Assurance
Company. The money tightness in the
East has probably been responsibie
for the acceptance by that company of
the cash. The bonds were redeemed
at par, a price very advantageous
from the point of view of the provin-
cial government. It is especially satis-
factory when it is considered that the
government was paying '5 per cent.
interest for the loan, while money
lying to its credit in the bank was
drawing only 3. By the resent settle-
ment the people of British Columbia
make a clear 2 per cent. on $500,000
for a number of years.

The condition of provincial finances
has vastly changed during the last
three years. When Hon. Mr. Tatlow
took charge of the department of
finance the government was. face to
face with a decidedly unpleasant con-
dition. The loan was negotiated to
meet liabilities -in London, and to set-
tle an overdraft in the bank. Now
the coffers of the government are filled
to overflowing, and every day an-
nounces the inception of further pub-
lic works.

. BENEFIT OF CONSIGNEES

Goods Held in Storage by C. P. R. at
Lake Superior Ports to Be In-
sured by Company

Winnipeg, Nov. 28.—An announce-
ment ‘of interest. to shippers having
consignments - stored in the ware-
houses of the Canadian Pacific at
Fort William was made by W. B. Lan-
igan, general freight agent of the
company, that in future these consign-
ments will be covered with insurance
by the company, the risk being car-
ried by them. Early in the year saip-
pers were advised by both the Canad-
ian Pacific and Canadian Northern
that in the .future a storage charge
would be imposed on all consignments
in the warehouses of the companies in
Fort Willlam and Port Arthur. Later
in the year an advice was sent out
that tae companies would not insist
on the payment of the storage charges,
but that the risk must be carried by
the consignees, as the companies re-
fused to assume it. Now  the an-
nouncement is made by .the C. P. R.
that in future all. merchandise, etc.,
stored at Fort William will be covered
with insurance by the company, and
that the risk will be carried by them.

TREATY WITH FRANCE
1S MADE PUBLIC

List of Articles on Which Lower
Rates Are Given by Each
Country

Paris, Nov. 28.—The Government
tonight gave out the ‘text of the
Franco-Canadian treaty, which, when
ratified by the respective parliaments,
will  replace the- treaty of 1893, and
will opérate’ for ten years. Either
party, however, has tne right to with-
draw oh one ‘year’'s notice.

By -the treaty France gives to Can-
ada a minimum tariff on horses, cat-
tle, poultry, salted meats, canned
goods, eggs, cheese, butter, fresh and
salted fish, wheat, oats, barley, rye,
maize, potatoes, fruits, lumber, fod-
der, -coal and metals.. Canada gives
an intermeédiate tariff on meats, poul-
try and game, cheese, fruits, trees,
perfumery, medical , articles, soap,
pomades, locomotives, glass, automo-
biles, laces, cotton and linen thread,
dress goods and woollens.

The signatories reciprocally agree to
extend the most favored nation ad-
ministrative treatment in econnection
with all commerce between the two
countries. '

ARE GIVEN_EIVE YEARS

Two Hold-Up Men Are Sentenced in
the Police Court at Van-
couver

Vancouver, B. C.,: Nov.. 28.—Five
years in the provincial penitentiary
was the sentence passed upon John
Ryan and Joseph Brown, who were
found guilty of highway robbery ‘in the
police court yesterday afternoon. They
were the ‘men who held,up Mr. Alex.
Henderson between Georgia and Rob-
son streets last Monday night.

“We want it so that peopk of this
city can walk along the street at any
hour of the night and be protected
from such as these, declared Magis-
trate Williams in passing judgment.

The prisoners told ‘conflicting stéries
and contradicted each other in several
of the more essential points.

“The evidence .of Mr. Henderson has
been given in a straightforward man-
ner that imprsses me being true,”
said the -magistrate. *“He vpositively
identifies the men as those who held
him up and his story finds corrobora-
tion in the very unsatisfactory manner
in which the accused have given their
evidence. Their evidence is not satis-
factory, far from it, and they cannot
impress me otherwise than that they
are not telling the truth. They cannot
show satisfactory reason why _they
were in that end of the town that
night at all.”

ALL CONTRACTS WILL
SOON BE GIVEN oUT

By Midsummer all G. T. P,
Work Will ‘Have Been
Given Out

Vancouver, = B. C., ' Nov. 28.—An-
nouncement was made in Vancouver
today that by next midsummer all the
contracts would be awarded for the
construction of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific railway from .Edmonton to the
Paclific seaboard at Prince Ruperty
Tenders have just been called for at
Montreal for the construction of the
first one aundred and twenty miles
of the line west of Edmonton. Ten-
ders; will close for this section on
December 23, and immediately after
there will be awarded contracts for
one hundred and twenty-five more
miles of line which will dispose of the
part west as far as the summit of the
Yellowhead pass. After that tenders
will be called for construction, section
by section, as far as the coast, a dis-

| tance of four hundred miles, and if

present plans are carried out, all
should be under contraet by July.

