White bas undertaken isa bigone to begin
with, but in addition circumstances hav®
made it peculiarly difficult one at this
time,

ably: his appointment is spokén of, even by
political opponents, and how very general
the impression appears to be ‘that he will
prove “‘the man for Galway.” Atthe very
gtart it is evident that much is expected of
him; which is & compliment of a very
signifioant kind, . The opportunity n:
before him is & great one, and we fully
believe that he will justify the genmera
expeotation.
