Loxpox, June 27.—The Board of Agri-
culture has given notice that the special
examinations ot Canadian cattle which have
been proceeding since the middle of May
will cease this week. KEight suspicious
cases have been reported at Liverpool
and these have been sent to London for
further examination. Prof. Hunting has
seen two of these cases and he reported
that their appearance is similar to that of
the cases which he inspected in 1893 and
found not contagious.

Harcourt's Death Daties Accepied by the

Colonies,

Sir William Harcourt’s new Budget
clause relating to death duties upon pro-
perty in the colonies belonging to persons
domiciled in the United Kingdom is entire-
ly satisfactory to the representatives of the
colonies in London, to whom it has
been submitted. The new clause insists
that where the colonial duties are lower
than the new estave duties the difference
must be paid into the British Exchequer.
The colonial governmants object to this
taxation of colonial property for Im-
perial purposes and lay great stress upon
the following sentence in the protest
adainst the colonial estate duties which
was presented to Parliament yestorday:
*“It is undesirable that the estate of any
British subject, in whatever part of the
empire it may be located, should be
charged with a death duty more than
once,”

Stewsrt presided at the meeting of|
the sub.committee of the Fire and Light,
called yesterday afternoon to receive a re-
port trom R. J. McGowan, secretary of the
Fire Department, on the City Engineer’s
estimate re municipal electric lighting.

The Difference in Maintenance,

MRS, FRED Y LWMAN DROWNS HER-
SELF AT THE HUMBER.

Left Home as Cheerful ns Usual Tuesday
—Her Body Found Floating in the
Lake Yesterday—No Reason for the
Aot-The Fifth Case of the Kind Einoce
June 1,

Mrs. Louise Yewman, aged 50, wife of
Frederick Yewman, who conducts a boot
and shoe store at 126 Davenport-road, com-
mitted suicide by drowning on Tuesday
afternoon in Humber Bay. The body was
tound by Esplanade Constable Williams
yesterday morning a short distance from
the Sunnyside Boathouse while searching
the bay for the bodies of the two young men,
Parsons and Skeeles, who were drowned on
Sunday last.

Mrs. Yewmans, who was the mother of
11 children, lived on the most crodial rela-
tions with her tamily, and the only explana-
tion of her rash act  that can be
given is that, while suffering from mental
derangement, the result of a sunstroke sus-
tained many years ago and from which she
suffered periodically in hot weather ever
since, she delibar?;oly ended her life,

StartedOut for a Walk,

Tuesday Mrs. Yewman performed her
household duties as usual until noon.
After dinner she entered the store and
told her husband she was going for a short
walk,

Tuesduy afternoon Mr. Yewman came
down town to hear the result of the eleo-
tions. Finding updn his return home
that his wite had not returned,
Mr. Yewman concluded that she had
called at her married daughter’s and
remained there over night. Yesterday,
when she sgain failed to.return, he became
alarmed. Enquiry at the daughter’s estab-
lished the fact that she had not been
there, r

Identified the Body.

Last night Mr. Yewman's daughter
called his attention to the fact that the
body of a woman had been found in Hum-
ber Bay, and at 2 o’clock this mornlng, ac-
companied by a World reporter, Mr. Yew-
man visited the Morgue and identified the
corpse as that of his wife,

' The bereaved husband is one of the best-
known men in the north and has the sym-
pathy of the community iﬂ\hi' sad be-
reavement.

The suicide of Mrs. Yewman is the fifth
in Toronto since the first of June.

PRUSSIC ACID THE CAUSE,

The Coroner’s Jury ¥ind That Mrs, Black-
sidge Died From Poison Adminis-
tered by Hersslf,

““We find that Mrs. Lillie Blacksidge
came to her death on the 26th day of June,
in the city of-To , from the effects of
prussic acid, administered by herself while
Taboring under temporary aberration. . We
also Hope that the proper authorities will
take measures at once to ascertain where
the poison was bought, by whom and for
what purpose.”

The above wasthe verdict returned by
the coroner’s jury -at the inquest held
by| Dr. Johnson yesterday afternoon on
the body of Mrs. Blacksidge. Particulars
of the elopement of the deceased’s husband
and sister have already been given in The
World.

James Palmer, father of the deceas-
ed, described the attentions paid
by Blacksidge to the girl with
whom he eloped. Witness spoke of
the ill effects of the elopement on Mrs.
Blacksidge. :

Willie Palmer, brother of the deceased,
said that on Tuesday he saw her reading
the label on a bottle and asked her where
she got it. She replied that the lady up-
stairs gave it to her. He asked her to give
it to him, but she would not. L

Found Writhing on the Floor,

Bhortly after 4 o’clock Mrs. Blacksidge
sent Willie to her father’s with a news-
paper. He was only gone a tew moments,
and when he returned he found her
writhing on the floor. Thinking she was ina
fit he ran for his father, When they re-
turned she was dead. The prussic acid
bottle was close to the body.

The Poison Nos Given by Her Husband,

Mrs. Mina Himon, who lives in the same
house as Mrs. Blacksidge, testified to find-
ing the poison in & closet in the yard and
giving it to Mrs. Blacksidge, who after
reading the label, said, “#’'m happy to-day
that he did not give it to me.”
