Result of the Unlted States
Elections.

‘THE DEMOCRATS OVERWHELMED.

New York Republican ﬁy Over
~ 100,000 Majority.

Willtam L. Wilson, the Author of the
Original Features of the Present Tarifl
Bill, Defeated for Congressman in West
Virginia—“Blood to thie Bridle” Waite
Alse Smccumbs in Colorado—Republi-
can anln- in Every State in the Union
—The Indications Are That McKinley
Wil Be President iu 1896.

Forty-one states of the American Union
held elections yesterday, and so far as
returns had been received by The World
up to 3 am. the result shows
an overwhelming defeat of the Democrat
ticket in almost every state. The elec-
tion has been a stirring one in many
states, and the people across the border
have been aroused as seldom before in a
year in which the Presidency was not at
stake. Issues of impertance were present-
ted, and the verdict of the people at the
polls was expected to practically deter-
mine which will be the dominant party
in 1896. Forty-one of tlLe 44 states in
the Union elected representatives to the
Fifty-Fourth Congress and 21  states
elected legislatures which choose United
States senators. Twenty states  elected
governors, nine. minor states officers and
tkree states—New York, California and
Soutk Carolina—voted upon  important
constitutional amendments.

In three states—Maine, Vermont and
Oregon—elections of ' congressmen and
officers had previously been held; and eac_h
of these states had elected full Republi-
can dedlegations. Republicans, therefore,
claimed that this was a Republican year,
and predicted a reversal of the status of
the two parties in the House. The elec-
tions yesterday tend to show that their
propkesies were about correct.

The Author of the Wilson Bill Defeated.

The zreatest interest in all of %he elec-
tions centred in a sparsely settied and
comparatively unknown district in West
Virgzinia, where. William L. Wilson,
chairman of the Ways and Means (}om-
mittee of the House of Representatives,
author of the Tariff bill now in opera-
tion and consistent advocate of tariff
refofin, made a sturdy fight for re-elec-
tion to the Fifty-Fourth Congzress. The
return shows that Wilson is defeated,
althonzh complete returns may .be re-
quired to settle the majority obtained by
his -opponent, Dayton. In view of the
fact that the ablest tariif reform orators
that could be obtained have been sent
into the district to bolster up the eause
sof Wilson, his defeat is all the more siz-

New York has gone Republican hy over
100,000 majority. Benator Hill is de-
feated by Ex-Vice-President Morton for
Governor, and Ex-Mayor Grant is de-
feated for the wayoralty by W. T.

Goff. the eounsel for the prose-
cution in the recent police disclosures,
has defeated Smith for recorder by an
overwhelminz majority. Brooklyn and
Buffalo are also Republican for muniei-
pal affairs,

Good
municipal vernment means that the
country will maintain itself. That is all
there is of it.”
