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Why Not Open Dufferin-Strect ?

Editor World: Is a public improvement
of this kind to be the shuttlecock of rival
aldermen of the East and West End?
The public has had enough of this sort of
thing. The conduct of the chairman of
Works Committee on a recent occasion
has shown the spirit in whieh alders
men affecting so many public virtues as
he does meet the citizens on matters of
imiportance such as the deputation on
that occasion presented to him. 1t seems
well settled that the railways have no
right to block up this street, and that
the railways or somebody else is liable
for damages in the way of deterior-
atiomr of property which have taken place,
and which are being perpetuated by the
present state of afiairs.

Ii it is the city’s duty to abate the
nuisance, the steps should be taken with-
ofit delay. With the duty there is the
obligation, and it seems that the ob-
ligation is settled by the Statute of On-
tario,

The Queen-street subway business has
been a muddle and a fraud from the be-
ginning. It ie high time that the wh.o.le
thing was taken up in a proper spirit
and definitely settled.

The progress oi the West End of the
city, dependent upon Queen-street for its
highway, is very prejudicially affected,
and the natural course oi travel irom
the water-iront and from Ixhibition
Park to the northwest part of the city
and the townships is destroyed by the
blocking of Dufferin-street. A visitor to
the locality must be struck with the
withering effeet svhich the state oiz_li-
fairs has produced. It is not to the in-
terest of any part of the city that this
should be continued. The ratepayers of
Ward No. 6 have our sympathy in their
efforts to remedy the situation, and we
trust that they will not cease the agi-
tation which they have commenced, and
that the rest of the city will rally to
their aid. There is nothing harder than
to get the aldermen to right a wroung.
