McIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch to-day 
from Schwartz, Dupee & Co., Chicago : It 
being the last day before deliveries, the 
wheat market has given over the chang­
ing. The difference at one time got as 
wide as 2 l-2c and was 2 8-8c at the 
close. Cables easier. Argentine ship­
ments were almost double the week be­
fore, 965,000 bush. During the first 
hour prices dropped, and the difference 
widened; in the last hour, as the liquida­
tion of July lessened, and as the efforts 
of changers to change their July increas­
ed, there was a quick rally. The Mod­
ern Miller was bullish in its crop sum­
mary. It had a special cable from Liver­
pool, declaring the damage to the Rus­
sian rye crop confirmed and the German 
wheat outlook unsatisfactory. It does 
not look as if the July deliveries would 
be large. If they are not next week may 
see a rally. Kansas to-day again show­
ed too much rain. The cash demand here 
was rather small, as it always is on Sat­
urday. No business here in round lots, 
and New York reported only two loads 
for export. Corn traders watched wheat 
early. The price was weak, sympathis­
ing with other grains, and feeling the 
July liquidation which was going on 
everywhere. The estimated receipts for 
Monday, 190 cars. New York reported 
2 loads for export. Cables were up a 
little for spot but off a little for; fu­
tures. Seaboard clearances were only 
15,000, charters 25,000. The July pres­
sure is over; crop prospects keep good, 
but if wheat rallies corn will probably 
do the same.

Provisions weak, on considerable liquid­
ation of July contracts. The market 
turned firm is sympathy with wheat, and 
during the last hour became strong and 
recovered yesterday’s decline, chiefly be­
cause of light offerings of both July and 
September deliveries. Local traders are 
very confident that with the July con­
tracts provided for and the natural fall­
ing of! in receipts of hogs, the market 
will advance materially. Against this 
theory are the slight short interest and 
disappoint!^ consumptive demand so 
far from the South for meats. It is pro­
bable that the market will be higher next 
week, but without an improvement .in 
the cash demand we doubt the perman­
ence of any advance «that may occur.

LOW DEATH BATE IN JUNE
SO DEATHS MOM TYPHOID OM 

SCARLET PETER.

Diphtheria Only Carried Off Severn Vic­
tim.-There Were Five Brownings and 
Three Fatal Accidents, Two By the 
Trolley—Analyila ef the Keterne From 
the City Cemeteries.

! The mortality returns for ;the past 
month conclusively prove the healthy 
etate of the city. There were fewer 
deaths from contagious and infectious- 
diseases than had been recorded during 
the past nine months. Diphtheria proved 
fatal only in 7 cases, which is the lowest 
monthly record this year.

Of the 211 deaths during the month 
medical certificates showed 13 were from 
heart disease, 11 pneumonia, 9 from 
phthisis, 8 from consumption. Diphtheria 
and bronchitis were each credited with 7 
deaths; drowning 5, pneumonia and apo­
plexy 4 each. There were 2 deaths 
through t colley accidents and one each 
from alcoholicism, blood-poisoning, scald­
ing, accident, heat-stroke and typhoid 
pneumonia.

St. Michael's Cemetery were children. 
One old person was interred. There were 
deaths from consumption, 6 from measles, 
3 from pneumonia. Other 
death wre heart disease 2, trolley aeci- 
dent, phthisis, diphtheria, paralysis and 
drowning one each.

At St. James' Cemetery the interments 
were 70, the same number as in June last 
year. In May last1 81 were buried. Dur­
ing the past mouth only 4 persona over 
70 were interred; 28 of the 70 buried 
were children. There were 6 
each from pneumonia and phthisis, 
from heart disease and drowning 
pectively, apoplexy 3, consumption 2, 
accident 1, typhoid, pneumonia, bronchi­
tis 1 each.

Of the 16 interred in Prospect Ceme­
tery 7 were children. Two deaths 
attributed to diphtheria, and one each 
to scalding, bronchitis, heart disease and 
cancer.
