Queens MuchBetter Than 

Toronto University Squad
Kingston Collegians Defeat^ 

Varsity 17 To 0 In Inter ­
collegiate Series

TORONTO, Nov. 1.—Harry Batstone 
and his tri-color crew did a lot of 
things during their short visit to the 
Varsity Stadium ■ on Saturday after­
noon and while practically everything 
they did was to the dismay of the 
greater majority of the huge crowd 
of 18,000, who came to cheer Varsity 
in their first home game in the inter­
collegiate rugby series, the champion 
Queens aggregation made the Varsity 
supporters admit without a dissenting 
voice that the visitors were much the 
better team.

Queens seldom made mistakes, while 
on the other hand the efforts of the 
Blue and White were continually marred 
by mistakes and they were costly.

By winning 17 to 0, Queens won their 
fourth straight intercollegiate title, 
they lengthened their winning streak 
which commenced in 1922, to 24 games, 
they put Varsity on even terms in the 
standing with .McGill, each team having 
two defeats in as many starts, they 
gave the local collegians one of the 
worst defeats they have ever suffered 
in recent years at home or abroad, and 
they demonstrated that they are a 
real team. In the last three previous 
games between the two teams the tri­
color has triumphed, but in each one 
of them they have been helped to vic­
tory by one costly fumble by a Varsity- 
hack and as a result there has always 
been room for a controversy as to 
which was the better team But on 
Saturday, while they secured two 
touchdowns, one of which was con­
verted, by Varsity fumbles behind 
their own goal line. Queens deserved 
to win by the margin they did. Seldom 
did the Blue and White flatter the 
confidence reposed in them by their 
supporters. They lacked snap, made 
inexcusable fumbles ,hlt the line like 
slow freight trains going up a grade 
and did everything to exact reverse of 
what was expected of an aggregation 
which in practice had given promise of 
being the best team that had repre­
sented the Queen’s Park institution for 
some years. Playing against the cham­
pions the Varsity team failed to show 
enough to defeat their O. R. P. U. 
colleagues. Varsity was away oft, 
while Queen's players were at the top 
of their form, strong in every depart­
ment of the game.

IS HOCKEY IN ITS INFANCY?

Now that the results of the election 
have bee.n thoroughly digested and all 
the freak bets paid, the thoughts and 
chatter of the sporting fraternity will 
naturally turn to the great winter pas­
time, hockey. The tremendous hold 
that the Canadian game has obtained 
in the larger centers of the United 
States is just beginning to "‘sink in” 
with the general public of this country. 
Press reports and comments of the 
innumerable teams that are springing 
up throughout the republic, cause but 
mild comment in this country as a 
whole, but where one or two individuals 
from some particular community, or a 
whole team as has been reported in 
one instance, make the move, it is 
then forcibly brought home that the 
puck-carrying game must still be in its 
infancy insofar as its expansion and 
popularity is concerned. What the 
states of Florida, Texas and California 
are to baseball In the way of providing 
the proper climate and accommodation 
for the conditioning of the major league 
teams of the country, Ontario will be 
to hockey. For the past few years the 
Canadiens, of Montreal, have conducted 
their pre-season training at Grimsby, 
Ont., where an artifical ice. plant is in 
existence, and this year Tex Rickard's 
New York team will train at Niagara 
Falls, and these two instances are only 
the -birth of an idea that may eventually 
mean a great deal to the province and 
to the City of 'London. It is not looking 
too far into the distance to see the 
local Arena booked year after year 
by some United States hockey team as 
a training camp for the hockey team 
of that particular metropolis.

GUELPH, Nov. 1.—The Guelph Col­

legiate Institute senior rugby team cap­
tured the championship of the local 
interscholastic group on Saturday af­
ternoon when they swamped Kitchener,
24 to 0, in their last scheduled game 
on their home field.

"If the public would give ’em the cold 
shoulder by failing to attend these bur­
lesques on fighting it would do the ring 
game a lot of good. The public is too 
kind to these cake-eating fighters.

“Fighting to a finish isn’t as tough 
a job as it sounds. A majority of finish 
fights have ended under 30 rounds. It 
isn't any more difficult to train for a 
finish bout than for a 20-round affair.

"The old-time battles were a bit 
harder because bare knuckles were used 
instead of gloves. However, a four- 
ounce glove isn't so much different from 
the bare knuckles. It Is Just as easy to 
knock a man out.

