Desth of Rev. John S. Phinney.

The Rev. John Sidney Phinney, whose 
audden death occurred at Gibson, N. B., 
ça Thursday of last week, was a native of 
this county, having been born in XVilmot 
to 1828. The deceased was a great grand- 
sen of the late Isaac Phinney, a native of 
Barnstable, Cape Cod, Massachusetts, who 

a grantee in the township of Gr 
ville in 1760, or thereabouts. His grand­
father was the late Lot Phinney, who in 
1796-7 bought the farm of brigadier gen­
eral Rugglcs, who died in XXTlmot in 1795, 
and he was the eldest sou of the late Law­
rence Phinney, of Lawrence town. Before 
he reached his m 
Sunbury county, 
where, having obtained a license, he spent 
a few years in teaching a public school. 
It was during this period that he deter­
mined to devote his future life to the 
Methodist ministry, and immediately be­
gan to prepare himself for that vocation. 
In due course he sought and obtained or­
dination, and was soon afterwards sent to 
Newfoundland, where he remained several 
consecutive years, having been appointed 
during his residence there to almost every 
circuit on the island. It was there that 
be obtained his earlier training, amid 
many hardships and discouragements, al! 
of which he succeeded in overcoming and 
turning to the advantage of those whom he 
served, and it was in that province that he 
married both his wives. AJ length, after 
a prolonged and successful service, he was 
transferred to New Brunswick and the 
Island of Prince Edward, in which alter­
nately he ministered to the spiritual wants

place owe
their existence to his untiring and persis 
tent efforts, and he always had the good 
fortune to merit and secure the affectionate 
esteem and regard of those with whom he 

. came into contact. As a preacher he was 
«olid rather than brilliant, and practical 
rather than theoretical, and under all cir­
cumstances his piety was deep and unaf­
fected. The last circuit in which he min­
istered was that of Gibson, in the parish 
of St. Mary’s, near Fredericton, and it may 
be noted as a fact somewhat peculiar that 
he should have closed his ministerial labors 
g# near to the place where he began them 
as a local preacher, for he preached his 
first sermon in the parish of Burton, in the 
neighboring county, in 1848. The particu­
lars of his decease are nor at hand, though 
the event is said to have been sudden and 
unexpected. He leaves a widow and sev­
eral children to mourn the loss of a most 
kind and loving parent. Two of his three 
brothers survive him, one of whom is liv­
ing in Texas, and four sisters, two of whom 
reside at Ottawa, and one in Texas, leav­
ing only one in the district where they 
w ere all born and educated,—namely, Mrs. 
William C. Schafner, of South XVilliamston. 
Of the deceased it may be truly said that 
he wras a good man, an earnest preacher, 
and devout serrant of Him in whose vine­
yard he wrought so untiringly for more 
than forty years.

WMAUCTION!The president of the Nova Scotia Fruit 

Growers association sends the Chronicle the 
following 4 report on apples,’ from J. Mc- 
Kittrick, Liverpool, G. 13., under date 18th 
July :

To give our friends a timely idea of the 
prospects for apples sent to this market 
from the States and Canada, who have 
made careful enquiries, and find that, 
sithoagh it is somewhat early to form an 
opinion on the estimated home yield of 
apples, still the general opinon is that the 
crop will be a large one. The fruit uloe- 
Homed well, and, unless we have an exten­
ded season of drought, the early varieties 
should be very plentiful. Later sorts do 
not promise to do well, and in one quarter 
the yield is estimated at about one-half a 
crop. Still, for the last three or four yeyn 
English apples have been a comparative 
failure, so that, taking oue thing with an­
other, it is only fair to expect a good result 
this season.

The Deadly Paris Green. -Our South 
Farmington correspondent writing us on 
the 4th inst., says: A very sad case of 
poisoning comes to hand this morning. 
George Johnson while sifting Paris green 
on potatoes inhaled it and was taken sick 
o i Friday and died this morning. The 
cause is supposed to be from the effects of 
the Paris green taken Into the lungs. An 
examination by Drs. Sponagle and Miller 
was held yesterday afternoon. The father 
and mother and other relatives have the 
deep sympathy of the entire community.

—South Boston Inquirer : A trip to 
Nova Scotia, with short stops at Yar­
mouth, Digby, Annapolis and Halifax has 
just been concluded by Messrs. Alexander 
J. McDonald and John J. Toomey, of City 
Point. They speak in glowing terms of 
the beautiful scenery and many interest­
ing points of interest to be seen. Both 
gentlemen are earnest in their expressions 
of pleasure at the sociability of the people 
of the province, and mention particularly 
the attentiveness and courtesy of the offi­
cers of the steamer Yarmouth, of the Yar­
mouth Steamship Co.

—It is declared to be au established fact 
that tin exists in considerable quantities in 
Lunenburg Co. N. S., about 26 miles from 
Bridgewater and near Chcrryville station 
on the N. S. and Central railway. Speci­
mens of the ore have been sent to England 
and the returns show's an average of five 
per cent, of tin, which is considered a very 
good result. An expert from England is 
shortly to examine the property, and if the 
hopes which have been entertained as to the 
extent and richness of the deposits shall be 
confirmed, the discovery is likely to prove 
of greatest importance to the province.
