There is 
probably no place in Canada as well 
adapted for growing large straw­
berries than the Gordon Head farms 
at Victoria, B.C. The fruit is not 
as good as that raised in Nova Scotia 
but it grows larger and presents a 
very attractive appearance when 
marketed.

He advocated 
the cooling of our present warehouses 
by some such means as fans or some 
Inexpensive appliance until the fruit 
growers became more familiar with 
the subject.

He was very 
familiar with this subject having at 
one time decided to put in one or more 
large cold storage plants especially 
for the precoollng of graven steins 
and other early varieties before ship­
ping, but after going into the matter 
more fully his company decided that 
such plants would bo too expensive 
In return for the work they would 
accomplish.

The next speaker was Mr. G. H. 
Vroom, who talked on the same sub­
ject and also referred to the packing 
and handling ot apples and advocated 
that more care be taken from the 
time they left the orchard until they 
reached the English market.
