that are essential to & high and general modern education,

The course in matiematics ig very complete and a thorough 8rounding is given in the
subjects of Civil Enginoering, Civil and Hydrograpiic Surveying, Physics, Chemisury,
French and English,

The object of the College course is thus to give the cadets a training which shall
horoughly equip them for either g military or civi] career,

In addition the constant practice of 8ymnastics, drills anq outdoor exercises of all
kinds, ensures 8ood health and fine physical condition,

An experienced medical officer is in attendance at the College daily,

Five commissiong in the Imperial regular army are annually awarded as prizes to the
dets.

The length of course is three years, in three terms of 9§ months’ residence each.

The total cost of the three years’ course, including board, uniforms, instructional
aterial, and all extras, is from §750 to $500,
