He handles
it without gloves, and in that striking, homely way that carries conviction to both heartand
mind. Spurgeon’s illustrations are something renowned on two continents, They abound
in all simplicity and force in this little work. They reach all readers, learned and unlearned.
The best single phrase we know of to express the character of the entire book is, its “‘ un-
common common-sense.” It is not a work simply for scholars; it is for everybody, and
most of all for those who have done the least reading of this sort, *‘The s?‘” Hulf-i'lour”
is a series of most engaging and instructive papers, suggested by the author’s travels on the
continent.
