An important decision was randere. in
the Assize Court of York on Tuesday last.
The proprietors of the Nafional newspaper
received and advertisment from the Iron
and Steol Manufacturing Company of Ot-
tawa, without definite orders as to the time
its insevtion was desgired, and published ac«
cordingly, Paymeut on account was sub-
sequently made, but the advertisement
not being ordered out was continued.
At the end of another term, on the pro-
prietors of the Nufionel raking s second
demaud for payment, they were informed
by the Secretary of the Company, that il
should have been withdrawn when thae
-previous account was rendered and paid,
also, to discontinue it at.once,—and addod
‘that the Compauy would not be responsible
for second demand. Accordingly the pro-
prietors of the Nutional withdrew ihe ad-
vortisment, and sued the Company for the
asmount clsimad, viz: $225. The verdict
was in favour of the Natlional for full
amount clsimed. By this decision adver
tisers have data showing their responsibili-
ty, and publisters now have legal sanction
lor the rule of moay oftices, that an adver-
tisement ordered into a newspaper, without
specific instructions, must be paid for until
forbid and withdraw.
