CRIME AND ITS PREVENTION.

The Globe, Examiner and Christian Guardian,
common champions of an unhallowed caunse, have
taken us to task for our recent article, entitled—
“ Facts for Anti-Clergy Reserve Agitators.”” There
ia nothing in the strictures of the last-mentioned
journal worthy of a rejoinder, their leading feature
being a flippant tone of insolence towards the
Apostolic Church of John Weslcy—a tone, un-
happly, Lue tuo churnctenisie of “ the people ”
who now usurp that good but eriatic man's name.

Alluding to the cost of youthful criminals in
England, the Ezaminer vewnarks: * If these facts
prove any thing, they pruve the utter inefficiency
of a State Church tc repress crime or to secure
public morality.” Our contemporaty’s proposition
might, possibly, have some wcight, if he could de-
monsteate thgt the resources of the Anglican Church
were adequate tomeet the demands made vpon it.
The reverse, however, is notoriomﬂy the case. It
has been proved again and again, by statistics, the
accuracy of which could not be impuguned, that the
revenues of the Establishinent are utterly insuffi-
cient to provide religious instruction for the entire
community. Nay more, - Voluntaryism, with all
her self-vaunted virtues, has dismally failed to
supply what was lacking. To blame the Church
therefore, for the existence of erime, is to follow
the example of the Egyptian tyrant, who demanded
from the Israelites a full tale of bricks, whilst at
the same time withholding the necessary supply of
straw ! : ’ .

The Globe magnifics, as usual, the virtues of
non-sectarinn—in plain language, non-religious
education ; and parades the nostrum as sn infalli-
ble remedy for all the moral disorders to which
poor fallen flesh is heir.  According to our con-
tempaorary, the seculur school master is 1o be the
arch-regenerater of mankind.  11ad the Church of
England, he argues in eflect, not opposed obstacles
to the crection of anational system of tuition broad
enough and latudinarian enough to embrace and
conciliate * Tutk, Jew, Infidel and Heretic,'® there
would have Leen little iguorance, and consequently
little crime,

Some months ago, we extracted from the Ney
York Merald, some sttiking remarks touching the
wotking of Godless education in the neighbouring
Republic. The United States are frequently pe.
fem:«l to mu.mpham.ly, by the trumpeters of volun.
taryisin, as illustrative of the soundness of theie
dogmas.. Our readers, we are certain, will pardon
us, for re-quoting the above-menticned atticle,
b«:armg. directly as it do?s upon the matter undep
discussion, and coenveying a practical warning
which canunot be too frequently reiterated :

‘“IncrEASE oF CRIME IN NEW YORK.—By the pe-
port of the Secretary of State, which has just been
published, it appears that crime, during the' last few
years, has been increusing as vegularly as ourim
and cxpoits, or the growth of our population. In teq
years. we learn by this report, crime has doubled i
this State.  We have scen various causes all alleged for
this deplorable result ; but none of them in our opinion
are satisfactory, or reach the root of the evil, We
suspect very much that the important revolution which
has taken place in our system of common school edy-
culinn,dl_mn;:.lhe last few years, has niaterially jp-
creased juvenile delinquency, and crime of e
degree.  Under the impulses of philosophy and social-
isur, which have operated very much on our politicians,
and on our elections, for the last fifteen years, the
school system of this State has been constructed entirely
on philosophical principles, without any regard to
religion, revelation, Christianity; or any of those doe-
trines on which huwan gociety is best founded. In fact,
under the present system of education, all moral and
religious instruction seems to be banishad from our
schools, and the education of the youthful mindis con.
tinced merely to its intellectual and material develop-
meuts, Materizlisni—that modern system of philosophy
wilch ignores a future life, and looks on revelation as
a blunk—has scized on our school system, and given a
direction to all the youthful exercises of the day.

‘ The consequences of rearing the youthful genera.
tionon intellectual or material principles merely, with
out reference to revealed religion, or Christian motals,
are beginning to be seen in the extraerdinary growth
and increase of crime which bas been doubled during
the last ten years—a space of time covercd by these
phitosophical, material, snd mmore intellectval methods
ot instruction.” '

Again we commend to the voluntaries of Canada
a thoughtful digestion of the statistics, for citing
which we have been assailed by our democrstic
contemporaries. ‘I'he Church of England, her
more candid adversarics being witnesses, s indes
fatigable in her cxertions to instruct and reclaim
the mass of the people ; and if crime prevails in
spi‘e of her labours, it is simply because the mesns
at her disposal are insufficient for the work. Dis-
senters, whilat they cannot culiivate the ghasly
fallow ground, oppose an extension of the Church's
wachinery ; and thus sectarianicm is justly charge-
able with much of the crime which unhappily
swells the criminal annals of Great: Britain.

Anti-Clergy Reserve agitators of Canada, learn
wisdom from fucls, and cease to prosecute theories
at once unscriptural, sordid and demoralising !
