LUTHER’S DEATH.

The life and character of “tbhe great
Retormer,”” Martin Luther, are too well
known to require repetition. In fact al
honest Protestants acknowledge that he
was a disgrace to humanity. But every
person is not aware of how this apostate
and debauched mont klosed his eventful
life. A correspondertin a recent issue
of the Irish-Catholic, gives the transla-
tion of an authentic document, which
has been proven to be a statement made
by one of Luther’s servants. There is
no denyingthe truth of this paper; and
even were some ultra-Lutherans to seek
by any means to discredft it, the facts of
his life are so well known that they
alone would give the document a suffi-
cient gnarantee. Because Luther was a
bad man is not the sole evidence of the
falseness of Protestantism; Luther
might have been a very debased charac-
ter and still huve vossibly told a great
deal of truth and done a considerable
amount of meritorious work, But the
fact of his life being one long series of
disobediences to every law of God-—as
well as of the Charch—suttices to fling a
strong ray of suspicion upon the religion
that be founded ; and suspicion is a fair
ground for enquiry; and enquiry brings
out the truth.

Luther was once a zealous priest of
the Order of Ermits of St. Augustine. So
fearful was the punishment that God
mficted upon the arch apostate, that his
own gervant, a man perverted by him,
returned to the Church, and wrote. the
detailed account of the so-called Re-
former's death. It is an authentic de-
position, a copy of which is preserved in
the Vatican Library. The learned
Sedulius, whiie on a visit to Fribourg, in
Brisgan, Baden, found the document,
studied it, and pubhished it at Antwerp
in 1606, under the heading : “A sincere
and trauthful confession of a servant man
of Martin Luther, toa pious individual,
who has asked bim in the name of Re-
ligion, how bis Master Martin died.”
The following is the correct translation
of tlse Latin :—

“fmust say that your religious con-
sideration and your entreaties give me
courage 10 brave the indignation of men,
as well as the fear of offending them,
and give testimony to the tratb. I am,
however, more determined to do what I
think my duty, by the respect I owe to
God Almighty and to all His Saints. For
I'well know that the marvelous works of
God must obey the Divine law rather
than human commands. For this reason,
despite the terrible threats of the nobles
of Germany, who want to prevent me
from ever revealing to anyone whomso-
over the fearful death of my master,
Martin Luther, Ishall not keep the truth
captive in my mind; but for the glory of
Christ Jesus, and the edification of the
wholé Christian world, I do now publish
what 1 bave witnessed with my own
eyes; what I do know better than any-
oue else can pretend to know, and what
I have related to the Nobles at Eisleben;
and Ido so not through hatred of anyone,
nor the desire to gain approbation, good
favours, or grace with anybody whatso-
ever.

“The following is what has happened.
Martin Lutber, being at Eisleben with
geveral nobles of Germany, allowed him-
seif to be overcome by his habitual in-
temperance, and drank with so mach
excess that we wereobliged to earry him
off, absolately helpless with drink, and
to put him to bed.”

ﬁere the translater interrmpts the
document to state that it was publicly
known every where that Luther drank
toexcess. He could take five German
quarts of wine at a meal. He used to
boast “‘of eating like a Bohemian and
drinking like a Dutchman.’”” *To be put
on low diet,” he used to say, “is to live
miserably. Let us eat and drink as
much as possible and give thanks to Yod
for His good things.”” No doubt the
Holy Gospel of Jesus Christ needed
“paring down” or reformation to bring
it to the level of this lewd, unchaste and
Zluttonous apostate. After this short
interruption the servant’s story runs on:

“Having wished him a good night, we
retired to our own rooms and went to
bed, never fearing or dreaming of any-
thing to go wrong. Next morning we
went back to our master as usuai to help
him to get up and dress. On entering
his room—oh, shocking to relate !—ou~
said Master Martin was hanging frow
his bed, and miserably strangled !

“At this ghastly sight we were hor-
ribly frightened. = And without delay we
ran to the noble Princes, his guests of
the night before, and announced to them
the execrable end of Lucher.

“These, terrified no less than we were,
requested us at once, and by a thousand
promises and solemn abjurations, to
keep the most profound silence for ever

gout this awful event, in
order that nothing might be divulged.
They then requested ustotake down the

C.{ horrible corpse of Luther and place it

into his bed, and tell the people that my
Master Lutner had suddenly died.
confess that, touched by tiie entreaties
of the nobles, and bribed by their muni-
ficent promises, we, like the guards at
the Saviour’s tombh, were determined to
act asthey wished, had not the invin-
cible power of truth advised us to follow
a different course.  For human respect,
fear, hope of gain, can sometimes hush
the truth; but the voice of Rehgion and
remorse of conscience, soon or late,
prevail over such oppressions.”

We know of only one other archtraitor
to Christ and His Church who suffered
a death of this kind. It was Judas, who
paid for his betrayal by ending his life
by the rope. Of course this story of
Luther’sclosing scene has been religiously
kept from the world; but it is none the
less authentic and tree, What a strange

institution is that cburch whic¢h could

glory in such a feunder! Is it any
wonder that the divisions, uncertainties
and contradictions of Protestantism exist
to-day ? No wounder that they advocate
divorce and seek to make out that mar-
riage is merely a civil vontract. Poor

Luther ! Poorer Protestantism !

THE UNIVERSAL CHURCH,

Where is the “Catl;;llc Church” that
Christ Promised?

