You will be pleased to know that we have 
already collected ;,3,400. toward this Scholarship, 
and that we have not as yet received answers from 
a very large number of persons with whom we have 
communicated. We shall, without doubt, bring this collection up to (5,000, and we hope to â sum 

of near (10,000, by the time that our collection 
is completed.

It is Dr. J. Austen'Bancroft, the' 
Dawson Professor of Geology at McGill University, 
who is actually collecting the money, hut he has, 
of course, the warmest vood wishes and support of 
every one in the University who knew your son and 
the splendid work which,he has done, in the Uni­
versity, in the Geological Survey, and finally at the Front.
