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In 1919 I came to Macdonald College to tdach
Euglish in the School for Teachers and to gupervice English in
the other twe Schools. At the end of the year, an itmmtructor
employed for the School of Agriculture suddenly refused to under-
take the work amd I had to teach third year English. Meanwhile,
to oblige Prineipal Harrison snd to help the College, I underteok
to teach Economics in the Scheol of Agriculture, two pericds a
week, for a smell honorariume This smount sdded to ny salary but
rfevented the regular inerease of my salary as tescher of English.
I was promoted to sssistant and then to associste professor. When
& regular department of Reonomics was established, I was required
%o take two more English lectures a week in the School of Agrie~
ulture to equalize the two not given in Economiocs and teo retein
my total salary.

I have twenty-ome lectures a week divided among
five different groups, requiring five varied types of preparationm,
eleven periods of supervision of practice teaching. This is com-
bined with & very large amount of correction work in compesition
and personal interviews with students.
