A BATTLESRIP .FOR CANADA.

1t has often occurred to us that Can-
ada was lacking in some indefinite Way
in national greathess. We have a great
extent of territory, as large as hdlf a
dozen European countries, We are cer-
tainly not lacking in greatmess because
of our territorial extent. Nor is it our
scanty population altogether that de-
trocts from the greatness of the Do-
minion. The real secret of our com-
parative insignificance in the family of
nations is at last revealed. Canada has
no navy. Canada hes not even a single
battleship. By all meams, then, let us
get into line with other progressive
nations and have a mavy of our own.
The presence of a great Canadian
battleship on the St. Lawrence would
fire the popular mind with patriotic
enthusiasm. We cannot expect Great
Britain to afford us. the . protection
which her navy ensures without our
reciprocating in some practical way. In
no way could we pay%;\ur debt to the
Mother Country more safisfactorily than
by maintaining one otr?mme warships
for the service of the Empire whenever
and wherever needed. Canada has an
abundant supply of seamen who wonld
make the best .of material for the Brit-
ish navy. We would be the last o re-
commend a policy of extravagance or
to encourage a warlike spirit among the
people of this peace-loving country, but
still we feel that Camada has a duty to
perform in this matper. That duty is
none the less imperative because it has
not beemn forced upon us. It is a duty
we cannot long postpome. The sooner
we recognize it and act upon it the
higher will our credit stand among the
nations of the world. .

THE SAW BILL MINING COMPANY.

If the directors of the Saw Bill Min-
ing Company desire to maintain their
reputation as reliable business men they
will abandon their present secretive :.nd
suspicious policy. It looks as if the
directorate ‘were breaking faith with
the shareholders of the company and
also the public. Complaints are numer-
ous of the failure of the directors to
‘zotify the shareholders of the true
condition of the mime. There is no end
of rumors current, but of official infor-
mation there appears to be mome forth-
coming. It is said by some who pre-
sume to know that the ore is very rich,
while newspaper despatches go to show
that the ore is low grade. For several
weeks, if not for months, ithe share-
holders have been kept in absolute ig-
norance of the true position of affairs.
The Saw Bill Company is composed of
well-known business men, principally
resident in Hamilton. The public ip-
vested in the venture not so much from
the facts set out in the prospectus as
from the reputation of the mem asso-
ciated with it. It behooves the latter
to make a public statement to set at
rest the rumors that are current.

THE JAMES BAY RAILWAY.

The. more the James Bay Railway
project is discussed the more evident
does it become that Toronto’s interests
lie in extending the Grand Trunk’s sys-
tem from .North Bay monthwards., The
buflding of 350 miles of road will give
Southern Ontario direct connection with
James Bay amnd the -interveming coun-
try, ‘the characteristics of which are
given with more or less detail in a let-
ter by Mr. L. P. Snyder of North Bay,
which appears elsewhere im this issue.
That is the distriect with which ws
ought to have immediate railway com-
munication. The proposed line from
Toronto to Sudbury may come in time,
but it is not by any means an. essen-
tial or immediste feature in reaching
James Bay. Why should we undertake
the building of 600 miles of railway
when the same or better mesults can
be obtained by constructing 350 miles?
It looks very much as if centain inter-
ested gentlemen were proposing the
Tofonto-Sudbury route merely for the
convenience of the Canadian Pacific
Railway. Wiy should they be so soli-
citous for the C. P. R. in this under-
taking when the Grand Trunk can
serve the interests of Toronto so much
better and so much cheaper? We have
more than a suspicion that the C:P.R.
has no particular desire to get to James
Bay at all, while we know for a fact
that it does desire a diréct line of its
own from Sudbury to this eity. That
line is already marked out om the com-
pany’s maps. If the gentlemen who
favor the Sudbury rcute are really in-
terested in_ reaching James Bay why
do they not propose that the northern
half shall be built first? Strange to
say their emergies are centred on build-
ing the ’I‘oron‘tb-Sudbury half, whicu is
already paralleled by the Grand Trunk.

The History of Canada, William Kln{
ford, LL.D., F.R.S, Volume IX. (1813
1836.) Toronts, Dominion of Canada;

The ninth- volume of Dr. Kingsford’s
History of Canada, just issued, covers
the period from 1815 to 1836. The eighth
volume included the description of the
stirring times of the War of 1812,
The period embraced in the . present
volume is one, not of martial conflict,
but of political struggle. The events
which led to the Rehellion of 1837,
so far as they relate to the Provinze
of . Quebec, are fully, described. ~ Iun
almost every one of Dr. Kingsford’s pre-
ceding volumes some cme individual
has been as it were the ‘hero of the
story. In the precent volume the princi-
pal character is a man who in his time
played a prominent part, who led his
misguided fellow countrymen into a, re-
bellion, and who deserted them whom
the time for action came, The nmame of
Papineau has not yet beem forgotten in
French-speaking Canada, but the Lower
Canadians of this gemeraltion have not

as their grandfathers had. While they
hener the namés of those who had the
courage of their convictions and “fdre-
most fighting fell,” they have the sense
to see thait am agitator who leads other
men into trouble, and deserts them wh.n
the trouble comes,can never be a nation-
al hero. :

While the main stream of Canadian
history as it was- developed in the
Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada
is fully described in Volume IX, .the
contest in the Northwest Territorics
between ‘the Hudson Bay dmd North-
west Compardes is fully "described.
