Britain in the South African war was both
honorable and in the cause of humanity.
Viewed from the United States standard
of morality, when the United States In-
terests are concerned, we know that it
was equally honorable and humane, But
the United States does mnot apply the
same standard to other pations that It
uses in'its own case. According to the
American standard, the conquest and sub-
jugation of the Phitippine Islands by the
United States is perfectly legitimate, but
the annexation of the Dutch Republies by
Great Britaln is atrocious, We guote from
The Buffalo Express, to give our readers
an idea of how the average United States
newspaper criticizes Great Britaln In
connection with the South African war:
Lord Salisbury here expressed an idea
which has been & common one with the
English jingoes, It Is a strange delusion,
egpeclally for a people who-are themselyes
free, that the way to forestal auny ruture
rebelliopr is to have the madled hand al-
ways ready to crush out any appearance
of it. It has often beepn sald that the
American revolution had taught Great
Britain a better way of bolding its colon-
tes, or, rather, that the pollcy of repres-
slon was the way to lose colonles, rather
than to hold them. Salisbury seems to
have gome back to the theores of Lord
North. So far from preventing future re-
bellion, o policy could be so certaln to
Leep the splrit of revolt allve In South
Africa as the one which he Indicates,
1ts only possible effect can be to make
batred of “England and English rule ingorn
with adl Boers for generations to come. It
ig_folly to suppose that that hatred can
be prevented from manifestifig itself. While
it exlsts Great Britaln will be obliged to
consider the danger ‘of a Boer revolt
among the elements of risk ln every war
ldn which she may be engaged, Any
Furopean power which quarrels with Eng-
Jand will be able to count on the popula-
tion of South Africa as ready allies, If it
is given the slightest encouragement.
The loss of SBouth Africa could be less
dangerous to the British Empire than its
retention, with a  population always hos-
tile, discontented and kept in subjection
by military force. »
The editor of The Expfess must be
morally stupid, if he does not perceive
that every word as ahove uttered by_ylm
hits back at his own country, in/ its eon-
quest of the  Philippine Isiands, =~ Why
doesn’t t United States withdraw its
“mailed hgnd” from Manila, if 1t knows of
a better way to forestal and crush out
future rel)ellnons? We have already had
two years’ experience of American gov-
ernment in the ®¥hilippines, and we know
for a certainty that that Government
makes and will make hatred of the
United States and United States rule in-
porn with all Filipinos for generations
to come. “It is folly to suppose that that

Jnatred can be prevented from manifesting

jtself.” The whole paragraph could be
duplicated in this way by substituting
United States for Great Britain and the
Philippine Islands for the Dutch Repub-
lies.

If the editor of The Express were not
prejudiced against Great Britain, he would
observe that what is now transpiring in
South Africa is exactly parallel with what
has transpired on this continent, in which
his own country plays so Important a
part. The Philadelphia Record, which is
one of the few American papers that are
free from prejudicé against Great Britain,
scems to understand the true Inwarduess
of the sgituation in - South Africa. It
says:

While The Buffalo Ex-
press is slandering this country - in  its
week-day issues, it-has its agents all over
Canada selling Iits Sunday edition, While
the farmers of the Western and Southern
States are cursing Great Britain, they are
{iving.on the money received from that
country for their. flour, pork -‘and cotton.
Does the editor of The Buffalo Express
imagine that Englishmen and Canadians
will long continue to be dependent upon
people who receive our money,in one hand
and who slap us with the other? We do
not propose to quarrel with the United
States on account of their hostility to-
wards us.  Far from it. But we will

upon Great Britaln the adoption of a pol-
fey looking towards the Uberatifn of the
Empire from dependence upon a hostile
country for its food supplies and otheér
prohucts. We have the capacity in Can-
ada for feeding the whole British Emplre,
and before many years we will be §upply-
ing the greater part, If not the whole, of
Great Britain's shortage, The fngratitude
of those who now wconfrol this large trade
will only hasten the day of its transfer
to Canada and the other British colonies.
The colonjes are to have a say In Im-
perial poltics, and the United States will
soon realize that Australia, South Africa
and Canada will not pefmit the United
States to control a market whieh properly
belongs to them, and which will be t
when the demand is made.
