Amid the warfare of personalities that is
raging in this election, we must not Jose
sight of the real issug. The Issue 1s not
one of meh, but of pringiples. ‘[he:great
majorlty of the people are indifferent to the
personnel of the present or any other Gov-

‘ont of the policy, that s best adapted to
the materfal and moral advancement of the
country.

There Is no -uncertainty in these utter-
ances as to the Conservative party’s atti-
tude on protection. A Conservafive regime
will mean the ldogtlon of the principle of
protection wherever it is likely to benefit
Canadian manufacturers and Canadian
workingmen, The Conseryative party has
no nbology to make for its adberence to
and bellef In protection.

. BUBONIC PLAGUE AT FRISCO.

Dr, Fagen of British Columbia Says
the Americans 8 PP d the
Facts,

Ottawa, Sept. 11.—The Department of
Agriculture has to-day recelved a communi-
cation from the High Commissioner’s office,
covering a report mdde to the British con-
sul In San Francisco, dated July 20 last,
by Dr. Fagen, secretary of the Provinelal
Board of Health of British Columbia, Dr.
Fagen had been sent down by the locat
Government because of the rumor of the
outbreak of bubonic plague there. He re-
ported that newspapers, business men and,
even doctors endeavored . to suppress the
fact that cases had really appeared in the
Chinese quarter of that city; that the meas-
ures taken by the heaith authorities there
to at ouce suppress the disease were so
drastic as to afouse the antagonism of these
men by conflicting with business prospeets,
and that the suthorities, therefore, reiaxed

their efforts. Dr, Fagen stated that if no
epldemic broke out among the Chinese it
would be a miracle. He telis of the case
of an autopsy on a dead Chinamen, whish
clearly showed the existence of the plague, |
but the local doctor refused to issue a ger.
