Inspector's Side.

Inspector Hall is confident that tRe
plaintiff is laboring under a delusion.
He carried nothing more dangerous
than a rawhide whip, and while he
plied it industriously it 'was only
where necessary and where it would
In view of the big
bill for damages claimed by the retait
merchants, because of the students’
