His evidence
yeached over a s period covering the
transaction of the Bank of Hamilton
and the Anderson private bank of Oak-
ville, from 1894 to 1903. The Ander-
son estate was represented hy Solici-
tor A. W. Anglin.

Nothing of a startling character was
developed in the examination. No
facts were elicited that had not. al-
ready been fugnished to the. public
press. In his statements to the com-
mittee, the assignee and other interest-
ed parties since the failure, Bert And-
erson has beeh rathr yague in all
his explanations. He seems to have
l:outinued these tactics before the com-
missione At any rate, nothing has
been df\rlm»e@, thus far that will cast
light upon the real reason for the fail-
ure and thé complete disappearance of
the bad paper accumulated by the firm
in its ten years’ of business. The books
are badly muddled, and it is altogether
unlikely that Manager Anderson does
remember clearly what did become of
the missing paper, unless it was all
done away with in a bunch. These
jfamiliar with the condition of the
jwrecked bank allege that from time to
time, as the paper of the bank proved
waorthless, it was destroyed. The book
accounts would e«hovs “settled by note:
account closed,” and later the note
would be destroyed and no trace of the
11( nsaction remained. .

‘realizes that a government subsidy
is not a good thing for a ransportation
venture, which is based wholly upon
business considerations. Government
aid is usually tainted with such con-

editions that the value of the grant is

more than offset by the disadvantages
of the restrictions. As evidence of my
belief in this proposition, I may say

that I constructed the Great Nor thern |

Railroad without seeking or desiring a |
subsidy.”

Now we know that General Manager
Hays is eager and determined to get
the G.T.R. Pacific scheme subsidized
by ‘government, and even Mr. Hill
would hardly care to deny that Mr.
