Mr. Charlton’s speech exhausted the
morning sitting and consumed no small
portion of the afternoon sitting of the
This afternoon he dwelt on the
advantages of the CGrand Trunk Paci
fiec Railway scheme as against the bar-
gain made with the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company. The C.P.R. was de-
clared free from taxation, the lands
which were given it were exempt from
taxation. No such exemption will be
enjoyed by the Grand Trunk Pacific,
The C-P.R. was given a transportation
monopoly in the West, -The Grand
Grand Trunk Paeific must enter into
free competition with other  raflways.
Mr, Charlton devoted a long time in
denunciation of the bargain with the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company,and
inferentially asked the House to be-
lieve that defects, real or imaginary,
in a bargain made 20 years ago, should
commend the scheme which is now be-
fore parliment. He declared that fin-
ancially the new transcontinental rail-
way would be a success. The scheme
had been thoroly matured and it was
bound to work ot. !

F. D. Monk Replies,

F. D. Monk made a vigorous reply-.
He suggested that the opinions of the
Liberal party were liable to change,
which' shaft was aimed particularly at
the member for North Norfolk. In
order to judge the scheme before the
House, Mr., Monk said much informa-
tion was mnecessary, which had not
been supplied, Not one single member
of the House from the Prime Minister
down could say wih any degree
of certainty thru what terruqry
the railway would pass.

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Overshadows Criticism of G. T. P,

Great political importance seems to
be attached to Mr. Blair's speech
against the Grand Trunk Pacific bill;
for the present the political side over=
shadows the critiicism of th: rallway
scheme. The government papers seem
to be astonished at the bitterness of
the speech. Yet when one reads i,
he does not find it exceptionally bitter,
except as coming from a man who was
so recently a colleague of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. It is not on a low level, as The
Globe seems to think; but it is severs,
and perhaps The Montreal Herald is
not so far out when it says that it
might have been delivered by Sir Chas,
Tupper. 1ts real significance is that it
is a declaration of war, making a re-
conciliation almeost impossible. At first
the government journals were not in-
clined to take this view, and The Globe
treated the retiring Minister with great
civility. Now it scems to regard him
as personally estranged from the Lib-
eral party, and its tone is modified uc-
cordingly. With this comes an increas-
ed cordiality on the part of the Con-
servative papers, which were at first
somewhat doubtful, not being sure
that Mr, Blair would not return to th=
fold. All this, the hostile as well as
the friendly comment, goes to s!w:-v
that Mr.' Blair is regarded as a big
man, a man whose position in politics
i8 regarded as important. From this
out you may expect to see him belit-
tled by the government journals and
exaltedd by the opposition.

The zreatest joke,
however, of the season, is the report
that Mr. Emmerson, M.P. for Westmore-
land, would be the ex-minister's suc-
cessor in the Cabinet. This cannot be
for two good reasons: First, he could
not be re-elected in Westmorelund; and,
secondly, the Premier had no intention
of offering him a portfolio, What Sir
Wilfrid is aiming at is to secure Hon.

John, N.B., at an early day and re-
port has it that he will be even more
severe on that occasion than in the
House of Commons.

Becidedly Pessimistic View Taken of
the Situation in :
Bulgaria.

Salonica, Aug. 12—t ig reported
that the Turkish troops on Monday
bombarded and destroyed the Village
of Ekshisu, 28 miles south of Morias-
tir. According to another rumor the

insurgents who have occupied Krus-
hevo, after repulsing two assaults by
the Turkish troops, offered a condi~
tional surrender, Instructions were
asked from Constantinople, and in re-
ply the Turkish commander received
orders to give no quarter,
The whole Bulgarian government
takes a decidedly pessimistic view of
the situation, and the officials openly
express their fears that a general
massacre of the Christlans in Mace-
donia g inevitable. Meanwhile the
Bovernment continues to maiutain its
Peaceful attitude, but it believes that
o suddep development ¢z arffairs ucross
the border may at any moment ren-
der the aut[lornies powerless to pre=
vent war. The reports from Bulgarian
official agents in Macedonia show
}}‘mz affairs are rapidly growing worse,
The fact that the Mussulman popula~
tion u'becomlng excited and congre-
gating in the Mosques is regarded g8 a
bad feature, indicating the possibility
|that a massacre may occur within a
Very short time. It is feared that
such a massacre would cover a wide
area, and that the 'I'urkish soldiers
would prove incapable of restraining
the fanatical Mussulmans even if they
desired to do 8o, which is by no means
certain. Monastir now contains only
four battalions of Turkish troops, iwo
consisting of raw recruits. The
troops might even aid the Mussul=
!mans in slaughtering the Christlims.
i The officials here blame Turkey for
the present sudden outbreak, attribut-
ing it lurgely to the action of the Porte
in instituting a search for arms in the
villages. The Macedonian leaders,find-
ing that their followers were being de-
prived of guns and ammunition, de-
cided to rise immediately, The Bulgar=
ian government is said to be par-
ticularly displeased with Turkey's :c-
tion, because it had urged the Porte
to leave the villages in peace, Ye~
lieving that this would result in stav-
ing off the trouble till next year, as
the insurgents semed to entertain fope
