The Allies, they said, must again de­
pend upon the western hemisphere 
next year for their sugar supplies, as 
lack of shipping makes it impossible 
to obtain sugar from the east. Plans 
are for the Allies to go through the 
year on half their normal consumption, 
as they realize that they have had 
supplies in the last few months only 
through the sacrifice of the American 
people.

Control of available supplies by the 
international committee, the English­
men said, will keep down prices to the 
consumers everywhere, and will guar­
antee an equitable distribution among 
the nations fighting Germany. Sugar 
exports from the United States last 
October showed an increase of nearly 
ten million pounds over the same month 
last year. France and England re­
ceived the bulk of the shipments of 
113,241,000 pounds, the former getting 
73,000,000 pounds to relieve a virtual 
famine there, and the latter 22,000,000 
pounds. Six million pounds went to 
the Netherlands. 5.000,000 to Argentina 
and almost as large a quantity to

OTTAWA, Dec. 27.—Evidence of Ir­

regularities committed by virtue of the 
Government’s war-time franchise act 
is coming to hand at Ottawa.

From the west comes news that in 
many constituencies there were entire 
polls where the great majority of the 
electors had been left off the lists alto­
gether. Such polls, needless to relate, 
had been traditionally Liberal. From 
all parts of the Dominion come charges, 
on the other hand, that hundreds of 
people were allowed to vote who had 
no right, even under the franchise act, 
to do so. Stepmothers, women under 
age, women whose soldier kin were not 
overseas, voted without hindrance in 
many polls.

Irregularities of a similar nature were 
practiced in connection with the male 
vote.

Demand Repeal of Act.
The question arises as to what atti­

tude will be taken towards this ne­
farious measure by Liberal-Unionists 
who opposed its passage last session, 
but who, by coming into the Govern­
ment since, have placed their seal of 
approval upon it and who have bene- 
fitted by it in the election. In the 
manifesto issued on behalf of Union 
before the election, Premier Martin of 
Saskatchewan, where apparently the 
act was worked to its full limit, de­
clared that one of the first duties of 
the new Parliament should be to rescind, 
the franchise act. The Regina Leader 
in a recent issue declared that it must 

IDe repealed at the earliest opportunity.
The act is supposed to stand until 

a year after the war ends. If western, 
Liberal-Unionists are sincere in their 
professed dislike to it, however, and if 
Hon. F. B. Carvell still retains the feel­
ing of abhorrence of the measure which 
he expressed last session, when it was 

‘ being closured through, it should not 
stand longer than a month after the 
session closes.
