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POLESADVISED
"~ O PEACETERS

l':!ead of Soviet Delegatic;n Of-
fers Proposals in Secret
Session.

Riga, Sept. 28.—Adolph Joffe, head
of the soviet peace delegation, in con-
ference here with the Poles, today
placed the complete preliminary peace
terms of the Bolsheviki before a secret
session of the chief commission of the
conference. The terms fixed the armis-
tice boundaries definitely well east of
the Curzon line, as the soviet govern-
ment repeatedly had promised to do.
The boundary is practically the same
as that offered several times by M.
Tchitcherin, the Bolsheviki foreign
minister, and seemingly confirms the
soviet government’s statement that
boundaries would not be a stumbling
block to peace,

According tg an agreement reached
today, the conference hereafter is to be
shrouded with™ the same secrecy as
that which hovered over the Versailles
conference. The work is to be carried
out by commissions rather than at full
sessions. Virtually the entiré mem-
bership attended the meetings of the
chief commission today, however.

The Poles probably will require 36
fhours to answer the Bolsheviki pro-
posals of today.

FRENCH AVIATOR WINS
GREAT AIRPLANE TROPHY

Etanipes, France, Sept. 28.—8adi Le-
cpinte, the famous French aviator, to-
day won the international airplane
race for the James Gordon Bennett
trophy. He covered the course of 300
-kilometres, or 186.3 miles, in 1 hour 6
minutes 171-5 seconds. F. P. Rayn-
ham, the sole British representative,
withdrew after covering the first lap.

Howard M. Rinehart and Major R.
W. Schroeder, the United States en-
tries, both were forced to abandon
the race shortly. after starting, because
of difficulty with the mechanism of
their machines. . Kirsch, of the French
team, withdrew after covering 200
kilometres. Captain De Romanet of
France, the only competitor besidg Le-
coinlg to finish the race, completed the
.course in 1 hour 39 minutes 532-5
se~onds.

Lecointe, by winning today’s race,
gives France possession of the Gordon
Bennett cup, as this was the third con-
secutive victory by the French.

NEW YORK DRUNKS'
INCREASE GREATLY

Chief Magistrate McAdoo's’
_ Figures Show Prohibition
is Proving Failure.

New York, Sept, 28.—(Special.)—
Whatever benefits eventually may
accrue from national prohibitions, it
is plain from figures made public by
Chicef Magistrate McAdoo that booze
flows gaily on in increasing volume,
while the number of arrests for drun-
kenness in New York City is mount-
ing daily. .

- The most alarming phase \: the
situation, however, according to the
chief magistrate, is "that mearly every
case of intoxication appelrs to be an
arrest case, offenders being charged
in many instances with acts of vio-
lence such as damage to property and
assaults on innocent citizens,

The outstanding feature of the sta-
tistics is that from 571 arraignments dur-
ing the first three months following the
application of the Eighteenth Amend-
ment, the number of arrests for intoxi-
cation has jumped to 1,395 for the three
following months. ‘With the tabulation
of figures for July, August and Septem-
ber still incomplete, there 4re indica-
tions, said the chief magistrate, that the
number of arrests for drunkenness dur-
ing this period will be even larger than
that of April, May and June this year.

AUSTRALIA’S PREMIER
LIKELY TO RETIRE

London, Sept. 28.—The Sydney, New
South Wales, correspondent of The
Morning Post, in a cable published
today, hinted at the retirement from
political life of the prime minister of
the Australian federal govern®ent,
Right Hon. Wm.

MINERS DECLARE SYSTEM
OF WAGE SCALE UNFAIR

Halifax, N.S., Sept. 28.—The Herald
today publishes the test of the state-
ment with which the executive of the
Udited Mine Workers of America
transmitted the report of the royal
commission, which recently investigat-
ed mining conditions in the maritime
provinces, to the various locals. The
statement advises the rejection of the
report on the ground that the proposed
sliding wage scale system is unfair to
the miners in as much as the commis-
sion found that decreased production
was due mainly to living conditions
and inferior imachinery over which
the miners themselves had no control,
and that the permanent board of ar-
bitration which it was proposed to set
up was not in keeping with the provi-
sions of the industrial disputes act.
