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sure. I am inclined to doubt it. I think our position is very well
known. I am happy to be meeting with the chairman of the
IJC tomorrow and will be very glad to take it up with him at
that time.

Mr. McKenzie: Mr. Speaker, the House Appropriations
Committee report states:

None of the funds provided for the project will affect Canadian waters.

This is not an accurate statement. I have information that
the funds provided in the bill do concern project features
which will affect Canadian waters, namely the Lonetree
Reservoir project. Will the minister do everything possible to
have the increased funding stopped? The United States is
acting in very bad faith.

REQUEST THAT RAILWAY RIGHTS OF WAY REVERT TO CROWN
ONCE LINE ABANDONED

Mr. G. H. Whittaker (Okanagan Boundary): Mr. Speaker,
my question is for the Minister of Transport. In view of the
statement which the minister made to the farmers in Saskatch-
ewan, that he would be in favour of railway rights of way
reverting to the Crown once they are abandoned-an obvious
change of heart since the Hall Commission-I would ask the
minister if he would ask the cabinet and the government
House leader if they would immediately call forth the bill
which I put on the order paper last January to ensure, when
passed, that the railway rights of way would revert to the
Crown once they are abandoned.

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Transport): Mr. Speaker, I
assure the hon. member that I have had no change of heart on
the subject, although I did await my comments until I received
the Hall report. We will be considering the necessary action to
follow up on that recommendation. It may or may not require
legislation.

EFFECT OF DIALOGUE ON SEPARATION ON UNEMPLOYMENT
AND BUSINESS

Mr. Gordon Ritchie (Dauphin): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question for the Minister of Finance. As the minister has said
on Monday before the Canadian manufacturers that uncer-
tainty in Quebec is hurting the Canadian economy, has the
minister defined to what extent the dialogue of separation is
causing increased unemployment and a business slow-down in
Canada and in what areas?

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (Minister of Finance): It would
be very difficult to assess this in purely quantitative terms.
Certainly, in terms of a more general reaction, particularly
from the business community, there is this element of uncer-
tainty as a factor which is evident in their comments.
