Our Statute Book has thus beui 
purged of many useless distinctions, and its severity 
initigatvil. The puni'hmviit c,f death now Attaches 
only to such felonies as arc particularly mentioned to 
he capital; and imprisonment with hard labour, "under 
(lie direction oi the Magistrates, It,is been in many eases 
substituted for the former less etV etna! infliction of 
fine and imprisonment. His Honor panicularly noticed 
this as a distant approach to the P« uii< n.i.iiy System, 
from which essential benefits have been 1 
in every country where it lus been adop ed. After 
calling the attention of the Jury to the,only two eases 
upon the Sheriff's Calendar, It's H-ui-ir curichidcd by 
expressing thesatisfu-tion he felt in observing' 
dual decrease of crime everywhere manifest through­
out the Province. Whether this were to be attribu­
ted to the humanizing effects of Fducation so wi-h iy 
diffused among us,—to the gradual disuse of ardvin 
spirit* bv the labouring classes,—or to a combination 
oi" these with other causes, 1 lis Honor could not de­
cide; but the fact, xvhieh is unquestionable, is nlikc 
ercditable to the community and gratifying to the 
Philanthropist.
