Berne, April 16—The military critic
pf the Basel Nachrichten believes that
the entrance into the war of the United
States fleet will ‘sooner o later lead‘ to
a revival of an aggressive sea policy
against Germany and will probably cul-
minate in a gigantic battle, which will
put the Dardanelles fight in the shade.”

The writer says that the Allied fleets
will find behind the German coast de-
fences “an opopnent who knows what
disastrous results the success of such an
Anglo-American’  undertaking would
have for his fatherland.”

This observer further believes that if
America attempts to transport troops
to Europe, Germany will abandon her
submarine campaign in the Mediterran-
can and mass all available U-boats
against the American transports. He is
dubious of the present value of America
as a military aid and says that the

standing army, the only present force
fit for modern warfare, is needed at
home to watch Mexico. He calculates,
however, that the United States has 15,-
000,000 men of military age whom it can
equip and train and that the Entente
has acquired an ally who may prove
the decisive factor in the war.

Washington, April 15—Without a dis-
senting voice the house, amid plaudits of
members and the galleries, last night
passed the seven billion dollar war rev-
enue authorization measure. One mem-
ber, Representative I.ondon, of New
York, the only Socialist in congress,
voted “present.”

Washington, April 16—Power for the
president to order railway officials to

ing war time as he may see fit, without
actually taking over railroads as given

last session, was reintroduced in am-
ended form on Friday by Chairman Ad-
amson of the house commerce committec.
Provisions to allow the president to op-
erate all rail, telegraph and telephone
lines, to draft their employes into mili-
tary service, to use the militia in _pro-
tecting the operation of railway lines,
and to increase the personnel of the in-
terstate commerce commission from sev-
en to cleven, are included as in the pre-
vious biil.

The section by which the president
might order the operation of part of a
road’s rolling stock is eonsidered of the
greatest importance. It would permit
the government to obtain the same ser-
vice that it would, if the line were taken
over and at the same time, prove econ-
omical in time and cost, it is believed.
Compensation for the use of rolling
stock by the government would be fixed
by the interstate commerce commission.

All property taken over by the presi-
dent would be returned to its owners
at the close of the war. Attempts to
evade service ordered by the government
would- be dealt with severely.

Coupled with the proposed increase of
the personnel of the commission would
be a provision to sub-divide it with the
purpose of expediting business. As now
constituted the commission finds itself
impossible to keep abreast of its work.

No special provision, other than per-
mitting the president to use the mili-
tary to guard the operation of the trains
is made against strike.

Women Can
‘Do 50 P.C.
of Fighting

Washington. April * 16—Women can
do “a good 50 per cent, in fighting the
war,” in the opinion of Secretary Lane,
by ‘conserving food and encouraging pat-
riotism ,among the men. He sent this
telegram in response to a query from
the General Federation ~of Women’s
Clubs, in convention at New Orleans,
asking what women can do for the coun-
try:

“I'he women of America can do no
greater work at this time than to raise
their own vegetables, can their own
fruit; prevent waste in théir homes and
give impulse and enthusiasm to the men
of the land. If they do this they will
be doing a good 50 percent. of the work
of fighting the war to a finish.

“Why not organize all the women’s
clubs of the United States into a ‘lend-
a-hand-to-Wilson league,’ whose busi-
ness it will be to carry on a propaganda
for things the nation will need—soldiers,
ships, wheat, pigs, beans? If the wo-
men will also make it their business to
let every farmer know that his patriot-
ism is to be judged by the use he makes
of his land and let every railroad man
know that he is serving his country by
moving the nation’s traffic quickly, and
will see that the boys and girls serve
in a great maintenance corps of the na-
tion by putting in their time feeding the
chickens, canning surplus fruit and vege-
tables, they can count themselves among
the saviors of liberty and civilization,
because this war has mow come down
to a matter of work and sacrifice.”

front line had the life knocked out of
it before we went forward. The Boche
was lying huddled just where he had
been killed. Mostly he had had his life
just blown out of him and died of
shock. Perhaps it is no wonder the
others came out of their dugouts and
holes when they saw our fellows and
waited to be rounded up -until our of-
ficers pointed out the way for them. Our
chaps went with them to the rear.

“All the men, our ambulance men,
along with the Medical Corps, worked
like demons. There was plenty for
them to do. Even before daylight some
Boche prisoners, when going back to the
cages, brought out cigarettes. They were
mighty glad to be out of that outfit at
Vimy. Some of them had not been
there long. 1 heard one man who used
to work in England say he had been sent
to the western front a fortnight before.
He had served previously entirely near
Berlin. They were a fair looking lot of
chaps, what I saw. Their uniforms were
quite good, and they appeared well fed.

“Another matter the Canadian wound-
ed make mention of is how hard the
chaplains worked Easter Day. It was
pretty well known there was big work
ahead.”

Another man describing his experi-
ences, said: “I was at a hombing post
on Vimy ridge. We were holding the
line. 'The Germans put up a twenty-
four hours’ bombardment over us, but
we gave them three times as much stuff
as they sent us. Our casualties are few.
At my ‘post seven of our boys were
bowled over. It was fine, and yet ter-
rible, to watch our shells bursting, and
1 figured to myself the fright of the Ger-
mans.

Bryan Now
Endorses
_V@_r_ Plans

Columbus, O., April 16—Unqualified
indorsement of President Wilson in his
war plans was given by William J.
Bryan, pacifist, in an address at the
convention of the Democratic Dry Fed-
eration of Ohio.

Alluding indirectly to his own activi-
ties as a pacifist during the last two
years, Mr. Bryan said it was to be ex- ,
pected that in a country of 100,000,000
population there would be divergent
views on subjects and that everybody
has the right to express them.

“Now, however, the discussion has
ended,” he said, “and the people of the
country will stand undivided behind the
president. In no other country should
the people be so willing to make the ex-
treme sacrifice as in United States.”

Great impetus will be added to the
prohibition cause by the present war
Mr. Bryan declared, for the reason that -
the question faced by the country will
be whether products suitable for food-
stuffs shall be used as food gr convert-
ed into liquor with the effect of lessen-
ing the captivity of civilians and sol-
ciers.
