Frank J. Gould. The lawyer who
today discussed the - effect of the
decision on the various Gould heirs
used $48,000,000 as the figure for
the sake of convenience.

Lady Dunsford’s children will not
share in this division, it- was point-
ed out, because Referee O’Gorman de-
cided some time ago that they were
not -entitled to share in “the late Jay
Gould’s estate. They and their mother
have claims, only to the late George
J..Gould’s estate, which consists prin-
cipally of $14,000,000 in;the state of
‘New Jersey. It was pointed out that
under Referee O’Gorman’s latest de-
cision, the payment of $12,000,000 by
George J. Gould’s estate to Jay Gould’s
state would leave only $2,000,000 to
which Lady Dunsford and her children
could lay claim, and that. if the total
repayment should be mere than $48,-
000,000, their claims to George J.
