BALL ON NIGHT OF 
DOCK OPENINGAt the last meeting of the New 

Brunswick State Council of the Knights 
of Columbus, held in Campbellton, in 
May 1923, a resolution was unanimous­
ly adopted, accepting a plan for schol­
arships for this Jurisdiction which was 
submitted to ' the convention by Dr.

The ex­
penditure and employment in Canada 
would not be materially Increased 
thereby, as men could and did now 
constantly cross the river to work In 
their plant in Maine.
From Old Town

\y B. Wentworth, Old Town, Maine, 
represented the Penobscot Chemical 
Fmre Company and their subsidiary, 
the Penobscot Development Company. 
They produce to the extent of 21,000 
tons soda and 19,000 tons sulphite fibre 
annually. About twenty per cent, of 
their pulpwood came from New Bruns­
wick and the balance from Maine. They 
get from 8,000 to 10,000 cords of farm-’ 

ers wood here annuaUy. They are under 
contract for $50,000 of stumpage in the 
next 5 years, on their Pokiok leases 
whether they cut the wood or not. They 
bought on tne understanding that there 
was not likely to be an embargo. He 
did not see how they could come out 
even If an embargo were put on, and 
its effect would be for them to look 
around for other holdings elsewhere. 
They would certainly not move theit 
plant to Canada. Since 1915 they had 
expended for farmers wood in Canada 
over $1,100,000; $282,000 In wages and 
supplies; and from five to six hundred 
thousand dollars for freight.

They intended to cut their leased 
wood up to about three Inches at the 
top They would have no further in­
terest in this property after 5 years, 
and would take off about 46,000 cords 
in that time.

He said they took the same precau­
tions regarding fire in Canada as they 
did. in Maine. The slash got beyond 
the danger mark in about two years. 
They were paying "farmers $5 to $6 
per cord at shipping point, and their 
v wood cost about the same.
