The Commission is supplying custo-
mers in West St. John and report tak-
ing over a large number in that dis-|
trict. Street lighting is being supplied|
by the Commission in the city proper
with the exception of the five north end
wards, and by February they will be
in a position to take over all of West
St. John.

We have in our warehouse, line ma-
terials. and meters and other articles
to the value of about $25,000 and wire
and poles to the value of $13,000.

1,677 poles have been set and over
1,000,000 feet of wire strung.

The cost of sub-station and equip-
ment to date is $72,890.41.

The number of employes is 32 and
salaries for the last week of December
amounted to $546.03 for construction
account and $179.71 for operation
account. This operation account was
made up as follows:

Sub-station, $52.50; outside, $31.50;
office, including meter readings, $95.70.!

REPORT SAYS POLIGE

ARE AGAIN SEEKING

H. RABINOVITGH

Warrant Charging Receipt
of Stolen Goods, it is
Said, Issued.

Harry Rabinovitch, who after a four
days’ trial last week was acquitted on
a charge of conspiring to defraud Leon
Chechik of monies to the extent' of
$79,000, aas reported this morning to
be again sought by the police on a

warrant charging him with receiving!
stolen goods tmowing them to have|

been stolen. Several sources were com-
municated with this morning in an at-
tempt to counfirm the report but the
noncommittal answers received, which
neither contirmed or denied the report,
would seem to convey the impression
that the report was correct.

Rabinovitch was charged by Leon
Chechik with conspiring to defraud him
of money, amounting to between $79,-
000 and $80,000. The money it was
stated at The trial was payment for
a cargo of liquor which was shipped
from this port to Providence parties
on or about November 1, 1923. The
shipment was made by a syndicate of
which both Chechik, and Rabinovitch
were members, and in which Chechik
was trustee for all monies. Rabinovitch
was acquitted following a four day trial
after only 20 minutes consideration by
the jury.

JAMES RYAN DEAD.

The death occurred this morning, at
the residence of his son-in-law, J. A.
Brayley, 195 King street east, of
James Ryan., He had been in ailing
bealth for some time but his death
was quite unexpected and came as a
great shock to his relatives and friends.

COUNCIL INFORMED

Applies to All, Except Lab-
orers, Commissioner
Frink Says.

Notice that an Increase in wages
was expected by the city employes in
the various departments has been re-
ceived by the commissioners, and this
morning it was stated by Commis-
sioner Frink that it meant about $80
per year per man in his department,
and applied to afl with the exception
of the laborers.

A motion to repay the money paid
in under the advertisement to sell
lands on Douglas avenue for non-pay-
ment of assessment for sewerage in-
stallation was passed, but it was ex-
plained this did not mean the clty
was abandoning the collection of these
amounts. It was also decided to
amend the present Act in some re-
spects to meet the situation which had
arisen last fall. Judge Forbes and
Col. Murray Macl.aren, M. P., were
heard in connection with the request
of the V. O. N. for a grant of $3,500.
Victorian Order Request,

Judge Forbes said he would simply
introduce Col. MacLaren, who would
state the case for the order. Col.
MacLaren said he felt the institutions
doing the best work should receive first
consideration in making grants, and
among those he placed the V. O. N.
There had been a great deal heard
about preventive medicine, and this
was well worthy of support, but there
would always be sickness and nurses
wowmld be needed. He also spoke of
maternity cases and pointed out that
417 confilnement cases were attended
last year. The organization was ask-
ing for an increase of $1,000 in their
grant over last year, and if this was
not given they must reduce the staff
of nurses.

The Associated Charities made a
request for a grant of $300. This was
laid over to be taken up when grants
were discussed.

The Exhibition Association asked for
a guarantee to cover any loss which
might be incurred if a show was held
this fall. They pointed out that there
was likely to be a falling off in re-
ceipts this year if the midway was re-
organized to meet the wishes of the
Evangelical Alliance, as there had
been $5,000 from concessions each bf
the past two years, and there was also
a possibility of the gate being less,
Douglas Avenue Matter

The city solicitor advised in regard
to the sale of properties on Douglas
avenue for non-payment of assessment
for sewerage installation that only
those who paid under threat of sale
were entitled to return of the money
paid. The advertisement was with-
drawn because of some irregularities in
its preparation. o

This however did not affect the right
of the city to collect and steps would
be taken to collect these amounts.

