Second Night of Terror|
In Black Belt

WILD TIME IN STREETS

Hundred Thousand Negrees and

Knives and Razors Used, Houses
Burned and Stores Looted

Chicago, July 29—Four thousand sol-
diers with full war equipment stood
ready today to quell the race rioting be-
tween negroes and whites that during
two nights of terror in the south side
black belt cost the lives of at least twen-
ty men, including one negro policeman,
and the injury of hundreds of others,
many seriously and probably a dozen
fatally. Four of the injured are soldiers.
The police and the coroner have been
unable to make a complete check of the
casvalties; but reports showed nineteen
killed last night, of whom twelve are,
whites and seven negroes.

Two Hundred Thousand

A hundred thousand negroes and an
equal number of whites either fought ™
the streets and alleys or cowered in their
homes while shots were fired, mounted
policemen galloped along the boulevards,
patrol wagons dashed through the streets
with prisoners and wounded women and
children screamed as men fought with
cudgels, knives and fists.

When the rioting broke out afresh last
night Mayor Thompson asked Governot
Lowden for troops. By midnight four
regiments were in armories on the south
side, but by that time the police had
cleared the streets for the night and be-
gan collecting the dead and injured and'
rounding up looters.

The taste of blood on Sunday night
whetted the appetites of hundreds of ad-
venturous ns who had long grieved
at the rapid influx of negroes, who have
appeared over a large territory formerly
constituting a fine residential quarter of
the south side. Propa:g had decrea.setg
in value and whites migrated
other parts of the dty"hb}‘ thousands, but
meny others had clung to their homes
whi » the streets and one of the largest
parks becawe. thronged
‘Sought the Fray. -

Both parties to the contest, énraged
by stories of the cruelties of the others
during Sunday night’s melee, deliberately
armed themselves last night apd went
out to stalk their prey. As soon as
darkness fell the fighting in various
forms became fierce.

In some cases megroes in automobiles
dashed through the stréets firing at any
whités encountered. In other cases whites
attacked the buildings occupied by
negroes, shooting -through windows and
doérs, while the inmates fired back from

barricades. Bands of both races marched

that cezsed only when the pavement was
covered with dead and wounded, and
the mounted police had spurred their
horses through the mass.

Many individual fights, hand-to-hand
struggles with knives and razors added
to the casualties. Men and women were
dragged from street cars until the com-
pany stopped running them through the
affected area. In one instance a band-of
whites passing a mansion in Grand
Boulevard and resenting the eccupancy
of the palace by blacks, was fired on
from the house. .

As the night wore on and the bands
of terrorists were bgpken up by the pol-
ice, looters and incendiaries appeal
Several houses were fired, and one was
burned. Some stores were broken open
and sacked.

Toward daylight the less aggressive
having been driven to cover, worn out
with fighting, or jailed, some white riot-
ers invaded the down-town quarters, beat
negroes found in the street and dragged
cowering porters from all night restaur-
ants and hotels to the streets, and flog-
ged them unmercifully.

Among those injured during the night
were three members of the 7th Regi-
ment, who were beset by negroes while
on the way to their armories. Corporal W
T. Riggs wes shot in the back; Charles
Williams was shot in the side and J. N.
Rinbus was slashed with a razor. Major
Fred Haynes was found probably fatally
beaten, presumably by negroes. ‘An tu-
tomobile containing Adjutant-General
General Dickson was fired on but with-
out damage to the occupants.

An exodus of negroes to the north and
west sides began as the fighting was at
its height. Some 50,000 more negroes al-
ready live in these parts of the city, and
the police took precautions to stop any
resentment shown by whites at the added
population of negroes.

RIOTS TODAY; DEAD
NOW NUMBER 22,

Chicago, Juiy 29—One uridentified
negro was killed and two negroes were
wounded at Wabash and Adams street,
t'w igart of the down town district, in
rioting which started this morning.

Joseph Powers, white, a street car con-
ductor, was shot and killed soon after
daylight in the stock yards section. Wil-
(liam Henderson, a negro, was arrested on
suspicion.

Racial disorders spread to the north
side early today where negroes were
chased and threztened. Very few negroes
live in that section of the city. The
death list now numbers twenty-two.