J. B. Harstone, a manager for Foley
Bros. & Larson, contractors for the
construction of the Kitamaat branch
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, is in Van-
couver hiring one ‘hundred men to go
north immediately to work this winter
on the construction of 45 miles of
sleigh road between Kitamaat and
Kitselas canyon, on the Skeena river,
where the branch line will join the
main line, when the latter is built.
The 45 miles is a very difficult piece
of road. Over the sleigh trail supplies
for hundreds of workmen to be en-
gaged next year will be taken in this
winter. On February 1, three hun-
dred men will be engaged in Vancou-
ver—no Orientals are employed— to
start grading just as soon as the sea-
son opens. J. W. Stewart, one of the
partners in Foley Brothers & Larson,
will leave Vancouver tomorrow for

“CRISIS 1S OVER

Secge!ary Cortelyou Stops Sub-
scription to One-Year
Certificates

FURTHER AID UNNECESSARY

General Statement in Regard
to Condition of the'U, S.
Treasury

‘Washington, Nov. . 28.—The  an-
nouncement by Secretary of the United
States Treasury Cortelyou that further
subscriptions to the one-year treasury
certificates would not be reeceived is
regarded here as indicating that the
secretary considers the crisis in the
money - market is practically .over.
Official figures have not yet been made

of the certificates alloted, nor has it
been said whether allotments will be
made for subscriptions already receiv-
ed. The amount of the allotments
made, however, is said to be about
$35,000,000, and this is probably the
limit, "unless strong reasons are pre-
sented by the banks, which have al-
ready made subscriptions that allot-
ments should be’ made to them, All
individual subscriptions having been
rejected, it is anticipated that nearly
the whole of the said $35,000,000 allot-
ed will be used to secure new issues
of bank notes. As these will be re-
tird within less than a year, they will
not constitute a permanent inflation
of bank note circulation.

The effect of new loans on the fur-
ther - treasury reserves and on the
mony market is already receiving at-
tention at the treasury, and in banking
circles. From present sources of in-
formation the amount nominally added
to the cash balance in the treasury will
amount to about $85,000,000, of which
$50,000,000 will’ represent the two per
cent. Panama bonds and $35,000,000
will represent the one-year certificates
which have been allotted. This amount
would incrase the present nominal
balance from about $241,393,217, where
it stood Yyesterday, to a 'little more
than $383,000,000. A small additional
amount will be derived from the pre-
mium on the Panama bonds, but even
if this should average as high as 5
per cent. it will - amount to only $2,-
900,000. =

With a nominal balance, however,
of more than $325,000,000, the treasury
will ‘not have anything like that am-
ount available.  This is because of the
déposits in national banks and other
depositories. These items  amounted
vesterday ‘to $234,000,000, leaving an
actual working balance of $6,463,628.
The secretary announced that ninety
per cent. of the payments for Panama
borils will 'be 1aft in ‘the Custod¥y of
the national banks purchasing the
bonds, and about 75 per cent. of the
payments for the one year certificates
will be left with the banks. The
effect of these conditions on the treas-
ury balance on the basis of issues of
both classes to a total amount of $85,-
000,000 will be to increase the amount
in the banks to about $300,000,000, and
the working balance to about $22,000,-
000. The increase of $14,000,000 in the
working balance will be due to the re-
tention in the treasury of $5,000,000,
or 10 per cent. of the Panama pay-
ments, and, about-$9,000,000, or 25 per
cent. of the principal of $35,000,000, in
treasury certificates.

The condition of the treasury fin-
ances will be improved materially in
the spring if Secretary Cortelyou is
able to carry out the programme of
retiring 4 considerable portiopn of the
one-year certificates before aturity.
He will have no difficulty in doing
this, and saving a considerable propor- |
tion of the- interest to be paid on them, |
if the agreements made with the banks |
to this effect can be carried out under
the conditions of the money market |
existing in the Spring.' If $30,000,000'
of the certificates can be then paid off, |
the cash balance will fall to about|
$295,000,000, the debits in bank willl
decline by three-quarters of the am- |
ount paid off, to about $277,500,000, |
and the cash balance will fall to $15,- |
000,000. The loss in the cash balance ]
will be due to taking from treasury |
cash -25 per cent. of the amount paid |
for the retirement of the certificates. |
Probably the money market conditions |
will be such that the secretary will
feel justified in calling upon the banks'
for considerably more cash than comesl
to them in payment of the treasury |
certificates  which are called ‘and sur- |
rendered. Under jthe circumstances,
while the general \balance would re-
main the same, the deposits in banks
could be reduced and the actual work- |
ing balance would be increased. It is|
not only considered highly desirable to
reduce the deposits in the banks as|
soon as money market conditions per- |
mit, but it is hoped that there will be
no difficulty in doing so. If the treas-
ury can reduce these deposjts in the
neighborhood of $200,000,000 in the
course of the spring, it will then have;
at command about $100,000,000 as a
working balance, from which deposits
could be made from tlme to time to
aid 'in the crop movement in the
autumn, if they were required.

Shacks to Be Destroyed
New Westminster, Nov. 28—Chair-
man Ald. Garrett, of the Health Com-
mittee is arranging for the destruc-
tion Qf several old shacks now oc-
cupied by Hindus, -as the structures
are unfit for human habitation.

Caused by Money Trouble

Winnipeg, Nov. 28.—Mamie Proctor
committed suicide last night by drink-
ing carbolic acid. The dead body was |
found in her rooms at Arthur street.
On a further investigation of the oc-
currence, with an idea of getting a
possible motive, it was found financial
troubles were vpossibly at the base of
the woman’s rash act. For some time
past a well known man about town,
intimately connected with the profes-
sional horse racing and gambling fra-
ternity, has been keeping company
with the woman, and it is stated he
has taken money from her from time
to time. On several occasions recently
she phoned him trying to get him to
give her the money back. It is thought
this prayed on her mind, which led
up to the act. An inquest will prob-
ably be held.

According to an American authority,
an up-to-date locomotive engine travels
from 500,000 to 600,000 miles  hefore it
is worn out.