"Modern fighters are just as strong as 
the old-timers. Endurance is largely a 
matter of training. The modern fighter 
fits himself according to the length of 
the bout. The old-timer, knowing it 
was always to a finish, sought for 
physical perfection all the time.

"No, the Fighters of 40 or 50 years ago 
were not super-men, they had no 
greater physiques than the modern 
fighters, but they did considerably more 
fighting. They liked the game better.

"Love for the tight game, rather than 
money marks the greatest difference 
between the fighters of my time and the 

.present."

NEW YORK, Nov. 2.—The great 
four-year-old St. Germans, by Swyn­
ford, out of the famous brood mare, 
Hamoaze, by Torpoint, recently pur­
chased from Lord Astor by Payne 
Whitney, of this city, will leave for 
New York on the steamship Minne­
tonka on November 7, consigned to 
Dr. Robert W. McCully.

It has just become known that Mr. 
Whitney paid £25,000 for the horse and 
that the purchase was for his own ac­
count and not for the Greentree Stable, 
as has been stated. Mr. Whitney 
adopted a similar policy in acquiring 
Ordinance from the estate of the late 
Major August Belmont and the fact 
that he bought a successor to the fine 
son of Ormondale and Dona Roca by 
Rock Sand so promptly, is proof of 
the deep interest Mr. Whitney is tak­
ing in the bloodstock breeding industry. 
Like all other first-class sportsmen, he 
would prefer to race horses of his own 
breeding and it looks as though his 
efforts would be crowned with success.

That Mr. Whitney bought with dis­
cernment in both the case of Ordinance 
and St. Germans is the opinion of the 
experts. St. Germans is by the best 
sire in England, the great stayer 
Swynford, and himself the sire of dis­
tance horses, his get including among 
others the fine filly. Tranquil, winner 
of the St. Leger in 1923 and Sansovino, 
who took the Epsom Derby last sea­
son, in which race St. Germans was 
second. The bulk of the honors in the 
great classic, therefore, went to Lord 
Derby’s champion.

St. Germans comes from an equally 
distinguished line on the female side 
of the house. His dam Hamoaze is by 
Torpoint, whose get are conspicuous 
for their bottoni. She Is only 14 years 
old and has been barren several years. 
In her fruitful periods, however, she 
has shown herself to be a noted pro­
ducer. She is the dam of four horses 
of top quality, St. Germans, Buchan, 
Tamar and Saltash. St. Germans 
started nine times in 1924 as a tliree- 
year-old. He won six races, was sec­
ond twice and third once.
WINS SIX OPEN RACES

It takes a crack three-year-old to 
win six open races in Great Britain. 
The victories were the Craven stakes, 
in which St. Germans beat the early 
Derby favorite, Tom Pinch. As al­
ready stated he was second to San­
sovino in the Epsom Derby, Tom Pinch 
beat him in the St. James Palace 
stakes and he was third in the Eclipse 
stakes to Polyphonies and Papyrus, 
for the balance of the year St. Ger­
mans was invincible, winning the Low- 
ther stakes, 1% miles. Royal Post 
stakes, 114 miles; Limekiln stakes, 114 
miles. Liverpool, St. Leger, 1% miles, 
and the Hampton Court Great three- 
year-old stakes, 1 mile, six furlongs 
and 64 yards. In the latter he beat the 
Oaks winner Straitlace, sold during 
the past summer at the Hulton dis­
persal vendue for the record price of 
$85,009.

Buchan, by Sunstar, won the Eclipse 
stakes twice, Champion, Lowther, Prince 
of Wales, .Craven, Chesterfield stakes, 
Chester Vase and Doncaster Cup. He 
finished first in the Ascot gold cup, but 
was disqualified for crossing Tanglers. 
Tamar, by Tracery, was second in the 
Epsom Derby, Eclipse and Craven 
stakes, but done the Gordon and Grat 
wicke Produce stakes. Saltash, the 
fourth of the produce of Hamoaze, was 
a brother to Buchan. He won the Grat- 
wifke Produce stakes, 1% miles, the 
Eclipse stakes, 114 miles, and the Wat­
erford stakes over the Old Mile.

Back of Hamoaze is Maid of the 
Mist by Cyllene, who produced, among 
others, the Oaks winner, Sunny Jane, 
who was by Sunstar. The next dam, 
Sceptre,, by Persimmon, was one of the 
greatest mares of all time, winning the 
$1,000 guineas, 2,000 guineas, St. Leger, 
Hard wicke, July and Champagne stakes 
and many other prizes.

St. Germans is described as an un­
usually sound horse.