This question is suggested to all who
carefully read an article in the April
number of the North American Review,
entitled “Personal Reminiscences of the
Vatican Council,” by Cardinal Gibbons.
There are a couple of paragraphs in it
that should bring the subject, and the
guestion it provokes, vividly before the

»Every continent, every island of im-
portanee, every nation on the face of the
globe, except Russia, was represented by
its bhierarchy: The Bishops kneeling
together around the altar in the council
chamber could exclaim with trath in
the language of the Apocalypse : Thou
bast redeemed us, O Lord, to God in
Thy blood out of every tribe and tongue
and people and nation * * ¥

“There was not a single civilized
language, scarcely even a tribal dialect
in vogue among any people or race, that
was uot understood and spoken by some
prelate in that assembly. Every Bishop
was familiar with at least two or three
languages, and some of them were ca-

ahle of speakin%from elgbt to twelve.
¥he Primate of Hungary informed me
that he empioyed four different tongues
ir. the administration of his vast diocese
of a million souls, corresponding in
Latin with bis clergy, and addressing
his mixed congregations in the Hungar-
ian, German, and Sclavonian languages.
A Vicar Apostolic from China, who sat
next to me, sail that be was obliged to
use six different Chinese dialects in his
Vicariate.

“Where eise could be found a single
assembly capable of discussing in all
languages under the sun? Was not this
gpectacle suggestive of the Pentecostal
miracle .

The Apostles creed, recited by all
Christians including i’rotestants, calls
upon all men to look for and recognize
“the Catholic Church,” and obey and
cherish 1t. It demands, “belief” in
“the holy Catholic Church,” then it
behooves all men, it 1s 1aid a duty upon
men by the tcommon creed of all Chris-
tians to find “the Catboliz Churcb” that
God has told them wili remain n the
world untif the end.” — Kausas City
Catholic.

Big Fire in Wlnnlpeg.‘

A large elevator belonging to the
Winmpeg Elevator company, was
destroyrd by fire. on Friday night last.

Mr. N, Bawlf, the president of the
company was on his road east but got a
telegram at Rat Portage in time to catch
tizo west bound train and arrived here
Saturdey morning, ,

Seen in reference to the damag
done he said as follows. -

The burned elevator was erected eight

[ years ago by D. L. Mackenzie, at a cost

of $18,000. Sinee then it has changed
ownership several times and came into
the possession of the Northern Elevator
Co.. last year at a valuation of about
$12,000. It was the nnly elevatorin
Winnipeg excepting those connected
with mills, It had a capacity of between
5,000 and 6,000 bushels. The company
were arranging to add considerable
improvements this fall, for the pnrpose
qf n;aking it a handling elevator. Nego-
tiations were in progress with the railway
companies with that end in view and
the contracts for the improvements,
which were estimated to cost $:2,000,
wruld probiibly have been let next week.
Now that the elevator has been destroyed
it is within the range of probability that
tine company will erect a new and
thoroughly equipped elevator, svitable
for the requirements of the grain trade at
this point. The insurance en the build-
ing was $6.500. Mr. N. Bawlf, is pres:-
dent of the company and Mr. James
Mitchell, secretarv-treasurer and man-
er. '
The oats which were stored in the
elevator, amounting, as already stated,
10 40,000 bushels, were valued at $13,200,
the present market price being 33 cents
bushel, The oats were owned by Mr.
Bawif, and it is said they represented
such a large proportion of the oats in the
country that their destruction will cause
an immediate rise in the price. The
grain was insured, but the amount could
not be learned last night. The total loss
ou the elevator and grain will be $25,000,
which is well covered by insurance,
1t'is niot known how the fire originated.
The elevator was working Friday and
everything was apparently ail .right
when the men left work, and thus anot-
ger is added to the list of mysterious
res.

LAURIER ON SCHOOLS,

———

Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, leader of the
Opposition in the Dominion Parliament,
addressed a large audience at St, Lin,
F‘. Q., on Friday, Aug. 17th, The meet-
ing was important as being the last
gathering, Mr. Laurier will - attend
previous to his departure for the  North-
west. A large party of Liberals went
to 8t. Lin from Montreal. Mr. Laurier
was warmly received, 8t. Lin having
been the place of his birth. He dealt
with ali the public questions ofthe day.

Referring to the Manitoba schools, Mr.
Laurier said the Dominion government
bad been guilty of a great blunder in
not settling the question long ago. By
doing 8o they would have prevented tie
trouble and agitation disturbing the pro-
vince of Quebec. Conlinwing, he said,
the French Conservatives had claimed
to be the champions ot church, a claim
that was ridiculously untrue and he
would say so not only liere, but every-
where else. “If” Laurier went on, “the
}ﬁubhc schools of Manitoba are in reality

rotestant and if I find this out, when 1
come to power, I will investigate them,
and the Tories of Quebec and Ontario
can make dll the war they like on me.
Let’them come on and I will be prepar-
ed.” The speaker spoke of the attitude
of the French-Canadian ministers regard-
ing the school question and said Ouimet
had threatened to resign every day, hut

-1 had not done go yet and that while Caron

was a very devout churchman and liked
1t very well, yet nevertheless he liked
his portfolio a greal deal better.

From the above report of Mr, Laurier's

address it will be'seen that he means to go
into our school question carefully and
use his best endeavors to have an ami-
cable sett‘lement of this matter.