The chamberlain said the act re-
quired that the chairman of the Board
of Assessors and the Chamberlain bave
a list of all properties to be sold and
this had not been done.

The Mayor moved that all monies
paid in 1923 under the advertisement
of saie of properties on Douglas avenue
be returned when applied for. Carried.
Amendment Proposed

Commissioner Frink moved that the
city assessment act of 1918 be amend-
ed to allow for a later time for pre-
pating the description of properties for
sale for non payment of taxes.

On motion of Commissioner Thorn-
ton J. V. Cunningham was continued
as acting city electrician and his name
placed on the pay roll.

Mayor Fisher reported that he had
written the New Brunswick Electric
Power Commissio® in regard to the
non-carrying out of the agreement en-
tered into in connection with the bill
rendered the city for current but had
not received an‘answer.

1 Employes’ Wages

| Commissioner Frink reported that he
,had recelved the schedule from . the
city public service employes asking for
an increase of about $80 per year per
man, except the laborers. Commissioner
Wigmore said he had received a sim-
ilar communication. Commissioner
Thornton said if the wages were in-
creased in these departments his own
must be considered.

To Buy Property

The recommendation of the com-
mittee of the whole that a piece of
land at the corner of Mill street and
Paradise Row be acquired from the
C. N. R., at a cost of $676, to be paid
for by bond issue, was adopted.

A letter from H. T. Gould thanking
the council for its resolution of appre-
ciation was read and filed.

Applications for grants were received
from the St. John Arboracultural So-
ciety for $500 and from the South End
Improvement League for $600, and re-
ferred to committee.

Hydro Report Discussed.

His Worship said there was two
matters in the report of the Civic
Power Commission he wished to refer
to. The first was the suggestion that
the $53,000 bond issue for street light-
ing be rescinded, this he felt should
come as a recommendation from tlLe
Commission rather than from the sccre-
tary. The second was that Mr. Mac-
Intyre had been engaged with his ap-
proval. He had not known of the
engagement of Mr. Maclntyre until
after it had been made and then he
had approved it, but had not been con-
sulted before the appointment was
made. Commissioner Thornton said
he felt the order in council had heen
violated when Mr. Maclntyre was en-
gaged by the chairman of the Com-
mission as this could only be Aone by
the Commission itself.

R. A. Willet, secretary of the Com-
mission, asked what had been done
about the request for an appeal to the
Public Utilities Comrhission against
the standby charges of the New
Brunswick Power Co. of $2 per kilo-
watt installed and His Worship said
he was waliting for the matter to be
taken up by the Commission. Com-
missioner Thornton said so ‘ar as he
could see this was a matter between
the company and its customers.

The results of my study indicate that
the Company under the presen® SChe-
dule of rates would have during the
ensuing year from $40,000 to $15.000
more than their requirements call for.
The total estimated reductions to sub-
scribers enumerated in items 1 to 10
amount to $30,500. This leaves a bal-
ance of from $10,000 to $15,000, a con-
siderable portion of which I propose
to apply to a reduction in the Long
Distance Toll Schedule, the details of
which have not yet been finally worked
out.

The above appears to me to be as
equitable a distribution of the proposed
reductions as it will be possible to ar-
rive at without disrupting the entire
rate structure. There are a few other
instances, however, in which, I propose
to suggest further minor® changes,
which, however, in the aggregate will
not amount to a great deal in dollars
and cents; in addition to which it may
seem advisable, after further discussion,
to modify some of the above proposals.

| just $5 less than the amount which the
trustees are authorized to assess for
under the Act, the amount of the war-
rant, exclusive of interest and sinking
fund and repairs, being $359,995, ahd the
amournt they are auihorized to assess is
$360,000. The total amount of the war-
rant is $474,643.61.

Among the principal items are:
Teachers, salaries, $270,760; officials sal-
aries, $10,870; care, $24,114; fuel, water,
$6,000; coal, $30,000; rents, $30,676; re-
pairs, $45,000; coupon interest, $53,467.50;
sinking fund, $16,881.01; bank Interest,
$1,250. The amounts for repairs and in-
terest total $114,548.51.