FORMER PREMIER SCOTT
1S ORDERED OrF TRAIN

Mahnomen, Minn, July 9—At Pem-
bina, North Dakota, yesterday, en. route
from Victoria, B. C, via Winnipeg to
Detroit Lakes, Minnesota, Hon. Walter
Scott, formerly premier of Saskatche-
wan, was peremptorily ordered from the
Northern Pacific train at ten o’clock this

Scored at International Trades

Union Congress

THEY ARE HEARD IN DEFENGE

Say They Acted Correctly and
Were Under Impression They
Were Fighting Defensive War
—What Became of Letter Given
Bernstorff to Deliver ?

Amsterdam, July 20—The preliminary
gathering today of the International
Trades Union Congress developed a ser-
ies of accusations by British, French,
American and Belgian delegates against
the German workers for their condvct
during the war, This'led ¢t sharp in-
criminations ‘by both sides. Tke meet-
ing was to clear up the affairs of ihe
old trades union internaticnale &nd
make ions for a new organiza-
tion. * M. Merens, Belgian, dec'ared that
the German trade unionists had not pro-
tested against their military authori-
ties deporting Belgians.

Carl Rudolph Legien, president of the
German federation of tradis unions, de-
fended the entire policy of the German
trades unionists, which he said had been
absolutely correct and declared ‘heir po-
sition prevented their protesting to the
government. He added that they all the
time were under the impression that they
were fighting a defensive war.

Samuel Gompers, president of the Am-
erican Federation of Labor, recalled that
Legion in the course of a speech had de-
fended the sinking of the Lusitania. Mr.
Gompers told the Germans that they
owed an apology for their actions during
the war not only to Belgium but the
whole international organization of
workers.

The American leader brought to light
a communication he sent to Legien be-
fore the United States entered the war,
in which he endeavored to persuade the
Germans to protest against the Lusitania
incident. This was contained in a let-
ter carried by Count von Bernstorff,
German ambassador to the United
States, when Bernstorff was recalled. Le-
gien denied having received the letter.

Herr Sassenbach, a German Socialist,
handed in . a resolution containing a
statement in explanation of the German
workers' attitude during and since the
war, . Many ‘things: were. done,, the reso-
lution said, under the full conviction that

| right was on Germany’s side, that would

pever have been done in the light of the
truth now being brought home. It is
said the German workérs at the begin-
ning of the war tried to do their duty
without wronging the laboring classes of
other countries and without failing in
their own national obligations.

WILSON  SENDS
DEFENGE TREATY
10 THE SENATE

Washington, July 29—President Wil-
son today transmitted to the senate the
special treaty with France by which the
United States pledges itself to come im-
mediately to the aid of that republic in
the event of an unprovoked attack by
Germany and asked for its early ratifica-
tion, “along with the treaty with Ger-
many.”

Submission of the treaty came after
sharp ecriticism by senate Republicans,
who for several days had openly charged
on the senate floor that in failing to pres-
ent the draft of the pact along with the
treaty of Versailles, the president had
violated one of the articles of the docu-
ment. The presided did not follow his
usual custom of presenting the treaty in
person. He sent it to the capitol by spec-
ial messenger along with a message ex-
plaining its object.

The president told the senate the pur-
pose of the treaty was to provide assist-
ance for France in case of unprovoked
aggression by Germany without waiting
for the advice of the council of the
League of Nations that such action
should be, and explained that it was to
be an arrangement “not independent of
the League of Nations, but under it.”

“The covenant of the League of Na-
tions,” the president said, “provides for
military action for the protection of its
members only on the advice of the coun-
cil of the league—advice given, it is to
be presumed, only upon deliberation and
acted upon by each of the governments
of the member states only if its own
judgment justifies such action.”

Pointing out that the “treaty shall re-
ceive the approval of the council of the
league,” the president said it would re-
main in force ‘o'nly until, upon the ap-
plication of one of the parties to it, the
council of the league, acting, if neces-
sary, by majority vote shall agree that
the provisions of the covenant of the
league afford her (France) sufficient pro-
tection.”

Mr. Wilson said he was moved to sign
the treaty by the ties of friendship bind-
ing the two countries and the assistance
France gave America in its struggle for
independence. Without this assistance,
the president said, it was seriously to be
doubted whether America could have
won its independence, and added:-
